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The Qur’an in Surah An-Nisaa ( Chapter 4),
verse No 82 proclaims:

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THE INTERFACE BETWEEN THE TWO SOURCES
OF KNOWLEDGE: THE QUR’AN AND SCIENCE

From the studies made on the Qur'an and its different scientific
aspects, it is found that this great book encompasses knowledge in
various fields which are acceptable for consideration of scientific
community of the modern world. There are subjects like biology,
embryology, anthropology, geology, earth science, meteorology.
oceanology. archaeology, ecology, astronomy including cosmology,
astrophysics, science of relativity, space science, exobiology, bionics
etc. The Qur'an has indications on matters relating to such various
field of science in the modern world, though it was revealed in a time
when people were living in dark ages of science and culture.

The Qur'an has given more emphasis on the creation and ultimate fate
the of universe. It has also very profoundly given many indications on
the creation of life and man on the earth. The other subject matters
are built up relating to these important issues. . More over, the Quran
also covers many metaphysical ideas including eschatology, which are
beyond the scope of consideration of physical sciences. But the human
being is constantly facing the questions on birth, death, and hereafter.
Since, the scientific knowledge in the Qur‘an is only indicative and
science is not a stagnant subject, in many way there are similarities as
we as dissimilarities also. However, the scientific ideas revealed in the
Qur'an have the acceptability of at least to go parallel side by side.
Moreover, the Qur'an claiming it to be divine book has put forward a
vast knowledge relating to metaphysical ideas which are beyond the
scope of science to prove.

With the discovery of telescope by Galileo Galilee, the modern
astronomy found its strong footing and conflict between the church
and scientific community started. But very surprisingly, the Muslim
world remained silent on such issues, because the scientific ideas of
the Qur‘an are indicative and have the acceptability in all ages. This is
the vital character of the great book of knowledge named Al-Qur’an.

This chapter discusses on the interface between the two sources of
knowledge the Qur‘an and science in the perspective of analysis,
interpretation and discussion in the earlier chapters. It is presented in
four sections.
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SECTION -I

THE QURA’N AND SCIENCE: COMPATIBLE TO EACH
OTHER

At first, the matters on which the indications of the Qur‘an are
compatible to science are discussed. During the study in the
previous chapters on the scientific indications in the Qur‘an , it has
been observed that many revelations bearing scientific indications are
compatible with modern scientific discoveries. It is found that many
revelations of the Qur‘an having scientific indication are compatible to
modern scientific knowledge. The following major subjects are noted in
this regard:

(1). Origin of life from water: In chapter -III, item No.3.1.1, it has
been discussed that the Qur’an indicates about the life on the earth
originates from water. The human being and also animal are
created from water. This has been mentioned in many verses of the
Qur’an in different chapters. The Qur'an revealed that every living
thing originates from water and it was announced in the Qur'an
about 1400 years ago, when there was no such scientific concept.
Modern science is less than one hundred years old. The holy Qur'an
proclaims (English translation):

) B We made from water every living thing .. .... (21:30)
2. And Allah has created every animal from water.... .. (24:45)
3. And He it is Who hath created man from water-.... ... (25:54)3

It is found that water is the dominant constituent of living matter
and it is vital component for all living things created on the earth.*
On an integrated study it becomes obvious that life on the earth is
originated from water. We know that water is the major component
of all living cells and human body is mainly made up of water.
Whatever may be the way of creation of life on the earth, but it has
been originated from water. Thus, the knowledge revealed by the
Qur’an in this regard is supported by modern scientific studies.

(2).Everything is created in pairs: There is indication in the Qur’an
that everything of the creation of Allah, has been created in pairs.
Man, animal, birds, insects, plants and all other things have been
created in pairs. Modern science has confirmed that there is
opposite entity for all living organism and even non living particles
like electron etc.
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(3). Plants have genders : Today we all know from botanical science
that plants have genders as male and female and fruits have also
genders. But in the seventh century when man had no idea on this,
the Qur’an indicated about the pair of male and female exists in
plants also. (20:53), (13:03).

(4). Different stages of development of human embryo: The
Qur’an has given a vivid picture on the development human embryo
in the womb in different stages. Many revelations are found
particularly the revelation No.12 to 14 of Sura No.23 i.e. Al-
Mu’minun are more relevant.

Man We did create from a quintessence (of clay); (23:12)5

Then We place him as (a drop of) sperm in a place of rest, firmly fixed.
(23:13)°

Then We made the sperm into a clot of congealed blood (leechlike
structure): then of that clot We made a (foetus) lump; then We made
out of that lump bones and clothed the bones with flesh; then We
develop out of it another creature. So blessed be Allah, the Best to
create! (23:14)7

It is mentioned earlier that the Qur’anic description of different
stages of development of human embryo was studied by world
famous scientist, a Professor of Medical Sciences at the University
of Toronto, Canada, Dr.Keith Moore, who is mostly known for his
text books on anatomy and human embryology. Professor Moore
found the description of the Qur'an is in full conformity with the
modern science of embryology.

(5). Formation of rain: The Qur‘an in its many verses indicates about
the formation of rain, falling of the same on the earth in due
proportion and effects of rain on the life on the earth. It has given
indication on the formation of rain in the sky which takes place in
three stages. During the first stage the wind blows, in the second
stage clouds are formed and in the third stage raindrops pour on
the earth. The Qur'an has mentioned the following revelations along
with other relevant verses:

It is Allah Who sends the Winds, and they raise the Clouds: then does
He spread them in the sky as He wills, and break them into fragments,
until thou seest raindrops issue from the midst thereof: then when He
has made them reach such of His servants as He wills, behold they do
rejoice! (30:48)8
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Seest thou not that Allah makes the clouds move gently, then joins
them together, then makes them in to a heap? - Then will thou see rain
issue forth from their midst. And He sends down from the sky
mountain masses (of clouds) wherein is hail: He strikes therewith
whom He pleases and He turns it away from whom He pleases. The
vivid flash of its lightning well-nigh blinds the sight.( 24:43)°

The Qur’anic description is in conformity with modern atmospheric
science

(6). Biotic Balance: The Qur’an states that Allah has created every
living being on the earth to maintain biotic balance. Though,
nothing living or non-living survives after an appointed time, there
is a balance among all things in the nature. Even the oxygen
consumed by human being and animals and the loss of oxygen is
being made good by the plants during photosynthesis releasing
oxygen and consuming carbon dioxide. The oxygen even forms
ozone layer in the sky to save the earth from ultraviolet light.
(15:19)

(7). Mountains have roots : As per the knowledge revealed in the
Qur'an, mountains on the earth are like pegs as they have roots
inside the earth crust deeply embedded and as such it has shape
like peg. As they are deeply rooted and inter connected, they help
in reducing instability of the earth crust. Modern Geology supports
this knowledge of the Qur’an.

(8) AIll living beings are found as community: It is very
astonishing that the Qur’an in seven century categorically pointed
out that all living beings on the earth are available in community. It
is today known to all that bees, ants etc live in community
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THE QUR’AN HAS GIVEN IMPORTANT INDICATIONS ON
VARIOUS MATTERS RELATING TO ASTRONOMICAL
SCIENCES AS STATED BELOW.

(1).The universe was created from singularity: It is found in
Qur'an that the heavens and the earth had been formed from a
state of nothingness. The Qur’an indicates that the universe has
been created by God, by his command from a single point of
nothingness i.e origin of the universe was from singularity. The
basic process of the creation of the universe has been indicted in
the Quran in verse 21:30. Modern science states that the universe
was created when the primordial fireball separated with a Big Bang.

(2) Creation of universe with a Big Bang and in different stages:

We have seen in the previous chapter that as per the Qur’an Allah
has created the universe from singularity at his will. This concept or
theory is almost in conformity with the Theory of Big Bang of the
origin of the universe. According to Bag Bang theory the universe
has a beginning and it was created from singularity when Big bang
occurred 16 to 17 billion years ago i.e time has a beginning which
has been admitted by world famous scientist Stephen Hawking.®
There were different stages of creation after Big Bang and the
Qur'an has mentioned the stages as Day which means long periods
of cosmic times.

After the Big bang the universe was created in six periods or
stages. The Qur’‘an used the term Six Yaum which literally means
six days. Conventionally Yaum refers to days of a week relating to
rising and setting of the sun. Therefore, the term Yaum having
plural as Ayyam generally means day and plural days. However,
there are other meanings of the term Ayyam as ages, eras, long
periods of time, aeons. Thus the Qur‘an has mentioned that the
universe was created in six long periods in Arabic Sittati Ayyam. In
other revelations the Qur’an also indicates about the meaning of
Yaum as long periods, the ranges of which vary from one thousand
to fifty thousand years in reckoning of man on the earth.

Thus, modern science is closer to the Qur’an in respect of creation
of the universe.
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(3).The Universe is expanding: According to Qur'an the universe was
created by God with might i.e by release of tremendous energy in a
sudden explosion like situation i.e Big Bang and the effect of the explosion
is still continuing leading to the continuous expansion of the universe,
(51:47). In the year 1929 C.E American Astronomer Edwin Hubble
observing red shifts in the light wavelength emitted by galaxies pointed
out that the galaxy are not steady and rather they are moving away from
each other. That means that the universe is constantly expanding which
leads to the acceptance of expanding universe theory in the scientific
world.

(4).Universe was created in balance: The universe was created in
balance. Everything created in due proportion and programmed as
if a computer universe.(39:05),(29:44),(54:49).The Qur'an, in
many revelations has mentioned that the universe was created with
full balance, so that every where there is system and order. The
cosmic balance is well known by the modern science as mentioned
in the Qur’an.

(5). Sky is the protector for the earth: It is very interesting to note
that the Qur‘an mentions that the sky has been made as roof for
protection of living being on the earth.(21:32). This revelation
indicates that the earth has been given required protection from the
external harms which may happen due to reaching of different
types of cosmic radiation or meteors on the earth surface. To day it
is known as a scientific fact that the earth’s atmosphere has been
functioning as a protective shield.

(6).There will be Big Crunch to end the whole universe: There is
a scientific concept that a time may come when due to gravitational
force the expansion of the universe may be stopped and there may
be a big crunch. All the compositions of the cosmos are held by
gravitational attraction and rotational motion prevent the same to
collapse. Therefore, till the repulsive force remains stronger, the
universe will continue to expand. As such there is every possibility
of the opposite happenings. Different revelations in Qur‘an also
indicate the possibility of such a situation.(21:104). We have
observed that the Qur'an has given clear indication that there will
be Big Crunch of the present universe as its ultimate fate. There will
be gravitational collapse of the universe towards singularity. This is
amazingly close to the scientific discoveries of modern times, as
because the Qur‘an was revealed 1400 years ago. So, this is a clear
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similarity between two sources of knowledge the Qur’an and science
regarding catastrophically collapsing universe on the Doomsday.!!

(7). The Sun, Moon, all planets, satellites, stars etc are moving
in their respective orbits: As indications given by the Qur’an all
celestial bodies run in their respective orbits.(21:30). The Qur’an
has the credit to announce this fact about 1400 yeas ago when the
scientific community was in the dark about such idea. The sun is
moving at a speed of 250 K.M per second in its orbit around the
centre of the Milky Way galaxy. The idea furnished in the Qur’an is
amazingly in conformity with present day scientific knowledge.

(8) Physical nature of the sun and the moon: It is known to all
today that the sun and the moon are different from each other, not
only in terms of size but also in many other ways. The moon has no
light of its own and it just reflects the light that receives from the
sun. But the sun generates its own light The Qur‘an indicates the
difference between the sun and the moon more than 1400 years
ago in some of its divine revelations.(25:61),(71:16).

(9) Crescent of the Moon: The moon has both axial rotation as well
as orbital motion. It is well known fact that the Moon has no light of
its own. It gives us reflected light from the sun. During orbital
motion around the earth it takes different positions and the part of
the moon where sun light falls is seen from the earth.In a lunar
month it looks like as if new moon grows to full moon and then
again it reduces and not seen before new moon. This phenomenon
is called crescent of the moon. The Qur‘an before 1400 years
indicated about it (36:39) avoiding any mythological idea.

(10) There are two solstices: It is known today from Geography
that there are two solstices i.e there are two extreme points for the
sun from north to south in the sky in a solar year, when the tilt of
the Earth’s axis reaches its maximum angle compared to the Sun,
and begins to move back to the other direction and vice versa. This
usually happens around 21st June and 21%t December every year.
The Qur‘an more than 1400 years ago mentioned about the same.
(55:17)

(11) The Sun is also moving in its own orbit: The Quran states
that the Sun is not stationery; rather it has been running around
the centre of the Milky Way galaxy abiding a regular path .As per
modern astronomy the sun is moving towards at a velocity of 250
km /second in its own orbit. The sun is also moving towards a
target in the Milky Way galaxy at speed of 20km /second, which is
called Solar Apex.
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When the sun will reach the solar apex it will turn to red giant and
ultimately it will be converted to a white dwarf. There after the sun
will become invisible i.e it will be lost in dark space.?

(12) Everything in the universe is moving: The Qur'an indicates

v
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that everything in the universe is moving. The earth, the sun, the
moon, the stars and all the heavenly bodies are moving in their
respective orbits. The Qur'an proclaims:

Seest thou not that Allah merges Night into Day and He merges Day in
to Night ; that He has subjected the sun and the moon( to His Law),
each running its course for a term appointed; and that Allah is well
acquainted with all that ye do? (31:29)'3
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SECTION -11I

THE QURAN AND SCIENCE : PARTIALLY COMPATIBLE TO
EACH OTHER

There are many other subjects in the Qur'‘an which may be accepted
as partially compatible to science. The following matters are discussed
in details in the respective chapters. A brief account is furnished here.

(1) Origin of Iron from outer space: The Qur‘an has indicated
about the origin of iron from outer space (57:25) though, it is
known that iron is collected from mines in the earth. Many
scientists are now agreed that the iron originally came down to the
earth from other heavenly bodies like meteors, asteroids etc.

(2) Creation of fire from green tree: It is astonishing to think that
fire is created from green tree. But the Qur'an has mentioned in the
verse 36:80 that Allah has produced fire from green tree. It is
known to all that fire occurs due to combustion, where there is
combination of oxygen with carbon in burning material and the
oxygen is produced by green trees and plants.

(3) Rock contains water: As per the knowledge revealed in the
Quran some rocks may contain water (02:74). It is found that some
rocks grow and gradually become larger due to absorption of water
and the water burst out when they crack.

(4) Mountains give the earth balance: It is earlier mentioned that
mountains have roots. The Qur‘an also states that the mountains
give balance to the earth (16:15), (21:31),(31:10). Modern
Geology reveals that mountains and hills help in reducing instability
of the earth crust as their bases are deep rooted and inter
connected.

(5) Existence of life in outer space: Some revelations of the Qur‘an
indicate that intelligent life exists in outer space (17:44), (16:49).
The Qur’an states about the existence of life unknown to man such
as Angel, Jinn etc. The man on the earth is also not aware of about
their habitation in the universe. Today scientific community is found
to be serious searching for life in outer space. As a result science of
Exobiology has been developed.
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(6) At one stage of creation everything was gaseous: From one
revelation in the Qur‘an it is learnt that during the process of
creation of the universe at a certain stage, the sky or entire things
had been cloud of smoke i.e it was gaseous from which later on the
stars; planets, galaxies etc were created on the command of God
(41:11)

(7) At some stage of creation there was only liquid or water:
The Qur'‘an mentions that at one stage of creation the entire
universe was aqueous or in a liquid state (11:07). During process of
creation after the Big Bang there may one stage when everything
was in liquid or aqueous or even vaporous state.

(8) Plurality of the universe: A few revelations of the Qur‘an
indicate that there is more than one universe or earth. The Qur‘an
in two different revelations has indicated on the existence of multi
universe (01:02), (37:182).

When the Qur‘an was revealed, it was impossible to think that there
were a number of planets and or galaxies besides the earth where
we live. Now with the invention of telescope and scientific
advancement it is known that besides our earth there are other
planets and numbers of huge galaxies making the creation of God
almost unimaginable to humankind.

(9) Innumerable heavens in harmony with respective orbit: The
Qur’an indicates that there are many heavens beyond the earth
which are created in conformity with each other or simply there are
in harmony. Besides solar system, there are many galaxies in the
universe as discovered by the astronomers world wide which we
cannot see by our naked eye. It is presumed that there may be
different galaxies one away from the other staring from our Milky
ways.

The universe was created in many layers of massive structure like
galaxies. These are created and established with weak forces where
as small structure like atoms are created with strong forces. The
formation of different cosmological bodies is because of the force of
gravity in the universe.* The Qur'an also indicates that there are
innumerable orbits in space for the heavenly bodies.
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(10) The sky has no pillar: The Qur'an avoided many mythological
ideas prevalent at that time regarding existence of the earth.
Ancient people believed that the sky is supported on pillars on the
boundary of the earth. Even many believed that the sky is dome
shaped and rests on the periphery of the dome. But the Qur’an in
seventh century refuted the belief and declared that there was no
pillar to keep the sky high above the earth (13:02), (31:10). To
day it is known to all that gravitational forces hold the heavenly
bodies apart from each other and as such they do not collide.
There is nothing tangible in space which may be said to hold
different heavenly bodies together at their respective position.

(11) Diurnal motion of the earth: The Qur'an has given
indications about the diurnal motion of the earth in many of its
revelations. Verse No.21:33, 10:67, 31:29, 39:05, indicate about
the diurnal motion of the earth around the sun. Because of axial
rotation of the earth the sunlight always falling on the earth is
seems to be moving with one side of the earth as day and at the
same time other side as night which process is continuously
changir;g as if night is covering the day or the day is removing the
night.

(12) There is a world’s sky: The Qur'an has mentioned about
seven (many) heavens or skies of which lowest heaven that is
which is nearest to the earth is adorned with lights and has been
made inviolable (41:12). Here the lowest heaven may be regarded
as world’s sky which is decorated with lamps like stars and vast
planets from one corner to the other which is called Milky-way
galaxy, since this galaxy is nearest to us as our planet, the earth
lives in it.

(13) Universe will be collapsed with a single blast: The Qur'an
has categorically mentioned that the universe will come to an end
with a very large single blast and everything will be destroyed or
destabilized (36:53), (27:87). This may possibly be happened during
Big Crunch of the universe.

(14) Rebirth of the universe after Big Crunch: After Big Crunch
there may be Big Bang-2 and as such there is possibility of rebirth
of the universe including the earth to have a new form. The
Qur'an indicates such situation in many of its revelations
(10:04),(21:104), (27:64). So it is seen that the Qur'an indicates
about the recreation of the universe. As is promised by Allah in
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the Qur’an, after the catastrophic collapse of the physical universe
and the earth, new universe and new earth will be created.

(15) Sequence of the day and night: The Qur'an provides very
interesting description of the sequence of the day and night in its
different revelations.(31:29), (36:40), (39:05). The term use for
sequence KAUWARA has different meanings such as to roll, to coil,
roll into a ball, to wind (the turban), to make round.

So, here it is said that night is rolled in to the ball shaped (round)
earth and then day is rolled into the earth, that means the night
and the day is coming on the earth in a sequence. This indicates
about the diurnal motion of the earth.

(16) Concept of relativity of time as describe in the Quran:
Albert Einstein in his theory of relativity said that the speed of
time depends upon the position and velocity of the viewer. The
Qur'an in many of the revelations provides important indications
about the concept of time and even relativity. Some revelations of
the Qur'an indicate that the time is not absolute in the universe;
rather it is relative as discovered in the early part of twentieth
century. (17:12), (32:05), (70:04).

(17) Creation of man from clay: As discussed earlier, it is found
that the Qur’an in many revelations indicated that man is created
from extract of clay. Scientific researches now show that the
chemical composition of human body and that of soil have notable
similarity to indicate the acceptance of the concept of the raw
material for creation of man stated in the Qur'an.

(18) In many away science of human biology and genetics are in
conformity with the Qur'nic knowledge

There are numerous revelations in the Qur'an say in respect of
creation of man, the process of reproduction, stages of
development in mother’s womb, genetic information coded in DNA
etc which are in conformity with the modern scientific knowledge.

(19) Life on the earth could have come from outer space:

As per the Quran, Allah is the creator of everything in the heavens
and the earth. That is the origin of life on the earth is a
supernatural event and the life created on the earth with its origin
or with in a time thereafter. The Quran states:
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It is He Who hath created for you all things that are on earth; then He
turned to the heaven and made them into seven firmaments; and all of
all things He hath perfect knowledge.(02:29)¢

This clearly indicates that every living or non-living thing on the
earth including human is created by the Almighty Allah. That means
creation of life is divine act and origin of life may be at outer space
which spread on the earth through non-living matter say clay and
water. The Qur‘an mentions:

Verily We created man from a product of wet earth. (23:12)7
They will ask thee concerning the spirit. Say: The spirit is by command
of my Lord, and of knowledge ye have been vouchsafed but little.

(17:85)8

The Qur'an states that soul of living being is spiritual i.e
supernatural and its knowledge is not given to man. The Qur’an
also states:

Then did Satan make them slip from (the Garden), and get them out of
the state (of facility) in which they had been. And we said: “Get ye
down all (ye people), with enmity between yourselves. On earth will be
your dwelling place and your means of livelihood — for a time.”
(02:36)19

The above revelation clearly indicates that origin of man on the
earth is from any other place like outer space. Besides above many
other subjects of scientific interest are found in the Quran in
indicative form. Everything has been discussed in the respective
chapters of the thesis.
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SECTION -III

THE QUR’AN AND SCIENCE : NOT COMPATIBLE

TO EACH OTHER

There is also discussion about the matters which are
prominently mentioned in the Qur'an, but not compatible to
science. The followings are notable among such matters.

(1). Existence of Supreme Being as Allah or God. The Quran refers

).

many revelations such as (02:115), (02:225), (59:24),
(06:59),(112:01-04) ,( 50:43), (59:22) and many other
revelations are there about the existence of supreme power.

Mankind is special creation of Allah (God) and entire humankind is
created from single soul (04:01) and single pair of male and
female (49:13). The Qur'an has no indication about Darwin’s
theory of evolution of man from apes like animal.

(2)(a) THE QUR’AN HAS NO INDICATION TO SUPPORT DARWIN’'S
THEORY OF EVOLUTION

Darwin’s Theory of Evolution states that millions of living species
in the universe evolved on their own by chance through
purposeless process of natural selection.?® But as per the Qur'an
Allah has created man as the best of creation and has created
other living things for the service of mankind. There is no scope of
any idea on theory of evolution proposed by Charles Darwin.
Darwin’s theory also states that life was created from inanimate
things through evolution and from primitive life gradually different
forms of living beings developed and at a stage human being
appeared through evolution from apes. However, the Qur'an
proclaims :( English translation)

See ye not how Allah hath made serviceable unto you whatsoever in
the skies and whatsoever is in the earth and hath loaded you with His
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favours both without and within? Yet of mankind is he who disputeth
concerning Allah, without knowledge or guidance or a Scripture
giving light. (31:20)*

And He has subjected to you, as from Him, all that is in the heavens
and on the earth: behold, in that are Signs indeed for those who

reflect. ( 45:13)?2

Thus it is clear that other creatures on the earth are for the
service of mankind. Since, the mankind is not the product of any
evolution, other living beings also have been created by Allah
directly.

If it is agreed that there is creator, who is Almighty, then there is
no necessity of creating an animal first as lower form of creation
and convert it into a human being or superior form of living being
through evolution process over millions or billions of years.?> No
way the Qur'an has given any indication about the possibility of
gradual transformation one living species to another.?* Rather ,
the Qur'an has stated that Adam was created and given spirit by
the Almighty, Allah. The Qur’an proclaims:

When I have finished him ( in due proportion) and breathed into him
of My spirit, fall ye down in obeisance unto Him (15:29).25

The Qur'an has no support on the theory of survival of the fittest;
the main theme of Darwin’s theory of evolution .Allah has made
provision for all types of his living creation on the earth. The
Qur'an proclaims:

How many are the creatures that carry not their own sustenance? It
is Allah Who feeds (both) them and you: for He hears and knows (all
things). (29:60)26

However, many world famous scholars have opined that Darwin’s
Theory of evolution is at best an opinion or view developed from
just observations made during his five-year voyage of H.M.S
Beagle from 1831 to 1836. British naturalist Charles Darwin has
admitted in his book ‘Origin of Species’ published in 1859 that it is
a compilation of his views and statements based on the
observations and discussion with other specialists and natural
scientists in the allied fields.?’

Many scholars think that everything in the universe including
animals and man were created by God at a time. But the Qur'an
does not support such an idea. Man is different from all other
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species particularly for his articulate speech and language with
wisdom of its complex brain.?®

Praise be to Allah, the Creator of heavens and the earth, which
appointeth the angels as messengers having wings two, three and
four. He multiplieth in certain what He will. Lo! Allah is Able to do all
things. (35:01)3"

They are the messengers of Allah and they have no will power
unlike man and jinn as they are totally obedient to Allah

(5b) THE QURAN CLEARLY STATES ABOUT THE CREATION OF
JINN FROM FIRE

There is no scientific support in respect of any species like Jinn
created with Fire. And it is beyond the scope of scientific method
to prove the existence of such living being, since it is not visible to
man whose ides is confined to the boundary of tangible objects up
to the observable limit of the boundless universe. However, as
per the Qur’an Jinnkind is also an intelligent creation of Allah.

It may have absolutely different living system and have a
separate life support zone within the solar system.3? Jinnkind is
invisible and undetectable by man and hence beyond the scope of
physical science to acquire knowledge on it. According to the
Qur'an, Allah created two parallel species of creatures, the
mankind and the jinnkind, the former from wet earth and the
latter from smokeless fire.
