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The Qur’an in sura Lugman, verse No.27
proclaims:
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" And if all the trees on earth were pens and the ocean
(were ink), with seven oceans behind it to add to its
(supply), yet would not the Words of Allah be exhausted
( in the writing) : for Allah is Exalted in Power, full of
Wisdom(31:27).

CONCLUSION

It is now the time to draw conclusion on this extensive work done on
the scientific aspects of the great religious scripture of modern times.
It is no doubt but a difficult task to draw conclusion on religious book
like the Qur’an which is only holy book that challenges the humankind
to produce a single revelation like composition as it has been received
from Almighty, the Creator of the universe. Whereas science explains
the different facts of the physical world, the Qur’an contains the same
either in allegory or in direct form. It has been found that more than
750 verses of the Qur‘an having scientific indications amazingly reveal
scientific facts on the creation, evolution, existence and obliteration of
man and the universe.! The Qur’an discloses many absolute realities
about the working of the physical universe and man along with
metaphysical world which is beyond the perception of science. It
reveals all these things either in direct or allegory form so that man of
understanding may ponder and pay heed to understand the knowledge
provided for the benefit of mankind.? Without faith on the Almighty
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Creator, with the human knowledge and wisdom one cannot fully
understand the revelations of the Qur’an, many of which are beyond
the perception of the physical universe.

Scientific knowledge acquired by human race has always remained
unstable in different ages of human civilization. The Qur‘an was
revealed to Hazrat Muhammad (Pbuh) about 1400 years ago. During
this long period of human history, the scientific knowledge particularly
Astronomy has taken U turn. The scholars of the Qur’an in relevant
ages were influenced by the scientific knowledge of their time in the
translation as well as interpretation of revelations of the Qur‘an which
indicate knowledge of scientific interest. Now with the development of
science and technology, many revelations of the Qur’an having
scientific indications are translated and interpreted by the scholars of
the present day world which are in many ways found to be not in
conformity with the ideas developed by the old scholars. It is seen that
the explanation and interpretation of modern scholars have apparently
no contradiction with the scientific knowledge of the present day
world.

This chapter discusses on the conclusion of this extensive research
work. It was the objective of the research work to analyze and
interpret the relevant revelations of the Qur‘an having scientific
indications to ascertain their conformity or compatibility with the
modern scientific thought. For this purpose, a cursory study of the
Qur'an was done to identify the revelations of the Qur'an which may
give some indication on any scientific idea for consideration for
analysis and interpretation. Following this procedure, a large number
of revelations were collected and arranged subject wise and finally
incorporated in the different chapters of this comprehensive research
work on the scientific indication in the Qur'an. Accordingly, at firstly
the special features of the Qur'an were discussed to have a first hand
idea on this great scripture having unique and special characters. The
Qur’an is found to be an amazing book to claim that there is no doubt
in the knowledge revealed in it and even it has thrown challenge to
those who have doubt about it, to produce a single chapter like it has,
whereas, the smallest chapter of the Qur’an has only three revelations.
Surprisingly, this challenge of the Qur’an is still a standing challenge
for the humankind, which is it yet to be met by any one in the world,
though the Qur‘an has permitted to meet the challenge jointly by
those who have doubt in mind. The compilation of the revelations of
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the Qur’ab is historical and there is no controversy or ambiguity in the
same.

The Qur’an, though claims itself to be a divine book, but it does not
encourage blind faith. Rather it invites humankind to observe creation
of Allah and other natural phenomena to ponder over and realize the
greatness of the supreme Creator. The Qur'an also promotes
argumentative inference. In this respect, the Qur‘an is found to a book
of synthesis of both faith and reasoning. The Qur'an was revealed at a
time when there was no concept of scientific idea and the Arab society
was under the darkness of ignorance and superstitions as their way of
life. But astonishingly, the knowledge revealed in the Qur‘an is almost
free from such primitive and uncivilized ideas and practices.

Though the Qur'an is a not a book of science or it has no intention to
let human being to guide for acquiring scientific knowledge, yet the
knowledge of the Qur‘an is found to have indications on various
scientific knowledge of the present day world. Starting from origin of
life from water and creation of man from clay, the Qur‘an gives many
indications on human embryological processes, creation of everything
in pairs etc which are inconformity with modern science. The Qur‘an
proclaims human being as the best of creation. Besides, these there
are indications on the subject matters relating to atmospheric science,
physics and ecological sciences etc.

The Qur‘an being a divine book has put forward a complete world view
for the human being. Therefore, it has furnished metaphysical ideas
covering large number of the revelations for warning human being
about the ultimate fate of life in this world and hereafter. It has given
a vivid concept on the unseen God, called Allah, who is Omnipotent,
Omniscient, Omnipresent, the Creator Supreme.

When the Arab society was under the grip of pseudo science like
astrology, the Qur'an very wisely put forward the knowledge of
astronomy, which is almost in agreement with modern astronomical
theories and discoveries. The Qur’an in 1400 years ago denounces to
give godship to the sun and the moon and declares these are creations
of Allah for the service of mankind. It proclaims that all the celestial
bodies are moving in their respective orbits when the people could not
think over such ideas. When the people could not have the idea of the
fate of the universe, the Qur'an declares that everything is temporary
and will be perish in due course of time.

To make a comparative study of the scientific indications revealed in
the Qur'an and relevant knowledge of modern science , these things
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are discussed in detail in chapter-V under three captions: (1) The
Qur'an and science: Compatible to each other,(2) The Qur‘an and
science partially compatible to each other and (3) The Quran and
science: Not Compatible to each other. The Qur,anic knowledge is
clearly not in agreement with Darwin’s theory of evolution.

Thus, in general, the Qur'an is not antagonistic to scientific study,
provided that existence and authority of the Creator and Sustainer of
the universe is not denied. Now to summarize the entire work of the
thesis we shall have to draw certain conclusion, rather findings which
may be concretized in the form of conclusive points put forward
systematically.

SCIENTIFIC ASPECTS OF THE QUR’'AN

1. The Knowledge of the Qur‘an is holistic, as it contains both
traditional as well as rational knowledge. The Qur‘an reveals
knowledge on various subjects both of physical and metaphysical
nature, where as science provides us the knowledge of physical
universe only which is limited and depends upon the intelligence
level and capacity of human understanding.

2. There is no integrated subject of study in the Qur'an ,may be
chapter wise or part there of. There are many revelations on
various subjects scattered over the entire Qur'an which have
been revealed as per needs and situations as found in the
background history of relevant revelations.

3. The scientific knowledge revealed in the Qur’an is indicative. It is
treated as the message from Allah, the creator and sustainer of
the universe. It has only intention to draw the attention of the
people to think over the creation of Allah and realize His
existence and attributes. It does not promote blind faith , rather
discourages man to follow anything blindly.
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. The Qur'an has presented knowledge in different style that of a
book on science presents. While the scientific method has to
follow an established procedure before it formulates or
postulates any knowledge, but the Qur'an gives the final
statements, as it claims to be originated from divine source.

. It is clear from this comprehensive study that in no way the
Qur‘an is a text book or treatise on science in its conventional
meaning of the term. There is no specific attempt in the Qur’an
to let the people understand science or Astronomy.

. The Qur'an has put forward scientific ideas symbolically,
allegorically and even in direct conclusive form indicating
fundamental principles and the basic concepts about the creation
of life , man and the universe with present functioning and
ultimate fate in future. However, scientific knowledge developed
by man by dint of his sincere effort is still unable to explain
many of revelations contained in the Qur‘an. There may be a
time in days to come when all revelations will be understandable
by human wisdom because of the relentless effort going on in
the field of scientific research and development

. The Qur'an is found to be book of synthesis of both faith and
reason. Thus, the two sources of knowledge the Qur‘an and
science can be treated having juxtaposition. In the modern
world, though secularism has been accepted as best policy to
make co-existence between religious faith and scientific theories,
it is seen from the present study that the same is not an
important factor for a faith based on the Qur'an. The knowledge
revealed in the Qur‘an can easily coexist with scientific
knowledge and pave the way for promotion of science and
technology. Secularism or such other any ism is not required for
this purpose.

. The Qur’an was revealed in a time and particularly in a society
where astrology, superstitions, magic and such other unscientific
ideas were prevalent. But the Qur'an very wisely refuted such
unscientific thinking of human society even pseudo science like
astrology. The Qur'an avoided mythological ideas on the
heavenly bodies and advised the people to worship Allah, and
not the heavenly bodies, as these are His creations only. The
Quran proclaims:
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And from among His Signs are the night and the day, and the sun
and the moon. Prostate yourselves not the sun nor to the moon, but
prostate yourselves to Allah, Who created them, if you (really)
worship Him ( 41:37)°

. If we study the history of science, we can see changes on
scientific ideas. The concept about the universe as well as the
earth from the time of Aristotle to Galileo, Copernicus, John
Kepler and their contemporary scientists there is notable
changes on the scientific ideas. About two thousand years ago
people believed in the cosmos discovered by Ptolemy of Egypt
which is now found totally based less. Now we have space time
discovered by Albert Einstein and earlier there was lonely space
as put forward by Newton. In fact scientific efforts are a journey
for invention and have actually no specific destination.*

THE QUR’AN AND MODERN SCIENCE

. It has been found that there are many subjects on which the
Qur'an put forward important indications in fourteen hundred
years ago; whereas mankind could have understood the same in
recent years after the advent of science and technology. There
are indications in the Qur‘an on the orbital motion of the planets,
the sun and the moon, Physical nature of the sun and the moon,
presence of numerous galaxies, Big Bang for creation and later
on expansion of the universe, the possibility of Big Crunch,
spherical shape of the earth, axial motion and revolution of
heavenly bodies and such other knowledge on Astronomical
Sciences.

. When the Qur‘an was revealed, ideas on Geocentric Model of the
universe were prevalent for long centuries. But it is astonishing
to find that the scientific indications in the Qur’an are found not
only more relevant to heliocentric Model, but also advance to
that. Because, the Qur‘an states that sun is moving towards a
destination and it is not stationary, where as heliocentric model
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of that time said that the sun is stationary at the centre of the
universe, which is now found subsequently not correct. This
proves that knowledge revealed in the Qur'an is absolute and
acceptable to all ages.

3. Besides astronomy, the Qur’an reveals indications on scientific
knowledge of many other subjects such as diversity in nature,
every thing is created in pairs, different stages of development
of human embryo, human semen is a mixture; sex of embryo
depends on sperm, origin of life from water on the earth and
many such other matters of scientific interest.

4. The Qur'an reveals the total realities, It indicates knowledge:
seen or unseen, known or hidden including metaphysical where
science has no access and all are covered in this Book of
Knowledge. The Qur‘an reveals knowledge on various subjects
both physical ad metaphysical nature, where as science provides
us the knowledge of physical universe only which is limited and
depends upon the intelligence level and capacity of human
understanding. The Jinn, the Angel community are beyond the
perception of man. The Qur'an has also mentioned about extra
terrestrial life in space and many things which will be occurred in
hereafter i.e. on and after the Day of Judgment.

Thus, the Qur‘an gives a complete world view for man. It has
revealed many facts on the fate of man after death, resurrection
on Doomsday to face accountability, and finally immortality in
the hereafter. Thus, the Qur‘an reveals ideas about eschatology.

5. According to the Qur’an, the universe, man and everything is
created by Allah (God). But science is not concerned with the
creation by God. However, in the present-day world Creation
Science has been accepted as a discipline of science. It consists
of hypothesis that the earth, the universe and life was created
out of nothing and in a completely functional form. It is found a
better model for origin of universe and life on earth than
evolution hypothesis.

6. In spite of scientific discoveries and knowledge acquired from
different religious books, the creation of the universe is
mysterious till date. It is notable that the Qur'an has not put
forward an integrated description on the creation of the
universe, man, and other living entities or even non living
things. Many revelations are dispersed at different chapters (
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10.

11.

Suras) of this holy book. The information provided on the
successive events of creation as per text of relevance.® ( Creation
Mystery- Moid Siddiqi, Page 27) .

Creation of the universe and creation of man on the earth are
different issues: It is seen that regarding creation of universe
and man the indications available in the Qur'an are not
apparently in contradiction with scientific theories. The Qur‘an
clearly indicates that the creation of man and creation of the
earth are two different happenings occurred at two different
stages of creation. The Qur’an states:
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‘And when the Lord said .... .... I am about to place a viceroy in the
earth.....’ (02:30).6

This implies that at the time of creation of the man the earth
was in existence.

. The Qur'an is very clear about the creation of first man and

woman directly by divine power. In no way, it supports Darwin’s
theory of evolution of man. In fact, Darwin’s theory is not yet
established as scientifically truth.

. The Qur‘an has very sincerely proclaimed about the end of the

universe. The Qur‘an was revealed in a time when people
believed that all heavenly bodies in universe are perpetual and
the sun, the moon, stars and other heavenly bodies have divine
power. As such many of the people of that time worshiped the
heavenly bodies as god. But the Qur’an declares these are only
the creation of God and will be perished as their ultimate fate.

The indications on the motion of the heavenly bodies including
the earth as given by the Qur‘an very amazingly in full
conformity with modern science. There is no apparent or real
confrontation.

The descriptions put forward by the Quran regarding embryology
is also amazingly in full conformity with the modern embryology.

The Quran never tells that the earth is in the centre of the
universe. Rarher, it emphasizes on the creation of the whole
universe including the earth. Moreover, the Qur'an informs that
the creation of the heavens and the earth is greater than
creation of mankind. ( 40:57)

The Qur‘an has not interlocked the three important issues like
beginning of cosmos, creation of life, and creation of man i.e
Adam. That means the three are treated as three different issues
occurred in different times.” ( Creation mystery: Quran and
Science, P/32)

The Qur’an referred man on the earth as delegate of Allah (God).
Allah has breathed His Spirit in Adam. So only appearance of
man like creature does not represent man, rather man having
spirit of Allah (God) is the first man on the earth.

The Qur’an has not indicated any probable timeline in connection
with the creation of the universe or the earth and even human
being i.e first man referred as Adam. So, in this regard
contradiction with scientific ideas does not arise. Stephen
Hawking, the great physicist of this era has remarked in his
famous book BLACK HOLES AND BABY UNIVERSES and other

essays ' Many early traditions, and the Jewish, Christian and
Islamic religions, held that the universe was created in the fairly
recent past. But his comment is not correct in respect of the
Qur’an, as it has not given any indication regarding age of the
universe or even the earth.

Science cannot say what existed before Big Bang and it is
beyond the scope of science to give any idea on this matter. But
the Qur’‘an has given the answer. The Qur’an proclaims:
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17.

The Qur’an also proclaims:

Verily! Our Word unto a thing, when He intend it, is only that We
say unto to it, “Be!” — and it is. (16:40)?

It is found during this comprehensive study that the Qur’an
reveals knowledge of various things in the physical and
metaphysical worlds. There is similarity of the knowledge
revealed in the Qur'an with scientific knowledge in many
respects. The scientific knowledge, the wisdom, the inspired
conscience and faith when coordinate among themselves shall
lead mankind to find the reality in the revelations of the Qur’an.

18. The Qur’an reveals the basic concepts on the creation, evolution

and fate of the universe. It also indicates about the creation of
man and other living beings in reality as per scientific pursuits.
On serious study of all kinds of revelations direct or allegorical it
is felt that modern science in different branches describing man
and universe are in complete congruity with ideas indicated in
the Qur‘an. So, it may be inferred that the Qur’‘an, Science and
Technology can go parallel.

The Qur‘an has a miraculous style of presenting scientific
knowledge .There are indications on the orbital motion of the
planets, the sun and the moon. Presence of nhumerous galaxies,
expansion of the universe , spherical shape of the earth,
different stages of development of human embryo, origin of life
from water on the earth and many such other matter of scientific
interest. However, the Qur'an has presented all the matters in a
unique style of language having universal message which creates
intellectual challenge in every generation.

Along with avoiding mythological ideas in the dark age of its
revelation, the Qur'an has shown its unique quality of
acceptability to each new generation. And it is the miracle of the
great book of knowledge that not a single verse is found to be
contradictory to the present day scientific knowledge.*°

It may be inferred that the scientific indications in the
Qur’an in general do not contradict with modern scientific
knowledge barring a few exceptions. So, the knowledge
revealed in it, cannot be regarded as outdated. Rather, Al-
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Qur'an may be accepted a book of reference by the
scientific community in many fields of their study and
research in days to come. The knowledge revealed in the
Qur‘an can easily coexist with scientific knowledge and
pave the way for promotion of science and technology.

21. Many revelations of the Qur'an have indications of scientific
interest, but these are yet to be established by scientific
researches. Say existence of life in outer space, creation of fire
from green tree, creation of man from clay, mankind was
created from a single soul, origin of iron from outer space, many
heavens are created in harmony and such others.

SOME COMMENTS AND SUGGESTIONS FOR FUTURE
RESEARCH

. The main objective of the scientific indications in the Qur‘an is to
draw the attention of the people towards the nature and natural
phenomena, so that they may realize the attributes of Allah.

. It is very clear to us that as human being we have limitations in our
wisdom. Both man and animal are creation of Allah and are living
being; but there is gulf of difference between them in respect of
wisdom or knowledge. Every human being has limited knowledge
and beyond that he or she is ignorant. The Qur‘an proclaims
(English translation)

They said, “Glory to thee, of knowledge we have none save what thou

hast thought us: in truth it is Thou Who art perfect in knowledge and
wisdom” (02:32).11
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But that they have no knowledge therein. They follow nothing but
conjecture; and conjecture avails nothing against Truth. (53:28)*2

..................... He knows what lies before men and what is hidden from
them, whereas they cannot attain to anything of His knowledge save
what He wills them to attain.. ..... (02:255)13

3. Any revelation of the Qur‘an cannot be rejected on the basis of
scientific knowledge. Many indications revealed in the Qur‘an are
yet to be interpreted clearly and are still mysterious. The next
generation may be able to get specific idea revealed in such verses
with the help of more developed science and technology.
Particularly, The Qur'an very specifically declared that there is no
scope of any doubt in its deliberations as the same have been
revealed from Allah, the Almighty, the Creator and Sustainer of the
universe and all the living and non living in the heavens and the
earth belongs to Him. The Qur’an further proclaims:

a3l 53
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Soon will We show them Our Signs in the (farthest) regions (of the
earth) and in their own souls ( We will acquaint them with some of the
facts of science) until it becomes manifest to them that this is the Truth

....... .. (41:53).14

This revelation indicates that there may be hidden Truths in the
Qur'an which are yet to be discovered. The facts will come to light
slowly in course of time. Thus any conflict or contradictions between
the knowledge derived from the Qur‘an and pure reason cannot be
real and it must be merely an apparent conflict due to human error
and weakness in man’s reasoning, assumptions, methods or
instruments etc.!®

The Quran also claims about its infallibility in the following verse:
(English translation)

And those to whom knowledge has come, see that the revelation sent
down to thee from thy Lord — that is the Truth and that it guides to the
path of the Exalted ( in Might), Worthy of all praise. (34:06)°
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Every word of the Qur‘an is full of wisdom and knowledge and
stands for absolute truth for all times to come. Science is knowledge
acquired by man by dint of his sincere and systematic effort, while
the Qur’an reveals the truth about the physical universe and man
and metaphysical knowledge of the hereafter.!’

4. Scientific knowledge is also limited because, human observational

power is limited and Science is the outcome of systematic human
effort to acquire knowledge on nature and natural phenomena
employing sense organs which are fallible. Moreover, there may be
many unseen, intangible, inconceivable and even unimaginable
things which are beyond the purview of human capacity and sense of
understanding and such things cannot be denied only because of
human weakness.*® Human knowledge has limitations and from the
different discoveries at different ages, question arises on the
perfection of the scientific knowledge. The knowledge prevalent at
one age is found to be ignorance in a later age. What is traditional
today was modern yesterday. Till Galileo discovered telescope it was
known to the scientific world that the earth is at the centre of the
universe and the sun moves round the earth. It is now quite
oppositely proved and recognized by the modern science since the
discovery of Galileo Galilee.
Science has no access to many things described in the Qur‘an, such
as Hereafter i.e life after death, paradise, hell, about the spirit of
living man. Scientific knowledge is confined to the physical universe
and it is beyond the scope of science to through light on these
aspects of divine truth.®

5. Scientific interpretation of the Qur‘an cannot be taken as final, since
scientific theories are changing and go through evolution in different
ages and it is a fact that science never claims any discoveries as
absolute and final. It is a big question that what was existed before
the primordial fireball which burst into a Big Bang for creating an
expanding universe. Science has no answer to give.

6. It is not possible to make an exhaustive study of the Qur'an. Since
the Quran claim it to have divine origin, it is obvious that it is not
possible for man, his creation to have an exhaustive study of it. The
Qur’an proclaims:
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And if all the trees on earth were pens and the ocean (were ink), with
seven oceans behind it to add to its (supply), yet would not the words of
Allah be exhausted ( in the writing) : for Allah is Exalted in power, full of
Wisdom. (31:27)2°

Therefore, it is to be noted that scientific research in the Qur'an
cannot be exhaustive and it will continue in every ages to prove the
Signs of Allah.

7. It is also not reasonable to make an attempt to publish a book of
science with the scientific indications of the Qur’an for any level of
curriculum of formal education and this is also not the purpose of the
Qur’an.

8. Knowledge of various branches of science is required to interpret
scientific indications of the Qur‘an. Mere knowledge in Arabic
language is no way sufficient to understand and interpret the
revelations of the Qur‘an. Rather, knowledge of all branches of
science is of utmost importance to unearth the truth revealed by the
creator and sustainer of the universe for the mankind.

Specified knowledge of physical sciences is essential for the purpose
of even translation of the relevant verses. Choosing accurate words
for appropriate language of translation is vital for such a hard task.
Specially, to understand allegorical verses correct translation with
suitable corresponding words have no alternative.

9. The Qur‘an mainly describes all round knowledge on the universe
and man starting from creation to ultimate fate. So to have correct
knowledge of the Qur‘an on these matter joint efforts is required to
be made by experts in different fields including Arabic Language.
With the development of science and technology many revelations of
the Qur'an are now possible to understand which were earlier not
understandable. Linguists on Arabic and scientists should work
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together to make research on the Qur‘an for better understanding of
the divine knowledge revealed in the Qur’an. 2!

Without proper knowledge man is unable to understand the meaning
of the revelations of the Quran as the Quran is a Book of Wisdom
given to mankind for their right guidance in their earthly life so that
they also get peace in hereafter. As many people are unable to grasp
the meaning of the revelations of the Quran, they donot hesitate to
deny the reality of the Quranic knowledge. The Quran proclaims.

Do ye not see that Allah has subjected to your (use) all things in the
heavens and on the earth, and has made His bounties flow to you in
exceeding measure, (both ) seen and unseen? Yet there are among men
those who dispute Allah, without knowing and without guidance, and
without a book to enlighten them! (31:20)22

10. Proper translation of the revelations of the Qur’an is required in
view of development of modern science. It is felt that age old
translation as well as interpretation of the relevant revelations of
the Qur‘an are required to be reviewed a fresh by experts in view of
development of science and technology in the modern world. The
Arabic language experts may acquire modern scientific knowledge
before making translation of the holy Qur'an in any language so
that real sense behind scientific revelations may be realized. Such
an attempt, if succeeded may have far reaching consequences in
understanding the scientific knowledge revealed in the Qur‘an. More
explanation of many verses are essential to understand the actual
meaning behind the literal words as reflected in the Qur‘an.The
revelations which are referred as allegorical are to be taken
seriously when the question of translation arises. Otherwise, there
is every chance of fabricating interpretation of such revelations of
the Qur’an.

Many times only because of shortcomings in proper translation and
hence interpretations, any particular knowledge of the great book is
found to be not acceptable by the scientific community. Dr.Maurice
Bucaille in his famous book ‘THE BIBLE THE QUR’AN & Science’
rightly remarked as follows:
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‘A Knowledge of the Islamic revelation is indeed fundamental from this
point of view. Unfortunately, passages from the Qur’an, especially those
relating to scientific data, are badly translated and interpreted, so that
a scientist has every right to make criticisms- with apparent
justification-that the Book does not actually deserve at all.’

CONCLUDING REMARKS

It is a matter of surprise that none of the scientific indications
available in the Qur'an has been found to be contrary to the
established scientific facts of modern times. In fact, scientific results
are in agreement with the knowledge revealed in the Qur'an. But
problems may arise because of proper translation of the revelations

due to ignorance. Selection of proper word in Arabic should be made
to avoid any discrepancy and confusion.?’It is found during this
comprehensive study that the Qur'an reveals knowledge of various
things in the physical and metaphysical worlds. There is similarity of
the knowledge revealed in the Qur‘an with scientific knowledge in
many respects. The scientific knowledge, the wisdom, the inspired
conscience and faith when coordinate among themselves shall lead
mankind to find the reality in the revelations of the Quran.?*
Qur’anic verses encompass deep wisdom and knowledge in capsule
form which reveals about the creation of man, the jinn, the angels
and other living creatures in space. The Qur’an also reveals all visible
and also invisible things in the heavens and the earth and even
hereafter.

It contains hints or indications about the fundamental modern
concepts of science in various fields. In fact the Quran helps science
to be used by the man to understand the realities of the universe and
acquire sound knowledge of boundless creation of Allah.

When Christian world was strict on the genuineness of the geocentric
theory developed by Greek Philosopher Ptolemy (100 C.E - 170 C.E),
the Qur‘an has given no clear instruction on the said model and with
the development of modern science; it is found that the Qur’an is
very much in agreement with heliocentric model of the universe with
more advanced knowledge.

Dr. Maurice Bucaille, in his famous book The Bible The Quran &
Science opined that the when the Quran is examined in the light of
science, it is found in complete agreement with modern scientific
data and it is unthinkable that a man of Muhamad’s time could have
been the author of the same. Dr. Bucaille also mentioned in the same
book, ‘The totally erroneous statements made about Islam in the
West are sometimes the result of ignorance, and sometimes of
systematic denigration’. (page-110)

However, in his other book ‘The Qur'an and Modern Science’ Dr.
Bucaille has remarked:

| could even go so far as to say that, in the 20t century, with the
compartmentalization of ever-increasing knowledge, it is still not easy for the
average scientist to understand everything he reads in the Quran on such
Subjects, without having recourse to specialized research. This means that to
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understand all such verses of the Quran, one is nowadays required to have an
absolutely encyclopedic knowledge embracing many scientific disciplines.’

It may be inferred in the light of studies made in the previous
chapters that though look miraculous, but it is a fact that many
scientific discoveries relating to origin, evolution and fate of the
universe are in complete agreement with the knowledge revealed in
the Qur’an. In fact, the Qur’an claims itself to be a book of wisdom.
It is felt that the Knowledge revealed in the Qur‘an is not only
scientific but also scientific knowledge appears to be Qur'anic.
Hence, in the present age of science ad technology, the Qur’an
cannot be rejected simply saying that it is outdated.

Moreover, the Qur’an itself proclaims that its signs will be revealing
in due course of time to establish the truth of divine knowledge. The
verse No.06 at chapter No.67 may referred which is follows:

T e - - # - A
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For every announcement there is a term, and ye will come to know.
(06:67)25

Mr. Moid Siddiqui in his book CREATION MYSTERY: QUR'AN And
SCIENCE remarked:

‘The Signs mentioned in Quran are scientific signs which human
intellect is gradually detecting — some have been detected, some remain
to be detected. Even the non-believers will come to the same conclusion
if they understand science through their right intellect with right
perspective.’

Dr. S Wakar Ahmed Husani, in his book 'THE QUR'AN FOR
ASTRONOMY AND EARTH EXPLORATION FROM SPACE commented
as follows:

Any conflict or contradiction between the knowledge derived from the
Qur’an and pure reason can not be real; it must be merely an apparent
conflict due to human error and weakness in man’s reasoning, his
assumptions, his instruments and methods, etc.
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However, there may be difference of opinion on various subjects
mentioned in the Qur'an. The Qur’‘an proclaims:

‘135‘:" 20

We have explained in detail in this Qur’an, for the benefit of
mankind, every kind of similitude: but man is, in most things,
contentious. (18:54)%°

Therefore, it is clear that research in the scientific and other aspects
of the Qur'an may be treated as continuous process for all days to
come.
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
