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The Qur’an in Surah Al-Anbia , Verse No.30 states
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Do not the Unbelievers see that the heavens and the
earth were joined together (as one unit of creation),
before we clove them asunder? We made from water
every living thing, will they not then believe? (21:30)

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SCIENTIFIC INDICATIONS IN THE QUR’'AN

To let the people to comprehend His attributes, Allah, the Creator of
the universe has mentioned in the Qur'an many simple pictures of His
creation i.e the nature and natural phenomena and also invited
humankind to reflect upon on all these. Thus, though the Qur‘an is not
a book of science, it has stated many indications which guides man to
understand the mystery of natural events. It is claimed that different
branches of science have the background in the Qur'an such as
Biology, Embryology, Geology, Ecology, Atmospheric Science, and
Astronomy including Cosmology etc. More than 700 number of verses
of the Qur'an have put stress on A/-Tafakkur (research on natural
things and natural laws) and Al-Taskheer (make effort to get benefit
from nature’s gifts).! The dictionary meaning of Tafakkur is thinking,
meditation, reflection, contemplation etc and that of Taskheer is
subjugation, subjection; exploitation.?

The Qur'an was revealed on Hazrat Muhammad (Pbuh) in the 7%
century, but astonishingly it contains scientific facts which have been
discovered recently in 20™ century. In spite of speedy scientific
development with various scientific discoveries Qur’anic statements of
scientific facts are still remain unquestionable. On a sincere and
cursory searching it has been found that a good number of revelations
of the Qur'an may have given indications which are compatible to
modern scientific theories. The scientific indications available in the
Qur'an may be arranged subject wise for systematic analysis and
interpretation. There are revelations concerning with Biology,
Astronomy, Physics, Chemistry, Geography, Geology, Ecology etc like
modern sciences.

Let us study the revelations of the Qur‘an having scientific indications
to find the compatibility or incompatibility of this great book of
knowledge with the scientific thoughts in the different fields. There are
significant indications available in the Qur’an which are related to the
study of living things and their vital processes. To comprehend the
meaning of any particular revelation one has to keep in mind the
context under which the verse was revealed along with different
meaning of any particular word in Arabic Language. To make the
following study, different Qur'an dictionaries as well as general
dictionaries for Arabic Language have been consulted before coming to
a conclusion on the meaning and interpretation.
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SECTION -1
ORIGIN OF LIFE AND CREATION OF MAN

Every human mind is curious about the origin of life on the earth. But
till date man has no specific knowledge about it. There are different
theories, better may be called hypothesis on the origin of life. One is
spontaneous origin of life on the earth from primitive self-replicating
macromolecules as a result of a complex sequence of chemical
reactions that was occurred in the earth spontaneously, while other is
extraterrestrial origin which states that the origin of life on the earth
was by chance such as with crash of meteor or comet etc. Another
hypothesis suggests that life on the earth was created by a divine
force, which idea is beyond the scope of science. The Qur'an has not
given any detailed description on the said subject; however, a few
indications are available on it.

3.1.1. ORIGIN OF LIFE FROM WATER

The Qur‘an has specifically mentioned some revelations regarding
origin of life on earth. It is surprising to note that no mythological
description regarding origin of life is given in the Qur'an though such
myths were prevalent at that time. The Qur'an has given clear
indication regarding the origin of life from water. This is very
mysterious for a book of seventh century when people were not aware
of the origin of life. Now it is an established fact that origin of life is
impossible without water. The Qur‘an proclaims:
|
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Do not the Unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined
together (as one unit of creation), before we clove them asunder? We
made from water every living thing, will they not then believe? (21:30)3

Thus, the Qur’an is very specific in mentioning that every living thing
is made of water. This implies that water is a vital component of life.
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3.1.1.1: CREATION OF MAN FROM WATER

The Qur'an again states that man was created from water. That is
water is one of the important components for the creation of man on
the earth. In the following verse this has been mentioned in the holy
Qur’an.
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It is He Who has created man from water; then has He established
relationships of lineage and marriage; for thy Lord has power (over all
things). (25:54)4

This above verse indicates that the principal composition of human
body is water. And the scientists have established that in the
protoplasm of human cell, the content of water is 85-95 per cent. The
fluid medium of the protoplasm is water. Thus, the biological fact is in
complete similarity with the Qur‘an.”

3.1.1.2: CREATION OF ANIMAL FROM WATER

The Qur’‘an also states that animal was created from water. In this
regard the Qur‘an proclaims:

And Allah has created every animal from water: of them there are some
that creep on their bellies; some that walk on two legs: and some that
walk on four. Allah creates What He wills; for verily Allah has power
over all things. (24:45)°
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Therefore, it is clear that the Qur'an has specifically mentioned about
the creation man and animal from water along with creation of all
living thing from water. This implies that plants have also water as
main component. Moreover, the above verses of the Qur'an clearly
indicate that once the earth was the part of the universe and at some
stage Allah separated it and created all living things from water. That
means all life originated in water.

This is no doubt an astonishing fact that the Qur’an in seventh century
declares the origin of all living things from water which fact is now well
established by the scientific community. Without requisite water life
cannot survive and for that reason animals living in dry region are
created with due mechanisms to make up the shortage of water in
their daily life. It is now known to all that 70% of the human body and
interestingly 90% of human blood is water.

In spite of various species of living creatures on the earth, the basic
and major constituent is water. So water is essential for all living
organism. It is found that the earth is the only planet of the solar
system which has wet surface to support life on it, since water is the
vital thing for all living beings. All types of activities such as
transporting of food, oxygen and other requirements to various parts
and removing of waste materials from the body are not possible
without water.

So it is a matter of surprise that the idea of origin of life from water is
great wisdom of the Qur‘an that was revealed to Hazrat Muhammad
(Pbuh) about 1400 years ago when people were ignorant about such a
scientific idea. Dr. Maurice Bucailee in his book ' What is the Origin of
Man?, has made remarks as 'The statements of the Qur’an on the
origin of life, whether referring to life in general, the elements that
gives birth to the plants in the soil, or the seed of animals, are all
strictly in accordance with modern scientific data. None of the myths
on the origin of life that abounded at the time, the Quran was
communicated to man are mentioned in the text.’

3.1.2. CREATION OF MAN FROM CLAY

In the Qur’an there are revelations regarding creation of man. In some
verses it mentions that man has been created from dust, some state
about clay and even sounding clay. It is also mentioned that man has
been created out of an extract of clay. It is also mentioned that He
began the creation of man from clay. The Qur'an proclaims:
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Among His Signs is this, that He created you from dust; and then, -
behold, ye are men scattered (far and wide)! (30:20)7

Some more revelations in English translation may be considered:

And Allah has produced you from the earth, growing (gradually) (71:17)8

O mankind! If ye have a doubt about the Resurrection, (consider) that We
created you out of dust then out of sperm then out of a leech —like
clot....... (22:05)9

His companion said to him, in the course of the argument with him; “Dost
thou deny Him Who created thee out of dust, then out of a sperm-drop,
then fashioned thee into a man? (18:37)*°

It is He Who has created you from dust, then from a sperm drop, then
from a leech-like clot; then does He get you out (into the light) as child:
then lets you (grow and) reach you age of full strength; then lets you
become old, - though of you there are some who die before;- and lets you
reach a Term appointed; in order that ye may understand. (40:67)*

The following verse may also be considered in this regard:

He Who created all things in the Best way and He began the creation of
man from clay (32:07)2

More revelations may be considered:

And indeed We created man (Adam) out of an extract of clay (earth and
water) (23:12)13 . That is man is created from the product of wet earth.
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Just ask their opinion: are they the more difficult to create, or the (other)
beings We have created? Them We have created out of sticky
clay!(37:11)
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He created man from sounding clay like unto pottery ( 55:14)*
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And We created man from sounding clay, from the mud moulded into
shape. (15:26)6

And made his progeny from a quintessence of despised fluid. ( 32:08)*7

A few more revelations in English translations my be considered:

Behold! thy Lord said to the angels: “I am about to create man from
sounding clay from mud moulded into shape.( 15:28)*8

Behold, thy Lord said to the angels: “I am about to create man from
clay.When I have fashioned him and breathed into him of my spirit, fall
ye down in prostatin unto him (38:71-72)9

He it is Who created you from clay, and then decreed a stated term ( for
you). And there is with Him another determined term: yet doubt within
yourselves! (06:02)2°

To get the explanation of the above verses it is required to get the
meaning of the following Arabic terms used in the Qur‘an.:

TURAB, THEEN, SULALAT, TEENUN LAJIBUN, SALSAL, KALFAKHKHAR,
HAMA, MASNUN, MA’ IN MAHIN.
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TURAB (30:20) means dust, earth, dirt, ground, soil;, TEEN (23:12),
(32:07) means mud, clay, potter’s clay; TEENUN LAJIBUN (37:11)
means adhesive clay, sticky clay; SALSAL (55:14), (15:28) means dry
clay, pure clay, argillaceous earth, KALFAKHKHAR (55:14) means like
earthen ware, pottery, baked clay; SULALAT (23:12), (32:08) means
Quintessence, an extract, progeny, offspring, family, race etc, HAMA
(15:26) means mud, MASNUN (15:26) means formed, made into
shape, polished, bright (face), MA'IN MAHIN (32:08) means despicable
liquid. %)

Thus, the above revelations clearly indicate that the one of main
constituent of human body is soil. When water is added to dust, we get
mud which if left for sometime clay is formed. And when clay is dried
we get sounding clay. However, it is also mentioned that man is
created from extract of clay i.e extract of soil and water. Actually Allah
created the earth as the abode of mankind and accordingly created
Adam (first man) out of dust and water and breathed into him His
spirit (15:29). In the later stage man started to get his progeny from a
despised fluid i.e semen (32:08). Thus Qur‘an indicates that the
creation of man has fundamental attachment with the earth. Even the
Qur'an mentions that man will be resurrected from the soil. The
following verses may be interpreted:
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From the (earth) did We create you and into it shall We return you, and
from it shall We bring you once again. (20:55)32
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And Allah has produced you from the earth growing (gradually) (71:17)?3

And in the End He will return you in to (the earth) and raise you forth
(again at the Resurrection) (71:18)24
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Few more revelations in English translation may be considered:

And Allah did create you from dust, then from a sperm-drop; the He
made you in pairs............ (35;11)5

...... O my people worship Allah: we have no other God but Him, it is He
Who hath produced you from the earth and settled you therein.....
(11:61)%¢

Him Who created thee, fashioned thee in due proportion, and gave thee a
just bias (82:07)%

Behold! thy Lord said to the angels: “I am about to create man from
sounding clay from mud moulded into shape.( 15:28)28
When I have finished him (in due proportion) and breathed into him of
My spirit, fall ye down in obeisance unto Him.( 15:29)29

From the above verses, we get indication that man was first created
and then fashioned. That means there are two stages one creation of
embryo and then fashioning of it to a human being. Man has been
created from quintessence of clay i.e extract of a mixture of soil and
water which may be chemical compositions for human body.

From scientific studies of human body, it is found that the
compositions of human body are also available in the soil. Elements
like iron, copper, calcium, magnesium, potassium, sodium etc are
available in different proportions in the human as these are found in
s0il.3® Modern Science has come to know that almost 99% of the mass
of human body consists of oxygen (65%), carbon (18%), hydrogen
(10%), nitrogen (03%), calcium(1.5%) and phosphorous(1.2%).
Though silicon and aluminum are profusely available in the earth crust,
their presence in the human body is very much less.?! Modern
researches have discovered that the 16 elements essential for life such
as oxygen, carbon, hydrogen, nitrogen, calcium, phosphorus,
potassium, sulfur, chlorine, sodium. magnesium, iron, manganese etc
are commonly available in soil i.e in earth crust. Some minerals occur
in oxide form Living tissues contain mainly carbon, nitrogen, oxygen,
phosphorous, sulphar with a total of 26 different elements.3? It is also
established that when deficiency occurs in the required quantity of any
of these substances normal functioning of human body gets disturbed
and for recovery minerals are provided as supplement to restore
normalcy. Moreover, death of human life and decay of the dead body
also indicates the origin of man from soil. The reverse process of
creation starts with death, as soul leaves the body and decay starts. It
decomposes and after that becomes dry and decays to turn finally into
dust.
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The above revelation of the Qur‘an indicates about the creation of man
from clay. This doesn’t mean that only man is created from clay and
other living being particularly animals are created from some other
things. Qur’an clearly indicated that water is the basic component of all
living thing on the earth. However, clay or soil is an important
component for human creation. May it be also the important
component for creation of animals since both have blood for having
life. However, though the Qur’an is silent about it.It may be noted that
the Qu’an has stated in different verses regarding creation of man
from water, from dust, from clay, from sounding clay, from sperm
drop etc. Actually, the Qur‘an has not stated the things in an
integrated way but in scattered way in different verses.

Allah created Adam the first man from non-living clay i.e wet earth or
mud or dust and water. Allah then fashion man in due proportion and
gifted man with important organs like heart, eyes, ears, skin, brain
and all other things required things for perfecting him by infusing spirit
and inspired him with conscience of right and wrong.>*.The
development and reproduction of life has been caused to grow out of
the composition of the bio-sphere on the surface of the earth with the
help of energy received from the sun and this causes life to grow as a
growth from the non-living matter of the earth’s bio-sphere.®*

However, a vital question may arise on any revelation of the Qur'an
regarding incomplete information on the creation on man. Actually, the
Qur’an has no intention to give a complete account of creation of man
on the earth. It has just mentioned the constituents of creation of man
as per needs of reference. As such we cannot find any integrated
description on the creation of man as like a book of science may give.

3.1.2.1. MAN IS CREATED FROM NOTHING

Some people of Mecca raised objection about the teaching of the
Qur’an regarding resurrection of man on the Day of Judgment. They
were saying it would be impossible to resurrect after death when
human body will be vanished or merged in the soil. The Qur‘an in reply
reminded them that they were nothing before creation by God.
Actually Qur‘an here pointed out that man has no individual existence
till he /she is born on the earth from the womb of mother. The Qur'an
proclaims:
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Man says: “ What! When I am dead, shall I then be raised up alive? But

does not man call to mind that We created him before out of nothing?
(19:66-67)35

The Qur’an also refers about the development of human embryo in the
womb of mother. It takes almost nine months to become a full grown
baby after passing through different stages by the embryo.

A few more revelations in English translation are as follows:

Has there not been over Man a long period of time, when he was nothing
— (not even) mentioned)-? (76:01)36

He is Allah, the creator, the shaper out of naught, the fashioner......
(60:24)37

It is Allah Who causeth the said grain and the date-stone to split and
sprout. He causeth the living to issue from the dead. And He is the One to
cause the dead to issue from the living. That is Allah, then how are ye
deluded away from the truth? (06:95)38

You cause the night to pass into the day and the day to pass into the night.
You bring forth the living out of the dead, and You bring the dead out of
the living and You give sustenance to whom You will, beyond all
reckoning. ( 03:27)39

Thus, the Qur'an here indicates that Allah causes the day and night on
the earth and brings living out of dead.

3.1.3. ENTIRE HUMAN KIND IS CREATED FROM A
SINGLE SOUL

The Qur‘an advocates about the unity of humankind. There is no
difference in origin of mankind on the earth. The Qur‘an very clearly
informs us that the entire humankind is created from a single soul. The
Qur’an proclaims:
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O mankind! Be careful of your duty to your Lord Who created you from a
single soul and from it created its mate and from them twain hath spread
abroad a multitude of men and women. Be careful of your duty toward
Allah in Whom ye claim (your rights) of one another, and towards the
wombs (that bare you). Lo! Allah hath been a Watcher over you. (04:01)4°

Here in this verse the Qur'‘an mentions that man has been created
from Nafsun Wahidatun i.e from a single soul and from it Allah has
created its mate.

The name of the mate is not mentioned in the Qur'an, however in
Islamic tradition her name is given Hawa (Eve).And from that pair
countless of man and woman spread over through natural process of
development of lineage. The following verses of the Qur’an confirm the
same.
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He it is Who did create you from a single soul, and there from did make
his mate that he might take rest in her...... (07:189)#

One more revelation in English translation is :

It is He Who produced you from a single soul; then there is a resting place
and a repository. We detail Our signs for people who understand.
(06:98)42
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It is of course astonishing that there is basic similarity in the human
being of the world irrespective of his geographical position, caste,
creed, and tribe. By birth man is one and of same nature. From life to
death, the physical composition, body construction, habit of food
taking , sleeping, the reproduction process, even after the child birth
its behaviors, during juvenile period, the love with nears and dears
and even the common destination of death , all indicates that man
have common origin.** The Qur’an indicates that the origin of human
life which arose on the earth is from outer space and is such an
improbable event that occurrence is unlikely and rare and could
happen only once during the history of the cosmos.**

3.1.3.1: ENTIRE MANKIND WAS CREATED FROM A
SINGLE PAIR OF MALE AND FEMALE

The Qur‘an again very clearly mentions about the creation of entire
mankind from a pair of male and female. This means that the genesis
of humankind is from a single pair. The Qur'an proclaims:
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O mankind! We created you from a single (pair) of male and female and
have made you into nations and tribes, that ye may know each other
.Verily the noblest of you in the sight of Allah is (he who is) best in
conduct. And Allah has full knowledge and is well acquainted (with all

things). (49:13)4

Two more revelations in English translation may be considered:

And Allah has made for you mate of your own nature, and made for you,
out of them, sons and daughters and grand children , and provided for
you sustenance of the best: will they then believe in vain things and be
ungrateful for Allah’s favours? (16:72)46

And among His Signs is this, that He created for you mates from among
yourselves, that ye me dwell in tranquility with them, and He has put love
and mercy between your (hearts): Verily in that are signs for those who
reflect. (30:21)%7
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Thus, the starting of human race was from a single pair created with
main components of water and soil by Allah by his power of Almighty
as the Qur’an states in clear version and than their progenies scattered
through the natural process of human birth on the earth. The Qur'an
proclaims ;( English translation)

He created you (all) from a single person; then created, of like nature, his
mate....... (39:06)48

Allah created you from dust, then from a little fluid, then He made your
pairs ( male and female) .... (35:11)49

In the above revelation Allah has mentioned the full chain of the birth
of man on the earth in thee stages i.e one the first pair or original pair
created by His Supreme power, then the stage sperm drop and then
growth of a man as child . So there is no scope of evolution of man
from a lower species of animal. Form the first two individuals,
generation of human being started on the earth. The first creation of
human life originated out of non-living clay when Allah, the Almighty
said, '‘Be!” And Adam was created and then his partner was created out
of his rib all by the divine Creative Power of Allah. Then Allah made
Adam’s seed and the genetic code from a draught of despised fluid and
has sown him broadcast in the earth and caused human race to grow
as a growth from the earth through the process of the normal
universal physical laws. Thus, the humankind has been spread over
the earth.>°

3.1.3.2. MANKIND IS THE SPECIAL CREATION OF GOD

Man is the delegate of Allah on the earth. The Qur‘an mentions about
the special creation of humankind as vicegerent to the Earth on His
behalf. Contrary to theory of evolution as believed by many scientists
as well as other people that mankind has been upgraded through
evolutionary process from apes like animal species, the Qur‘an clearly
informed us about the divine character of man instead of any animal
link. The first pair of human being was created in heaven and not on
the earth. However, they were fashioned to be suitable leave on the
earth and spread their progeny accordingly. The Qur'an proclaims:

It is We Who created you and gave you shape; then We bade the angels

bow down to Adam, and they bowed down; not so Iblis; He refused to be
of those who bow down. ( 7:11)"
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One more revelation in this connection is referred below:
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Behold, thy Lord said to the angels,” I am about to place a vicegerent on
the earth”...... ... cooeeeveeeeeevinnn, (02:30)52

The above revelation clearly mentions that Allah has special intention
to send humankind on the earth as His delegate In another verse, the
Qur‘an mentions about the very purpose of the creation of man on the
earth.

I have only created Jinns and men, that they may worship me. (51:56).53

Moreover, the following verse clearly mentions about the creation of
man in a special way and as a special case.

When I have fashioned him and breathed into him of my spirit, and fall ye
down in prostration unto him ( 38:72)54

This shows that everything was designed by the Great designer of the
universe. The first man and his mate was first lived in the paradise and
they were send to earth afterwards for atonement and make them

eligible for re-entry in to the paradise. The Qur'an states (English
translation):

And We said: “O Adam! dwell thou and thy wife in the Garden; and eat of
the beautiful things therein as ( where and when) ye will; but approach
not this tree, or ye run into harm and transgression” (02:35)55

This verse indicates that first man and his mate were allowed to live in
paradise with some conditions. This means the early abode of human
being was not earth and later earth was made suitable for living of the
man on it.
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It cannot be denied that living man is a miracle of creation and is a
universe in miniature. Prof P.A Wahid in his book ‘The Great Gene
Fiasco, The Qur‘an defines Life’ remarked as follows:

The Quran provides a clear picture of the nature of biological
information while mentioning the process for creation of the first
individual of Homo sapiens, Adam. Allah created Adam by breathing into
a clay model of human being(Q.06:02, 15:26) from His ruh ( Q.15:28-29;
17:85). The word ruh mentioned in the Qur'an may be considered as the
general term for the divine biological soft ware, the Bioprogram and
breathing of ruh as the process of installing of the software in the clay
model. In this way the inanimate clay model was brought to life.

In this connection it is pertinent to note that in his famous article ‘The
Seeds of life® published in 1981 issue of DISCOVER Francis Crick, a
biologist opined that life on the earth originated with micro-organisms
sent by rocket from another planet in our galaxy.>® Another scientist,
a physicist Arrhencus, Astronomer, Sir Fred Hoyle, Chandra
Wickramasinghe and Astrophysicst Armond Delsemme believed that
life in far out space and that it is inherently unknowable. Amazingly
the Quran clearly indicates that man on the earth has been sent from
outer space by the divine power and thereafter developed in earth
through the biological process of growth under the universal physical
laws of nature. The Quran mentions ( English translation):

And He it is Who hath sown you broadcast in the earth and unto Him Ye
will be gathered. ( 23:79)57

Another verse in English translation for consideration:

And Allah hath caused you to grow as a growth from the earth. And
afterwards, He maketh you return thereto. And He will bring you forth
once again (71:17)58

Thus, it may be inferred that according to the Quran the first creation
of man is purely Divine and the seeding of the of man to earth is also
a divine act. However, the reproduction is a subsequent natural
process.

3.1.3.3: MANKIND WAS ONE COMMUNITY

The Qur'an categorically has mentioned that the entire mankind was
originated from one community. The difference in physical appearance
between people of different countries may be for the different cimatic
conditions. The Qur’an proclaims (English translation):

Mankind was one single nation, and Allah sent Messengers with glad
tidings and warnings; and with them He sent the Book in truth, to judge
between people in matters wherein they differed; but the People of the
Book... ... .. . For Allah guides whom He will to a path that is
straight. (02:213 )59

Mankind was but one nation, but differ (later)......... (10:19)59@

Since humankind have the common origin, the entire mankind once
belonged to the one community following one religion. Later on
deviations were developed by the people which leads to propagate
polytheism against the Monotheism, the original foundation of religion
on the earth.®°

3.1.4. MANY CREATIONS ARE NOT KNOWN TO MAN

There are many living being in the universe, which are not known to
man. The Qur'an proclaims:
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And (He has created) horses, mules and donkeys for you to ride and as an
adornment; and He has created (other) things of which ye have no
knowledge. (16:08)%

3.1.4.1: EVERYTHING IS CREATED FOR THE SERVICE
OF MANKIND

The Qur’an declares that everything in the universe is created for the
service of mankind. The Following verses of the Qur’an proclaims in
English translations may be considered:

Do you not see that Allah has subjected to your (use) all things in the
heavens and the earth, and has made His bounties flow to you in
exceeding measure, (both) seen and unseen? Yet there are among men
those who dispute about Allah, without knowledge and without guidance
and without a Book to enlighten them! (31 :20)%2
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And He has subjected to you, as from Him all that is in the heavens and on
earth: behold, in that are signs indeed for those who reflect. (45:13)%3
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SECTION - 11

HUMAN EMBRYOLOGY IN THE QUR’'AN

Embryology may be defined as the study of the development of an
individual before birth i.e in the womb of mother. The Qur‘an though a
religious book, has many revelations which indicate about the human
embryological process. Allah has mentioned many references on the
creation of human being through the process of lineage.

3.2.1. DEVELOPMENT OF HUMAN EMBRYO

A time was there in human history when some people thought that full
dwarf embryo exists in man’s sperm and also other group believed
that full dwarf embryo creates out of the woman’s menstrual blood
coagulation. They imagined the embryo in the form of a very small
creature in the sperm drop which gradually develops in the womb on
getting nourishment from mother’s body. At that time none could
understand that sperm released by man and ovum of woman
participate to create the embryo in the womb.®® Only after the
discovery of microscope and development of modern knowledge on
Anatomy, the scientific ideas on Embryology developed. Indeed with
the advent of microscope a detailed research could have been
possible. Modern Science let us know that fertilization of a female
ovum with male spermatozoa paves the way for the beginning of
human creation resulting in the formation of a zygote.®’

The Qur‘an was revealed to Hazrat Muhammad (Pbuh) at a time when
there was no scientific development as well as there was no equipment
to understand the embryological process or stages of the birth of
human child. But the Qur‘an states many revelations which give clear
indication of embryological process. There are a good number of
verses in the Qur'an regarding embryological development and
creation of man. According to Qur‘an creation of life first started out of
inorganic matter like water and soil, and first life cell formed. Life then
passed through different stages till the embryological process of
creation started.
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Even up to eighteenth century scientists had no idea of woman’s ovum
without which no embryo can develop and man were not aware of the
participation of both sperm and ovum in the formation of embryo.
Whereas the Qur’an in 7 century proclaimed:

Verily We have created man from Nutfah (drops) of mixed semen (sexual
discharge of man and woman)), in order to try him: so We made hearer
and seer. (76:02)%

The word Amshaj which means mixed or mingled. This implies that the
fluid referred here is a mixture. As such the above revelation clearly
indicates that the Qur‘an in 7" Century confirmed the creation of man
from a mingled fluid-drop which is in conformity with modern scientific
findings. It is now known to all that the zygote formed in the womb is
a mixture of male fluid chromosomes and female ovum chromosomes.

3.2.1.1. THE CONCEPT OF HUMAN SPERM

The Qur‘an was revealed at a time when people had little knowledge
about composition and character of sperms ejected from male and ova
released from the female which leads to conception. The Qur’an,
however 1400 years ago proclaims:

And made his progeny from a quintessence of despised fluid. (32:08)%7

Here the despised fluid is semen (sperms & liquid seminal plasma) and
its quintessence is sperm cells that represent 2 to 5 percent of the
semen volume. The Qur’'an further proclaims:

He is created from a drop emitted- (86:06)%8
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He has created man from a sperm-drop and behold this same (man)
becomes an open disputer! (16:04)%

@ ptoriakidsd

Was he not a drop of sperm emitted (in lowly form)? (75:37)7°

Thus, the Qur'an here mentioned about human sperm in the semen in
reference to show the creative power of Allah, the Almighty.
Interestingly, it is evident from the above verses that the Qur'an has
not mentioned anything mythical and not acceptable to science.
Actually Nutfah means drop of liquid. The Qur'an has mentioned three
types of Nutfah; one male Nutfah i.e sperm, female Nutfah i.e ovum
and mixed Nutfah i.e mixture of earlier two.”?

3.2.1.2. ORIGIN OF SEMEN IN HUMAN BODY

It is known from the science of Embryology that semen is produced in
the testis. The Qur‘an also indicated about the origin of semen in the
human body. The following verse may be considered.

@ 35 fer sl
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So let man consider from what he is created. He is created from a gushing
fluid, which issued from between the loins and the ribs. (86:05-07)7
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To understand the meaning of this revelation the meaning of the
following terms SULBUN and TARAYEBUN is to be studied.

SULBUN means the backbone, spinal column or loins and
TARAYEBUN is the plural form of TARIBATUN which means a breast-
bone.

It is opined by many specialists that in embryonic stages, the
reproductive organs of human beings i.e testicles and the ovaries
begin to develop from the region between the spinal column and the
ribs and later they descend to their respective places.

3.2.1.3. DIFFERENT STAGES OF HUMAN CREATION IN
WOMB

It has been already discussed that the Qur‘an has mentioned that man
has been created from inorganic matters like clay. When water is
added to dust it will be mud and when kept for sometime it becomes
clay and when the clay is dried it turns into sounding clay. So,
according to the Qur’an Man is created from TEEN which is actually soil
mixed with a quantity of water to become clay. That is the origin of
man is from a mixture of soil and water. On passing of some stages a
time came when man developed to spread his progeny through
function of sex organs. And ultimately the creation of human being
from one male and female started through different embryonic stages.
The Qur’an proclaims:

Then He made His seed from a draught of an despised fluid. (32:08)73

The Qur'an gives a clear description of the development of an embryo
to child in mother’s womb in successive stages in the following verses
in chapter No.23:
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Man We did create from a quintessence (of clay); Then We place him as (a
drop of) sperm in a place of rest, firmly fixed. Then We made the sperm
into a clot of congealed blood (leechlike structure): then of that clot We
made a (foetus) lump; then We made out of that lump bones and clothed
the bones with flesh; then We develop out of it another creature. So
blessed be Allah, the Best to create! (23:12-14)74

Similar mentioned has been made in other verses of chapter No.75:
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Was he not a drop of sperm emitted (in lowly form)? Then did he become
a leach-like clot; then did (Allah) make and fashion (him) in due
proportion. And of him He made two sexes, male and female. (75:37-39)”

From the above verses it is clear that the Qur'an has indicated about
the different stages of human creation in the womb of his mother in a
time when it was not possible to even imagine the stages as stated by
the Qur‘an. The result of modern technological development has given
us the advanced microscopes and micro cameras to implant in to the
mother’'s womb to know the stages which are inconformity with the
description of the Qur’an.

Here the important terms required to be analyzed are Sulalah (23:12),
Nutfah (23:13), Aalagah, Mudgah, Ejhama and lahma (23:14).The
dictionary meaning of sulala is found as an extract, progeny, offspring,
family, race etc. Nutfah means sperma genitale, drop, sperm, Aalagah
means to a thing attached or cling to something else , blood clot, a
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leech that sucks the blood of other creatures, a lump of clotted blood,
mudgah means a morsel of flesh, chewed, morsel, small chunk of
meat, material chewed by teeth. Ejhama means bones, piece of bone
and /lahma means flesh, meat, muscles. And Nashaa means to grow,
to increase, to develop. 7®

Generally meaning of Nutfa is taken as semen, sperm or spermatozoa.
But here it seems that more suitable meaning may be Zygote. This is
also supported by another revelation of the Qur’an:

Verily We created man from a drop of mingled fluid-drop ( nutfa
amshaj), in order to try him...... (76:02)77

So from Nutfa (Zygote), at the first stage after fertilization Alaga is
created when the embryo clings on the wall of the uterus as a leech
like structure which is also resembles as clotted blood. The Quran also
proclaimed in other verses;

Have We not created you, from a fluid ( held) despicable ? Which We
placed in a place of rest, firmly fixed. For a period (of gestation),
determined? ( 77:20-22)78

Was he not a drop of sperm emitted (in lowly form)? Then did he become
a leach-like clot; then did (Allah) make and fashion (him) in due

proportion (75: 37-38)79
( We) Created man, out of a leechlike clot. (96:02)%°

This indicates that at one stage, the embryo takes the shape of leech
i.e it clings on the wall of the uterus.
Then from the Alaga stage it develops to Mudga stage. The Mudga
looks like a morsel of flesh or chewed meat which has no specific
structure. The Qur'an also proclaims:

O mankind! If ye have a doubt about the Resurrection, (consider) that We
created you out of dust then out of sperm then out of a leech —like clot,
then out of a morsel of flesh, partly formed and partly unformed ........
(22:05)"

Then comes the stage of Ijhama i.e the bones starts to develop and
the embryo begins to get the shape of human with the formation of
skeleton. After that the the image of human being appears with the
clothing of the embryo with /ahma i.e muscles. The embryonic stage
ends and it follows the foetus stage. After that, the foetus starts to
develop as the size of head, limbs and body grow rapidly and the
process of creation of a new creature accelerates leading to the birth
of a newly born baby.
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Thus, the Qur'an , though a religious book this way has given the
details of different stages of the development of human embryo
hundreds of years before the development of embryology. It is also
mentioned at a certain stage the embryo becomes alaga i.e a leech
like structure. And it is confirmed by modern science also that the
leech like clot derives its nourishment from its host’s body as like a

leech sucks blood from man or any animal. 8

The Qur’an further proclaims:
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But He fashioned him in due proportion and breathed into him of His
spirit. And He gave you (the faculties of) hearing and sight and
understanding little thanks do ye give! (32:09)%3

It is He Who has created you from dust, then from a sperm drop, then
from a leech-like clot; then does He get you out (into the light) as child:
then lets you (grow and) reach you age of full strength; then lets you
become old, - though of you there are some who die before;- and lets you
reach a Term appointed; in order that ye may understand. ( 40:67)%4

The Qur'anic description of different stages of development of human
embryo was studied by world famous scientist, a Professor of Medical
Sciences at the University of Toronto, Canada, Dr.Keith Moore who is
mostly known for his text books on Anatomy and human embryology.
Professor Moore found the description of the Qur'an is in full
conformity with the modern science of Embryology. He observed that
there appears leech like structure at one stage when the embryo clings
to the wall of the uterus in the same way as a leech clings to skin to
suck blood. The other stages such as chewed lump etc are also as
described by the Qur‘an though there was no microscope at the time
of revelation of the Qur’an.®®

Thus, it is clear that the Qur'an has very wisely mentioned seven
stages of human creation viz. extract of soil, sperm, blood clot,
morsel, bones, flesh and infusion of life.?® However, as the Qur’an is
neither a book of Embryology nor it has produced any chapter on
human Embryology, we cannot deserve any integrated description of
Embryology in the Qur'an. There are discrete references on the subject
of human creation through Embryological process to draw attention of
the humankind on the greatness of God.
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3.2.1.4. HUMAN EMBRYO DEVELOPS IN THREE VEILS
OF DARKNESS

The Qur'an indicates that the human embryo develops in different
stages under three veils of darkness. The Qur’an states ( English
translation):

................. He creates you, in the wombs of your mother in stages, one
after another in three veils of darkness........ (39:06)87

Here the meaning of the different terms is clear and the meaning of
JHULUMATUN is Darkness. On a sincere study it will be obvious that
the Qur'an has mentioned here the protection of foetus by three veils
of darkness.

According scientist, the three veils of darkness here may refer to :(1)
the uterine wall or the uterus where ovum is deposited and embryo
and fetus developed, (2) the chorion sac which is the outermost of the
two membranes that completely envelopes a fetus and performs
different functions and (3) the amino-chronic membrane which is the
inner most membrane of the sac enclosing the embryo and it is filled
with watery amniotic fluid. It serves as protective water cushion for
the fetus. This interpretation seems to be a logical one.%8

3.2.1.5. ONLY A DROP OF SEMEN IS REQUIRED FOR
PREGNANCY

Though a large amount of liquid ejaculated as semen during inter
course, only a small drop is sufficient for pregnancy. The Qur'an time
and again declares that human being is created from NUTFA which
means small sperm drop. The Qur’an proclaims:

o

Was he not a drop of sperm emitted (in lowly form)? (75:37) 89
There are few other verses may be considered in English translation :

That He did create the pairs, male and female from a sperm drop when
lodged (in its place. (53:45-46)%°
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It is He Who has created you from dust, then from a sperm drop, then
from a leech-like clot; then does He get you out (into the light) as child

...... (40:67)%1

He has created man from a sperm-drop and behold this same (man)
becomes an open disputer! (16:04)92

From a sperm-drop: He hath created him and then mouldeth him in due
proportions (80:19)93

And Allah did create you from dust, then from a sperm-drop: then He
made you in pairs. And no female conceives or lays down ( her load) but
with His knowledge. Nor is a man long-lived granted length of days, nor
is a part cut off from his life, but is in a Book (ordained). All this is easy to
Allah. (35:11)%4

The above verse indicates that man is created from minute quantity of
liquid which Qur’an referrers as Nutfa. This is also mentioned in other
verses such as All-Hajj, 22:05, and Al-Mominun, 23:14.Scientific
investigation has supported the 1400 years old idea revealed in the
Qur’an.

3.2.1.6. HUMAN IS CREATED FROM MINGLED FLUID
DROP

The Qur’an indicates that man is created from drop of mingled sperm.
The Quran proclaims:

L1
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Verily We created man from a drop of mingled sperm, in order to try
him: so We gave him (the gifts) of Hearing and Sight (76:02)%

The term NUTFATUN AMSHAJUN means mingled fluid-drop. Earlier
people know that only man semen is responsible for reproduction.
Here the Qur'an mentions about mingled sperm , that means it is a
mixture of male and female secretion which helps the sexual process
and movement of the sperm for fertilization. Thus NUTFAH AMSHAJ
describes the external appearance and internal structure of embryo. In
modern terminology it is called zygote. °®
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3.2.1.7. BARREN PERSON

The Qur’an has also mentioned that some people are barren and they
are unable to get success for a conception. Very interestingly, the
Qur'an has made liable neither woman nor man specifically for
becoming barren at a time when people blamed woman for becoming
barren and treated it as the effect of any type of curse. The Qur‘an
proclaims:

To Allah belongs the kingdom of the heavens and the earth. He creates
what He wills. He bestows female upon whom He wills, and bestows male
upon whom He wills. He bestows both males and females, and He renders
barren whom He wills. (42:49-50)97

Modern Science is very clear about the causes of the people becoming
barren. It has been found that man is responsible for about 40% of the
issues involving infertility, another 40% due to woman and remaining
20 % is the result of complications with both the partners.®®

3.2.1.8. SEX OF EMBRYO DEPENDS ON SPERM

The Qur’an indicates that the sex of human being male or female is
determined by the sperm drop ejaculated from man and it does not
depend on the other partner that is woman. The Qur’an proclaims:
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That He did create the pairs,-male and female from a sperm drop when
ejaculated (in its place) (53:45-46)%°

To Allah belongs the dominion of the dominion of the heavens and the
earth. He creates what He wills. He bestows (children) male or female
according to His Will. Or He bestows both males and females, and He
leaves barren whom He will: for He is full of Knowledge and Power

(42:49-50)1°
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The above revelation indicates that man; both male and female are
created from ejaculated semen. Since only semen of the male is
ejaculated during intercourse, it is clear that the sex of the child
depends on the male sperm carrying Y chromosome, since male sperm
contains both X and Y chromosomes, while female ova contains only X
chromosomes. So for XX i,e female constitution and XY i.e male
constitution depends on male sperm. Because for birth of a male child
Y chromosome is necessary, which only comes from male side so as to
join with X chromosome, of the female.!°®® When the Quran was
revealed, there was no microscope to have an idea on the factor which
determines the sex of the new baby before its birth.°?

3.2.2. MAN IS CREATED IN DIFFERENT STAGES:

In the embryological process, a human baby is developed in different
stages. In this regard the Qur’an proclaims:

Seeing that it is He that has created you in diverse stages (71:14)°2

The term Atwar is plural form of Tawr which means state, condition,
stage, degree, phase etc.!?® Thus, here the Qur'an mentions that a full
grown man is created in different stages from Alaga i.e leech like
structure to a young person. First different stages are passed in
mother’'s womb before the birth of a baby; then gradually child, boy/
girl, young, man /woman, middle aged, old. These are stages in the
human life.

3.2.3. MAN IS THE BEST OF CREATION

The Quran has given specific indication about the creation of man by
Allah, the creator and sustainer of the universe. There is no indication
about the up gradation of apes to man as suggested in Darwin’s theory
of evolution. The Quran proclaims:

O ool sipaisfials 12

We have indeed created man in the best of moulds. (95:04)%4

From the above verse it is clarified by the Qur‘an that creation of
human being is a special act by the Creator of the universe with
unique gifts of a soul, feelings, intelligence, conscience, knowledge,
free will. The humankind started its journey on the earth with creation
one man named Adam and from him his mate, a female. Allah created
man as the best of creation in perfect human form. So, man is not the
descendent of any animal like ape etc.

He has created the heavens and the earth with truth and has given you
shapes and made your shapes beautiful: and to Him is the final return.

(64:03)1°5

Him Who created thee, fashioned thee in due proportion, and gave thee a
just bias; (82:7) 106

There is a concept that in any other planet there is a probability of
existence of life more genius than man and even there may exists
more developed civilization than on the earth. But the Qur'an has
nullified such ideas. The Qur’an proclaims:

Verily We have honoured the children of Adam. We carry them on the
land and the sea, and have made provisions of good things for them, and
have preferred them above many of those whom We created with a
marked preferment. (17:70)7

So the Qur’an indicates that man is not created as savage on the
earth. He is rather created with marked preferment above many other
creations of Allah.

3.2.3.1: CREATION OF FIRST MAN ON THE EARTH

The Qur'an is clear about the creation of first man on the earth in the
name of Adam. There are verses in the Qur‘an which give us clear
indications about this matter. Man is sent to the earth as vicegerent of
Allah ( God) on the earth. The first man Adam and his wife was sent to
the earth live a complete human life. They were trained in this respect
before sending to the earth. The Qur'an proclaims:
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Behold, thy Lord said to the angels: “I will create a vicegerent on earth
........ I know what you know not” (02:30)°8
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And He taught Adam the names of all things, then He placed them before
the angels and said, “Tell me the names of these if you are right” (02:31)°9

Thus, as per the Qur‘an the first creation of man is purely Divine.
However, the reproduction and multiplication of man on the earth is
the process of universal law of nature as designed by the Almighty.
But the spirit as well as life of man is also divine and still beyond to
scope of science to explain. *1°

Thus it is clearly indicated that first man viz. Adam was created
directly with full body, mind and soul and was created with best
stature. The following revelation in English translation may be noted
again

We have indeed created man in the best of moulds.(95:04)

Human beings are the best of creatures with the best stature and
shape. They are the only living beings which possess conscience,
intelligence, wisdom, and can distinguish between right and wrong
with their senses.

3.2.3.2. MAN ON THE EARTH IS NOT THE RESULT OF
EVOLUTION

Therefore, as per the Qur'an man is not the outcome of any
evolutionary process. However, the Qur‘an has not indicated any
information on the possible time or age of creation of the universe.

It is known to all that there are two groups of scientists; one advocate
Darwin’s Theory of Evolution who is called Evolutionists and other
advocates Creation Science and is called Creationists. The creationists
advocate that life was created in its present form several thousand
years ago by an un-named super natural force, Where as, as per
Darwin’s theory man in its present form had been converted from an
Ape like animal.
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The creationists have the following arguments in their favour:

1. A single living cell is so complex that it could not have any
possibility of evolution through pure chance, but it is justified to
have some intelligence behind its creation.

2. The theory of evolution violates the second law of thermodynamics
and if it is compared with biological process, it will be that the
change should from more organized system to less organized
system. Thus more complex life develops from less complex or
simple life cannot be accepted.

3. Fossil records, which are evidences for evolution theory, are not
found so that the entire process of evolution may be proved with
required links. There are many gaps in the chain of fossil records..
Some people say about Neanderthal Man, but they were men and
not any intermediate forms. However, they might be not civilized.

4, It is impossible to disprove creation, because we have no time
machine to go to the past and see that what happened in the
beginning of life on the earth.

Therefore, as per the Quran no ape was converted to man through a
long process of evolution as Darwin’s theory proclaims. The DNA of
ape and that of man are different and coded with different instructions.
The origin of man is a result of supernatural event which may be
beyond the purview of scientific knowledge. ! Stephen Hawking in his
book BLACK HOLES AND BABY UNIVERSE has remarked as follows:

There has been no significant biological evolution, or change in human DNA,
in the last ten thousand years. Thus, our intelligence, our ability to draw
correct conclusions from the information provided by our sense organs, must
date back to our cave dweller days or earlier.

The Qur'an clearly mentions about the creation of man in the
following verse.

Assuredly the creation of the heavens and the earth is greater
then the creation of mankind; but most of mankind know
not.(40:57)112
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SECTION-III

SPECIAL FEATURES OF THE CREATIONS OF NATURE

3.3.1. DIVERSITY IN NATURE

In many verses the Qur‘an mentions about the diversity in nature may
be in humankind, animal kingdom or other creatures and plants world.
The main purpose of mentioning about the same is to draw attention
of people on the creation of Allah so that they may realize the
attributes of His Greatness. The Qur’an proclaims:
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Among His Signs is the creation of the heavens and the earth, and the
variations in your languages and your colours: verily in that are Signs
for those who know. (30:22)"3

There is another verse may be considered in English translation:

O mankind! We have created you from male and female and have made
you into nations and tribes, that ye may know one another .Verily the
noblest of you in the sight of Allah is (he who is) best in conduct. And Allah
has full knowledge and is well acquainted (with all things). (49:13)"4

There are various sizes and colours in production of plants on the
earth. The Qur’an also mentions about such things in the nature which
put forward the power of Almighty Allah. The Qur’an in chapter No.35,
verse No.27 proclaims:
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Seest thou not that Allah sends down rain from the sky? With it We then
bring out produce of various colours. And in the mountains are tracts
white and red, of several of colour, and black intense in hue. (35:27)15

There are more verses in this regard may be considered ( English
translation):

And so amongst men and beasts and cattle are they of various colours.
Those truly fear Allah, among His servants Who have knowledge: for
Allah is Exalted in Might: oft-Forgiving. ( 35:28)6

And the things on this earth which He has multiplied in varying colours(
and qualities); verily in this is a Sign for men who are mindful. (16:13)*7

It is pertinent to note that the Qur'an has mentioned the diversity in
plant world pointing out that from the earth nourishing with same
water Allah creates plants with fruits of different tastes which is a
matter of deep thought for people who are wise. The Qur'an proclaims
( English translation):

And in earth are tracts (diverse though) neighboring, and gardens of
veins and fields sown with corn, and palm trees- growing out of single
roots or otherwise: watered with the same water, yet some of them We
make more excellent than others to eat. Behold verily in these things there
are Signs for those who understand! (13:04)"8

In many verses the Qur‘an has mentioned names of different plants
and their usefulness in human life. Most prominent of these are Qamat
(Miswak) or tooth brush tree and A/-Zaitun (Zaithun) or olive tree.
The important indication of the Qur’an regarding plants is the creation
of plants in pairs: male and female.

The Qur’an has pointed out that many things are available on the
earth but man has no knowledge about it. The Qur‘an proclaims:

Glory to Allah, Who created in pairs all things, which the earth produces,
as well as their own (human) kind and (other) things, of which they have
no knowledge. (36:36)*9
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3.3.1.1: EARTH IS MADE HABITABLE FOR ALL
CREATURES

The Qur'an has mentioned that Allah (God) has made the earth
habitable for the human being and other living creatures. The Qur’an
has mentioned in the following revelations:

.
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And the earth We have spread out (like a carpet); set there on mountains
firm and immovable; and produced therein all kinds of things in due
balance. (15:19)2°

And We have provided therein means of subsistence- for you and for those
for whose sustenance ye are not responsible. (15:20)'2

Is not He Who made the earth as a fixed abode, and has placed rivers in
the midst and has placed firm mountains therein...... (27:61)122

He it is Who created for you all that are on the earth ... (02:29)23

Allah has sent human being to the earth as His delegates and made
arrangement for provisions for them and all other living beings. Allah
has given man wisdom to control many other creatures like animals,
plants etc to get their service to achieve his requirements of food and
other things. The Qur'an has proclaimed:

Do ye not see that Allah has subjected to your (use) all things in the
heavens and on earth, and has made His bounties flow to you in
exceeding measure, (both) seen and unseen?.... ....... (31:20)124

3.3.2. EVERYTHING CREATED IN PAIRS

The Qur’‘an declares that everything of the creation of Allah has been
created in pairs. Man, animal, plant, flowers, fruits and all other things
which are produced from the earth are all are in pairs. The Qur'an
proclaims:
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And everything We have created pairs: that ye may reflect (51:49)'25
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Glory to Allah, Who created in pairs all things that the earth produces, as
well as their own (human) kind and (other) things of which they have no
knowledge. (36:36)12¢

Here the Qur'an has indicated that everything has been created in
pairs. Even besides man and all things the earth produces, the other
things about which man have no idea are also made in pairs. Today
because of modern science we know about electron —positron, proton-
antiproton, neutron- antineutron and even from elements have anti
elements have been discovered. So this is very miraculous how the
Qur’an 1400 years ago informed the humankind about such ideas.?’

The same concept has been reflected in the following verses also
(English translation):

............ God is the One Who sent water down from the sky and thereby We
brought forth pairs of plants each separate from the other. (20:53)28

And of him He made two sexes, male and female. (75:39)'29

And it is Who spread out the earth, and set there on Mountains standing
firm, and (flowing) rivers; and fruit of every kind He made in pairs, two
and two: He draweth the Night as a veil over the Day . Behold verily in
these things there are Signs for those who consider! (13:03)'3°

And Allah has made for you mate of your own nature, and made for
you,out of them, sons and daughters and grand children , and provided
for you sustenance of the best: will they then believe in vain things and be
ungrateful for Allah’s favours? (16:72) 13

These verses indicates that all things including man, animal, plant etc
are also have been created in pairs and even many things which
human do not know. It is no doubt an astonishing fact that in seventh
century Qur'an has mentioned such an idea when people were in dark
about the same.
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3.3.2.1. PLANTS HAVE GENDERS

Today we all know from botanical science that plants have genders as
male and female and fruits have also genders. But in the seventh
century when man had no idea on this , the Qur’an proclaimed:
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He who has made for you the earth like a carpet spread out; has enabled
you to go about therein by roads (and channels) ; and has sent down
water from the sky’. With it have We produced diverse pairs of plants
each separate from the others. (20:53)'32

Here the Arabic word is Azwaj is the plural form of Zauj. The
dictionary meaning of Zauj is one of a pair, husband, wife, mate,
partner, couple, pair. ( Hans Wehr Arabic-English dictionary)

Another verse may be noted (English translation):

And it is He Who spread out the earth; and set thereon Mountains
standing firm, and (flowing) rivers: and the fruit of every kind He made
in pairs, two and two: He draweth the Night as a veil O’er the Day.
Behold, verily in these things there are Signs for those who consider.

(13:03)'33

We know that the end product of reproduction of superior plants is
fruit which comes from the flower and the flower has male and female
organs as stamens and ovules.

During the time of holy prophet, biology was not developed and
system of reproduction is not known to man. Difference of sex in
plants as indicated in the Qur‘an is no doubt very important for
Biological Science for which credit does to the Qur’an.

3.3.3. ALL LIVING BEINGS ARE FOUND 1IN
COMMUNITY

It is very astonishing that the Qur‘an in seven century categorically
pointed out that all living beings on the earth are available in
community. The Qur‘an proclaims:
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There is not an animal (that lives) on the earth, nor a being that flies on
its wings, but (forms part of) communities like you. Nothing have We
omitted from the Book, and they (all) shall be gathered to their Lord in the
end (06:38)134

It is today known to all that all creatures, insects, bees, ants etc live in
community.

3.3.4. SPECIAL CHARACTER OF ANTS AND BIRDS

The Qur'an mentions about the conversation among the ants and also
among birds. The following revelations may be considered.

At length, when they came to a valley of ants,one of the ants said: “ O ye
ants, get into your habitations, lest Soloman and his hosts crush you
(under foot) without knowing it” ( 27:18)135

And Solomon was David’s heir. He said, “O ye people! We have been
taught the speech of Birds, and we have been given of everything: this is
indeed Grace Manifest (from Allah).”(27:16)3¢

In these revelations there are indications that the voices of animals
are meaningful for them and they communicate with the fellow
member of their respective community with their speeches. Today’s
scientific investigation proves that animals use various signals to
communicate with each other. There may be acoustic, visual, chemical
and tectile signals for communication among living beings other than
human. In this connection M. Akbar Ali in his book Science in the
Quran has mentioned as follows:

There is no scope for such fantastic idea when one considers that
according to the Quran Prophets Soloman and David had the
proficiency of understanding the language of animals and talked with
them. Anyway, men are to understand the languages of animals.
Dolphin is already in picture. It would not be wild imagination that
man would be able to communicate with the animal world in near
future.(page 569)
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3.3.5. FEMALE BEES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR
PRODUCTION OF HONEY

The Qur’an indicates that female bees are responsible for production of
honey. In the following verse it is mentioned that for producing honey
female bees are only engaged. The term used for the purpose to mean
bees which work for production of honey is feminine gender. In the
chapter 16, verse 68-69, the Qur'an proclaims:
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And thy Lord taught the Bee to build its cells in hills, on trees, and in (
men’s) habitations. Then to eat of all the produce ( of the earth) , and
follow the ways of Thy Lord made smooth; there issues from within their
bodies a drink of varying colours, wherein is healing for men: verily in
this is a Sign for those who give thought. (16:68-69)'37

Here the word meaning for ‘eat’ is KULI which is used for female
whereas for male KUL is used. Similarly USLUKI is used for female
instead of USLUK for male and also BUTUNIHA is used for female
instead of BUTUNIHIM for male. 138 Thus it is clear that the Qur’an has
mentioned the female bee for production of honey. Interestingly, it is
found by research that the worker bees in the beehive are all female.
The male bees don’t work. The term used by Qur'an for the worker
bees is of feminine gender. The colony of bees is as if an organized
society and thousands of female workers build and guard the hive.!?°
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3.3.5.1. HONEY IS A MEDICINE: HEALER OF DISEASE

The above revelation (16:68-69) of the holy Qur'an may be considered
elaborately.

Here in this revelation it is indicated that the honey given by the bees
is rich with medicinal properties. Allah the Almighty to draw the
attention of the people towards the greatness of His creation pointing
out the activities of bees to make cells of the comb which are
hexagonal and in fact the building of the hive is very beautiful**® and
also there is benefit for human being lying in it. Both in Ayurvedic and
Unani system, honey is treated as a very important medicine for many
diseases. Regular taking of honey help people to keep safe form heart
disease.

3.3.6. MILK IS CREATED FROM FOOD AND BLOOD AND
IS A GOOD DRINK

The Qur‘an has given indications on the production of milk in animal
and its utility as good drink. The Qur’‘an proclaims:

And verily in cattle (too) will ye find an instructive Sign. From what is
within their bodies, between excretions and blood, we produce, for your
drink, milk, pure and agreeable to those who drink it. (16:66 )4

And in cattle ( too) ye have an instructive example ; from within their
bodies We produce ( milk) for you to drink; there are , in them, ( besides),
numerous (other) benefits for you; and of their ( meat) ye eat ( 23:21)'4?

It is known to us that basic materials which nourishes the living body
is gathered from the chemical reactions occurred in the digestive
system. The basic materials then pass through the wall of intestine
into the blood and the blood circulation is responsible for reaching the
same to the relevant organs. Like other glands, the milk glands also
receive the nutriments through blood, because it is formed from
digested food stuff.

From the above verses it is also clear that milk is treated as a good
drink. It is known scientifically that the milk has sufficient food value.
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3.3.7. MYSTERY OF FINGER PRINTS

Today it is known to all that the records of curvatures of finger prints
differ from man to man and it is used as a tool for identifying a person.
The fact was discovered by Dr. Henry Flaud, a Scottish missionary in
1880 in Tokyo. After that in 1892 English scientist Francis Galton
published a document on the science of fingertip identification.*3
From that time finger printing has become a scientific method for
identifying of criminals. However, the Holy Qur’an indicated the
uniqueness of the finger printers in the following verses:
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Does man think that We cannot assemble his bones? Nay We are able to
put together in perfect order the very tips of his fingers (75:03-04)'44

The matter has been pointed out in the Qur'an in connection with the
question of resurrection of on the Day of Judgment. This also indicates
that there may be some coding on the secret of the creation of a
particular person and the same may be useful to identify a person at
the time of resurrection. It is very astonishing how the Qur'an
indicated to such an important data when people were ignorant about
it and scientists could discover it more than one thousand years after
the Qur'an revealed to Hazrat Muhammad (Pbuh). Allah the Almighty
has own mechanism to keep record of all things in the universe which
human cannot understand.

3.3.8. HUMAN SKIN HAS SPECIAL CHARACTER

In the Qur‘an Allah has mentioned the ways of different punishment to
be inflicted upon the wrong doers on the Day of Judgment. One of the
ways is stated in the following verse. (English translation)

Those who reject our Signs, We shall soon cast on to the Fire: as soon as
their skins are roasted through, We shall change them for fresh skins, that
they may taste the Chastisement; for Allah is Exalted in Power and Wise.

(04:55)'45
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Here it is indicated that human skin has important role in giving
punishment when it will be roasted. We know that our skin is one of
the sense organs and it is sensitive to pain. But man in early days did
not know about the presence of specialized nerves through which all
types sensations reach to brain.

3.3.9. HEREDITARY CHARACTER OF MAN AND
CONCEPT OF DNA

Every living organism carries a genetic programme which determines
its biological characters as well as functioning.*® It is known today
that the Deoxyribonucleic acid (DNA) molecule which locates in the
nucleus of the living cell is the hereditary material in human and other
organisms and as it stores genetic information may be treated as an
incredible databank. The Qur’an proclaims:
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We already know how much of them the earth takes away: with Us is a
record guarding (the full account). (50:04)*47

Some other revelations in this connection may be considered ( English
translation)

When thy Lord drew forth from the children of Adam — from their loins —
their descendants, and made them testify concerning themselves...

(07:172) '
And all things have We preserved on record .(78:29)149

And your creation or your resurrection is in no wise but as an individual
soul: for Allah is He Who hears and sees ( all things). (31:28)5°

The recording book mentioned here is perhaps is a symbolic indication
for the biological information of DNA molecule and other constituents.
The mystery of DNA i.e its coded biological information and genetic
instructions are indicated in the above verses. It is known from
modern sciences that the hereditary character depends upon the gene
and differences of character and bodily constitution of man to man
occurs because of DNA.'®! It has an important character that it can
make copies i.e replicate itself for transformation character i.e genetic
information to the new cell
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3.3.10. EVOLUTION OF MAN AS PER QURAN:
ANTHROPOLOGICAL POINT OF VIEW:

Anthropology is the study of human beings particularly the study of
their physical character, evolutionary history etc. According to the
Qur‘an, Allah had started the creation of human being when He
created Adam, the first man in the paradise. If we study the history of
the earth from different sources, there we find different periods
correspondence to the existence of life of particular character. When
we reach the Cenozoic time (65 million — 10,000 years ago) which is
divided in to two periods- the age of mammals, we get the concept of
human being. Actually the Qur'an no where supports the evolution of
man as prescribed in Darwin’s theory of evolution. When Adam was
sent to the earth there were other creatures on the earth for service of
human kind and there might be some mammals also. Mankind is the
last and best creation of Allah. The Qur‘an proclaims (English
translation):

We have indeed created man in the best of moulds ( 95:04)'52

Behold, thy Lord said to the angels; “I will create a vicegerent on earth.”
They said: “Will Thou place therein one who will make mischief therein
and shed blood?- whilst we do celebrate Thy praises and glorify Thy holy
(name)?” He said: “I know what ye know not”( 02:30)'53

And Allah has made for you mate of your own nature, and made for
you,out of them, sons and daughters and grand children , and provided
for you sustenance of the best: will they then believe in vain things and be
ungrateful for Allah’s favours? (16:72)54

These revelations also indicate that there were other creations on the
earth before the creation and domination of man on it. No where in the
Quran, it is mentioned that the earth and the man both were created
simultaneously. Actually the three events viz. beginning of cosmos,
beginning of life per see and starting of humankind with Adam on the
earth were occurred in different ages of creation history.?®> So the
Qur’an is almost clear about the divine origin of man on the earth in
stead of the concept of transformation of apes to man as per Darwin’s
theory of evolution.
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Two more verses in English translation may be considered:

Say, ‘Travel through the earth and see how did Allah originates creation;
so will Allah produce a later creation; for Allah has power over all things.
(29:20)156

It is We Who created them, and We have made them of strong built. And
when We will, We can replace them with others like them with a complete
replacement. (76:28)157

3.3.11. CONVERSION OF MAN INTO MONKEY

Instead of popular myth that man originates from apes, the Qur'an
mentions about an incident where a tribe of man is converted to
monkey as punishment to the disobedience of the order of Allah.
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When in their insolence they transgressed (all prohibitions), We said to
them; “Be ye apes, despised and rejected.”(07:166)'58

And well ye knew those amongst you who transgressed in the matter of
the Sabbath: We said to them: “Be ye apes, despised and rejected.”
(02:65)159

This revelation states about the situation when because of their
disobedience to Allah once some men were cursed to become monkey.
This quite against the theory of evolution popularly believed by
scientists and also shows arbitrary decision of the natural law as
generally man cannot take the shape of other animal. It may be
indicative in the sense that as in our society many people curse others
saying to become pig, dog, ass etc. But such curse has the motive to
let the man to have the character or behavior of the concerned animal.
The same might be the intention of Allah in uttering the curse for
converting to monkey.

3.3.12. LIFE CYCLE ON THE EARTH

We know that animal as well as plant kingdom has life cycle of their
own. It is seen that every living thing on the earth died after a time
and new generation starts. The Qur'an mentions the same in a very
nice way.
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It is Allah Who causeth the seed grain and the date-stone to split and
sprout. He causeth the living to issue from the dead. And He is the One to
cause the dead to issue from the living. That is Allah, then how are ye
deluded away from the truth? (06:95)1%°

And Allah sends down rain from the skies and gives therewith life to the
earth after its death: verily in this is a sign for those who listen. (16:65)!

3.3.13. THE QUR'AN HAS MENTIONED BIOTIC
BALANCE

The Qur'an states that Allah has created every living being on the
earth to maintain biotic balance. Though nothing living or non-living
survive after an appointed time, there is a balance among all things in
the nature. Even the oxygen consumed by human being and animals
and the loss of oxygen is being made good by the plants during
photosynthesis releasing oxygen and consuming carbon dioxide. The
Oxygen even forms Ozone layer in the sky to save the earth from
ultraviolet light. The following revelations of the Qur'an may be
considered:
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And the earth We have spread out (like a carpet); set there on mountains
firm and immovable; and produced therein all kinds of things in due
balance. (15:19)62
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One more revelation in English translation may be considered:

It is He Who sendeth down rain from the skies: with it We produce
vegetation of all kinds: from some We produce green (crops), out of which
We produce grain, heaped up (at harvest); out of the date-palm and its
sheaths (or spathes) (come) clusters of dates hanging low and near: and
(then there are) gardens of grapes, and olives, and pomegranates, each
similar (in kind) yet different (in variety): when they begin to bear fruit,
feast your eyes with the fruit and the ripeness thereof. Behold! in these
things there are signs for people who believe. ( 6:99)03

Therefore, there is a well thought planning in the creation of the
nature and keeping the balance for existence of the creatures on the
earth. Living things on the earth depend upon the non-living things
and even other livings for their livelihood and survival. It is seen that
there is always balance being maintained between number of living
being and resource for their existence.

3.3.14. DEVELOPMENT OF NEW SCIENCE OF BIONICS

Bionics is a abbreviated form of Electronic Biology. It is a technology to
apply Mathematical ideas to Biological science. It may be described as
a method of using knowledge of living organism to solve various
technical problems.'®* It can also be defined as the branch of science
that deals in reproducing biological principles and processes through
the use of electronic and mechanical engineering. Nowadays there is
development in Bionic limbs for the use of physically disables.

There are special characters of different types of creation of Allah.
Birds, bats, penguins, dolphins, frogs, cheetah tiger, dogs,
grasshoppers and many other living beings have special character of
its own which can be detected and applied for the benefit of mankind.
The Quran in its many revelations has drawn the notice of mankind
towards the special character of other creations on the earth and
advices to ponder over the natural process so that they may take
benefit by utilizing their senses.!®
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SECTION- IV

SOME NATURAL PHENOMENA IN THE LIGHT OF
THE QUR’AN

The Qur'‘an has mentioned many natural phenomena to attract the
attention of the people towards the attributes of Allah, the Almighty.
In this section some natural phenomena are discussed to unearth
scientific truth reflected in the Qur’an.

3.4.1. FORMATION OF RAIN AND WATER CYCLE

The Qur’an in its many verses indicates about the formation of rain, its
proportion and effects on the life on the earth. It has given indication
on the formation of rain in the sky which takes place in three stages.
During the first stage the wind blows, in the second stage clouds are
formed and in the third stage raindrops pour on the earth. The Qur’an
states:
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And We send the fecundating winds, then cause the rain to descend from
the sky, therewith providing you with water (in abundance), though ye
are not the guardians of the stores. (15:22).166
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It is Allah Who sends the Winds, and they raise the Clouds: then does He
spread them in the sky as He wills, and break them into fragments, until
thou seest raindrops issue from the midst thereof: then when He has
made them reach such of His servants as He wills, behold they do rejoice!

(30:48)67
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The above verses give indications on the formation of rain in two
different processes. One spreading of clouds and the other joining
them together .In other verse it was described that how the rain
clouds forms. (English translation)

Seest thou not that Allah makes the clouds move gently, then joins them
together, then makes them in to a heap? - Then will thou see rain issue
forth from their midst. And He sends down from the sky mountain masses
(of clouds) wherein is hail: He strikes therewith whom He pleases and He
turns it away from whom He pleases. The vivid flash of its lightning well-
nigh blinds the sight.( 24:43)1%8

The clouds are driven along by the wind and then are joining together
to form larger cloud and the updrafts near the centre of the cloud are
stronger than the edges. It causes the cloud body to grow more
vertically and the cloud is stacked up. This vertical growth makes the
cloud body to stretch into cooler regions of the atmosphere. As a
result, drops of water and even hail form and begin to grow larger.
When these become too heavy for the updrafts to support, these begin
to fall from the clouds as rain, hail etc.'®® However, the Qur'an has not
given the detailed description of water cycle from start to end.

The meteorologists have now come to know the details of cloud
formation and raining with the help of modern technology which is in
conformity with the Qur’anic descriptions of about 1400 years ago.

The Qur’an indicates that the clouds are formed by evaporating water
from the sea. 1’ We know the sea water is salty, but we get drinkable
water through the rain. The Qur’an proclaims: ( English translation )

See ye the water which ye drink? Do you bring it Down (in rain) from the
Cloud or do We? Were it Our Will. We could make it Saltish ( and
unpalatable) : then why do ye not give thanks? (56:68-70)71

The above revelation indicates about the water cycle for which we are

getting rain water suitable for our use. However, the Qur'an has not
indicated about the water cycle in complete form.

3.4.1.2. RAIN WATER COMES DOWN IN DUE MEASURE

The Qur'an mentions that the rain water is poured down on the earth
in due measure. The falling of rain on the earth and the evaporation of
the water maintains a balance. The Qur'an proclaims:
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That sends down (from time to time) rain from the sky in due measure:-
and We raise to life therein land that is dead; even so will ye be raised (
from the dead) ( 43:11)'72

This verse indicates that the rainfall on the earth from the sky is made
following some principles. As mentioned earlier it maintains a balance
in falling and evaporation. Moreover, the speed of the falling drops
may be considered. Rain drops falls from clouds above more than one
thousand meters high and as such there is every chance of the rain
drops to acquire a very high speed and destruct many things when
reach at the ground. But the rain drops take special form when falling
and because friction with air the speed cannot increase beyond a
moderate limit. The Qur’an proclaims: (English translation)

And We send down water from the sky according to (due) measure, and
We cause it to soak in the soil; and we certainly are able to drain it off (
with ease). (23:18)73

3.4.1.3. SECRETS OF WIND AS HERALD OF GLAD
TIDINGS

The mystery of getting pure water from the sky lies in the winds,
which blows over the sea and collect water vapour to the skies which
accumulate in heap and become cool to create cloud ready for raining.
The Qur’an describes the wind as herald of glad tidings. The following
revelation may be considered:
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And He it is Who sends the Winds as heralds of glad tidings, going before
His Mercy, and We send down pure water from the sky, -(25:48)74
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We are aware about the salinity of sea water. But because of the wind
collecting only water vapour we are getting pure water from sea water
through rain from the sky. The wind act as herald of glad tidings as
the rain has the great importance for all living beings on the earth.
And in fact, without water no life is possible on the earth.

3.4.1.4. SUSTENANCE IS GIVEN FROM THE SKY

The Qur'an mentions that man is given sustenance from the sky. It is
mentioned in the following verse:
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He it is Who showeth you His Signs, and sendeth down Sustenance for
you from the sky: but only those receive admonition who turn (to Allah).

(40:13)75

We all know the crops and other food like different types fruits grow
on the earth with rainfall in due measure and man and other living
things gets their sustenance from the natural products as like getting
sustenance from sky. Some more verses in English translation may be
considered:

It is He Who doth show you the lightning, by way both of tear and of
hope: it is He Who doth raise up the clouds, heavy with (fertilizing) rain!
(13:12) 176

It is He who sends down rain from the sky from it ye drink and out of it
(grows) the vegetation on which ye feed your cattle.(16:10)77

With it He produces for you corn, olives, date palms, grapes and every
kind of fruit: verily in this is a Sign for those who give thought. (16:11)"78

And in the alteration of night and day and that fact that Allah sends down
sustenance from the sky, and revives therewith the earth after its death,
and in the change of the winds,- are signs for those that are wise.

(45:05)'7°
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3.4.1.5. FERTILISING QUALITY OF RAIN WATER

The Qur’an has indicated about the fertilizing quality of rain water. The
following verses may be considered.

And We send down from the sky rain charged with blessings and We
produce therewith Gardens and Grains for harvests: (50:09)8°

Another revelation in English translation may be considered:

AAnd tall (and stately) Palm trees, with shoots of fruit-stalks, piled one
over another-, as sustenance for (Allah’s) servants:- and we give ( new)
life therewith to land that is dead: thus will be the Resurrection. (50:10-
11)181

The above verses indicate that the rain water possesses special quality
of fertilizing ability which the ordinary stagnant water on the earth
may not have. And it is now known that the rain water contains
sufficient nitrogen collected from the atmosphere which enhances its
ability of fertilization.

3.4.1.6. EARTH GETS LIFE AFTER RAIN

It is known to all that due to want of water particularly during dry
season or calamity of draught the growing capacity of the earth crust
diminishes and the earth appears to be dead. But soon after sufficient
raining the atmosphere changes and plant kingdom awake up as if it
gets new life. Thus it appears that the dead earth gets life after
sufficient rain fall. The Qur'an proclaims (English translation) :

It is Allah Who sends the Winds, so that they raise up the clouds, and We
derive them to a land that is dead, and revive the earth therewith after its
death: even so (will be) the Resurrection! (35:09)'82

And among His Signs, He shows you the lightning, by way both of fear
and of hope, and He sends down rain from the sky and with it gives life to
the earth after it is dead: verily in that are Signs for those who are wise. (

30:24)183
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It is He Who sendeth the Winds like heralds of glad things, going before
His Mercy: when they have carried the heavy-laden clouds. We derive
them to a land that is dead, make rain to descend thereon, and produce
every kind of harvest therewith: thus shall we raise up the dead:
perchance ye remember. (07:57)"*

Here the dead land to get life after rain indicates that the soil becomes

fertile and different types of plants grow making a barren land green
so that man and animal get their livelihood from the natures gift.%°

3.4.1.7. NATURAL PRESERVATION OF UNDERGROUND
WATER

The Qur’an states about the preservation of underground water, when
people have perhaps no idea about it. The Qur’an proclaims:
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And We send down water from the sky according to (due) measure, and
We cause it to soak in the soil; and we certainly are able to drain it off (
with ease). (23:18)186

Another revelation in English translation for consideration:

Seest thou not that Allah sends down rain from the sky, and leads it
through springs in the earth? Then He causes to grow, therewith, produce
of various colours: then it withers; thou will see it grow yellow; then He
makes it dry up and crumble away. Truly, in this, is a Message of
remembrance to men of understanding. (39:21)*$7

Say:” See ye? — if your stream be some morning lost (in the underground
earth), who then can supply you with clear flowing water?” (67:30)188

3.4.1.8. RAIN WATER IS PURE:

The Qur'an states that the rain water is pure water. The following
verse may be considered: ( English translation)
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And He it is Who sends the Winds as heralds of glad tidings, going before
His Mercy, and We send down pure water from the sky, -(25:48)'"

Rain water is considered as the purest form of water in nature.
However, when it falls to the ground it mixes with gaseous and dust
particles and to some extent becomes impure.

3.4.2. CONCEPT OF PARTICLE SMALLER THAN ATOM

The Qur‘an has indicated about the particles smaller than atoms. The
following verses of the Qur'an have specifically mentioned about the
concept of particles smaller than atom. The Qur‘an proclaims:
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The unbelievers say, ‘Never to us will come the Hour’:say, Nay! but most
surely, by my Lord, it will come upon you; - by Him Who knows the
unseen, -from Whom is not hidden the least little atom in the Heavens or
on the earth: nor is there anything less than that, or greater, but is in the
Record Perspicuous. (34:03)19°

One more revelation in English translation may be considered:

....... Nor is hidden from the Lord (so much as) the weight of an atom on
the earth or in heaven. And not the smallest and not the greatest of these
things but are recorded in a clear Record. (10:61)'9*

To understand the actual meaning of the two revelations meaning of
the term jarratun is be to be considered seriously. The dictionary
meaning of the term is noun of unity, atom, and tiny particle and
hence misgala darratun means the weight of a dust particle, a tiny
amount.'®2 Here the Quran indicates that there are particle which are
smaller than atom i.e sub-atomic particles or sub-nuclear particles.!®?
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3.4.3. ORIGIN OF IRON FROM OUTER SPACE

It is known to all that Iron is a mineral which is available in the mines
much below the earth crust. However, according to Qur‘an Iron was
sent down to the earth by Allah (God). So it is very interesting to note
the following revelation of the Quran regarding origin of Iron.
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Indeed We have sent Messengers with clear proofs, and sent down with
them the Book and Balance, that mankind may observe justice; And We
sent down Iron, in which is great might, as well as many benefits for
mankind, that Allah may test who it is that will help Him and His
messengers in the unseen. Verily Allah is All strong, All-Mighty.(57:25)!%4

Some researches of recent times have revealed an idea that the iron
might be developed on earth due to falling of any metal from giant
stars. That is originally iron has been sent down to the earth from
space.'® Moreover, the word Hadid used for iron in the Qur'an has the
numerical value as 26 which is equal to the atomic nhumber of iron as
per periodic table.

3.4.4. ROCK CONTAINS WATER

As per the knowledge revealed in the Qur‘an, some rocks may contain
water. The Qur’an states the following verse (English translation):

Thenceforth were your hearts hardened: they become like a rock and even
worse in hardness. For among rocks there are some from which rivers
gush forth; others there are which when split asunder send forth water;
and others which sink for fear of Allah and Allah is not unmindful of what

ye do. (02:74)196

To day it is known to science that water is a component of most rocks.
Water plays important role in transforming and melting of rock. *7It is
found that some rocks grow and gradually become larger due to
absorption of water and the water burst out when they crack.
Particularly the metamorphic rocks are characterized by abundance
hydrous minerals that contain water in their crystal structure.
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3.4.5. CREATION OF FIRE FROM GREEN TREE

The Quran before 1400 years amazingly mentioned about the origin of
fire from green tree. In chapter 36, verse No.80 the Quran proclaims:

Uijj:a:.:ra_._‘rl Bk l;f;:_;-‘il_)_a._...ll rn.(.ld_-_v-;_g.x_”

He Who produces for you fire out of the green tree, when behold you
kindle therewith. (36:80)198 ( NQ)

It is known to all that fire occurs due to combustion where there is
combination of oxygen with carbon in burning material and the oxygen
is produced by green trees and plants. This verse also indicates about
the collection of solar energy by the green tree which ultimately
converts into organic matter of the hydro-carbon family, which is
combustible i.e creates fire or fuel or mineral for obtaining energy.%°

3.4.6. EVERYTHING IN THE NATURE IS PROGRAMMED

There are several verses in the Quran which indicates that everything
in the universe has been set up as like a computer functions on a
particular set up made by the computer manufacturer. All the activities
of the living beings as well as natural happenings are like computer
soft ware. The following revelations from the holy Quran may be
considered seriously.

Who hath created and further given order and proportion (87:02)2°°
The translation of some other verses may also be considered:
Who hath measured, and granted guidance (87:03)3"

Verily your Lord is Allah, who created the heavens and the earth in six
days, and then He established himself on the Throne, regulating and
governing all things. ....... (10:03)202

For to anything which We have willed, We but say ‘Be’ and it is ( 16:40)2°3
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So He completed them as seven firmaments in two Days, and He assigned
to each heaven its duty and command .......... (41:12)204

With Him are the keys of the Unseen, the treasures that none knoweth but
He. He knoweth whatever there is on the earth and in the sea. Not a leaf
doth fall but with his knowledge: there is not a grain in the darkness (or
depths) of the earth, nor anything fresh or dry (green or withered), but is
(inscribed) in a Record clear ( to those who can read). (06:59)2°5

This Our Record speaks about with truth, verily We were recording what
you used to do (45:29)206

And there is nothing hidden in the heaven or the earth, but it is in a clear
record. (27:75)207

Are you not aware that Allah knows all that is in the heaven and the
earth? Surely, it is all preserved in a Book. Indeed that is easy with Allah.
(22:70)208

From the above verses it appears that as if everything in the heavens
and in the earth is furnished in a universal computer server, which
controls every affair in the universe.

3.4.7. IDEA OF AVIATION TECHNOLOGY

The Qur'an has indicated about the possibility of aviation technology.
The revelation of the Qur’an in the chapter No.34, verse No.12 may be
considered in this respect.( English translation)

And to Solomon (We made) the Wind (obedient): its early morning
(stride) was a month’s (journey), and its evening (stride) was a month’s
journey; and We made a Font of molten brass to flow for him; and there
were jinn’s that worked in front of him, by the leave of his Lord, and if
any of them turned aside from our Command, we made him taste of the
Chastisement of the Blazing Fire. (34:12)209

There are more verses ( in English translation):

And to Sulaiman (Solomon) (We subjected) the wind strongly raging,
running by his command towards the land which we had blessed. And of
everything We are the All-knower. (21:81)21°

Then We subjected the wind to his power, to flow gently to his order,
Whithersoever he willed,- (38:36)'
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The Verses indicates that during the reign of Solomon some
technology of using the wind energy was known. The expression ‘its
early morning (stride) was a month’s (journey) and its evening (stride)
was a month’s journey, indicates the facility of swift travels as is
available today by airplane.

The Quran has also tried to attract the attention of mankind towards
the movement of birds and advised to learn from it. The following
verse may be considered:

Do they not look at the birds, held poised in the midst of (the air and) the
sky? Nothing holds them but (the power of) Allah. Verily in this are signs
for those who believe. (16:79)?2

It is known today that the birds travel very long distances even
thousand of kilometers for wandering from one place to other in
different seasons in search of food and come back to their original
habitat without being mistaken about the away of return. This is
perhaps because of some genetic character given by Allah in their
creation.

3.4.8. IDEAS OF GEOLOGY AND ATMOSPHERIC
SCIENCE IN THE QUR’AN

In some verses of the Qur’an there are indications which relate to the
Geology and Atmospheric Science. About 1400 years ago such ideas
were beyond human knowledge.

3.4.8.1. EARTH HAS SEVEN INNER AND SEVEN
ATMOSPHERIC LAYERS

The following revelation of the Qur‘an in English translation may be
considered:

Allah is He Who created seven Firmaments and of the earth a similar
number through the midst of them (all) descends his Command: that ye
may know that Allah has power over all things, and Allah comprehends
all things in (His) knowledge. (65:12)%3

This verse indicates that likewise the different layers of atmosphere,
the earth also consists of different layers. Geologists have now
discovered that the Earth is comprised of layers like Earth’s crust, The
lithosphere, The asthenosphere, The Mohorovicic discontinuity, The
mantle, The mantle-core boundary, and The core or central sphere. ?1*
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The Qur‘an has mentioned about seven layers which may mean
exactly seven or many. Thus, the Qur'an 1400 years ago mentioned
about the scientific fact of existence of layers in the earth which is no
doubt amazing.

The above concept of the Qur'an has been reflected in another
revelation also. The Qur’an proclaims: (English translation)

Who hath appointed the earth a resting- place for you and the sky a
canopy: and causeth water to pour down from the sky, thereby producing
fruits as food for you. And donot set up rivals to Allah when ye know
(better). (02:22)215

Here it is clear that Ard means earth crust and Sama means sky from
where rains come down from clouds.The word Ard has meaning as
earth ,land, country, area, terrain, ground, soil*!®* and Sama means
sky, heaven firmament?!’

The above verse 65:12 may also be considered as indications of seven
atmospheric layers and seven continents on the earth

3.4.8.2. MOUNTAINS HAVE ROOTS AND GIVE EARTH
BALANCE

The Qur’an in some revelation states that the mountains on the earth
are placed as pegs as they have roots inside the earth deeply
embedded; as such it has shape like peg. The following verses may be
studied to explain the matter.
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Have not made the earth as a wide Expanse and the mountains as pegs?
(78:06-07) 218
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And He has placed firm Mountains on the earth, lest it should move away
from you and has made rivers and tracks that you may find your way.
(16:15)219

A few more revelations in English translation for consideration:

And We have set on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should
shake with them and We have made therein broad highways (between the
mountains) for them to pass through: that they may find their way. (
21:31)220

He created the heavens without any pillars that ye can see; He set on the
Earth Mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with you; (31:10)**
And the mountains hath He firmly fixed;- (79:32)222

Mountains are not heaps on the surface of the earth, but they extend
below the surface. The mountains on the earth rest on immense strata
that may be deep up to ten to fifteen times of portion remains above
he earth surface resembling a peg on the earth. This verse implies that
the mountains have roots and they act like tent pegs which gives earth
surface stability. Some questions about the fallibility of these verses
pointing that earthquake generally occur in areas covered by
mountains and also in adjacent areas. But here the Qur‘an has
mentioned nothing about earthquake and it only states about the
balance of the earth. However, if it is taken the mountain gives the
land stability against earthquake, then it is known to all, that
earthquake occur regionally and not covering entire earth. Large range
of mountains may resist the wave of the earthquake to spread in
distant areas from the epicenter. According to scientists, the invisible
portion of the mountain below the surface of the earth may be greater
than the height above the surface.??®> Recent Geological discoveries
show that mountains have roots in the earth as if they are pegs on the
earth crust.??* Sir George Airy compared mountains with pegs in 1865,
the detailed knowledge about the role of mountains as stabilizer of
earth crust was known in 1060. 2%

3.4.9: THE CONCEPT OF GRAVITY IN THE QURAN

People on the earth had certainly thought about some unknown force
prevalent in the earth which attracts everything towards itself.
However, still Isaac Newton in the 17™ century discovered about the
force of gravity and related laws, none could establish it as fact.
However, the Qur'an in 7" century revealed in chapter 77, verse No.25
and 26 as follows:
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Have We not made the earth (as a place) to draw together ;the living and
the dead, (77:25-26)226

The above verse indicates about the earth having a force to draw
everything towards it which is now called the force of gravity. Because
of axial rotation of the earth an introspective force creates which
attracts everything towards the centre of the earth.??’

The following two more revelations may also be considered in this
connection:

And the sky He hath uplifted; and He Hath set the measure.That ye exceed
not the measure.(55:07-08)228

This verse indicates that there is force working in the earth with
reference to the sky which the man cannot exceed.

3.4.10. DEPTH OF DARKNESS IN DEEP SEA

The Qur’an indicates about the darkness in the deep sea to give a
similitude to mention the status of unbelievers. In the chapter 24,
verse No0.40, the Qur‘an proclaims: (English translation)

Or (the state of a disbeliever) is like the darkness in a vast deep sea,
overwhelmed with waves topped by waves, topped by dark cloud, (layers
of) darkness upon darkness: if a man stretches out his hand, he can
hardly see it! And he for whom Allah has not appointed light, for him
there is no light. (24:40)229

Here the Quran mentions how the darkness occurs in Deep Ocean
when clouds accumulate over it. This revelation has been referred by
Dr. Gary Miller, in his famous book, ‘The Amazing Quran’. He is
Canadian Mathematician, and former Christian Missionary who later on
converted to Islam. Dr Miller citing the incident of a man who was in
merchant marine, studying the translation of the Qur‘an, the man
found that the Quranic description is same as the real incident occur in
deep sea.
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Prof. Durga Rao, an expert in Marine Geology who was a professor at
King Abdul Aziz University in Jeddah opined that the Qur’anic
statement regarding darkness in the deep sea is scientifically correct.

3.4.11. TWO GREAT WATER BODIES MIX FREELY BUT
THERE IS A BARRIER BETWEEN

The Qur’an in 7' century pointed out that two great bodies of water of
different quality of water though mix freely, but there exists a barrier
between the two.The Quran in chapter 25, verse No.53 proclaims:
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It is He Who has let free the two bodies of flowing water: one palatable
and sweet, and the other salt and bitter; yet has He made a barrier
between them, a partition that is not to be passed.(25:53)23°

The above verse clearly states that two great water bodies, one
palatable and sweet and other salt and bitter are allowed meeting
freely but there is a barrier between the two which forbids their easy
mixing. Perhaps, this is regarding mixing of river water with sea water.
The river water is sweet and palatable whereas the sea water is salty
and bitter. The water from the two sources mixes but there remains a
barrier which only an eye withess can see.

3.4.12. TWO SEAS DONOT INTERMIX AND THERE IS
BARRIER BETWEEN

This is very astonishing that the Qur'an mentions about non-mixing
water, where two seas meet. The Qur‘an in chapter 55, verse No.19-

20 proclaims as follows:
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He has let free two seas meeting together. Between them is a Barrier
which they do not transgress. (55: 19-20)33!

The Arabic word ‘barzakh’ means a barrier or a partition and ‘maraja’
literally means they both meet and mix with each other.?3? The verse
above indicates that the two seas though meet with each other do not
cross and barriers existing between them as like a thin wall. The
barrier may be visible or invisible. However, it is not made clear
whether this property is common for any two seas or is applicable to
any two particular seas. This property of seas that they meet but
donot intermix is an important indication for the oceanographers for
investigation and they have discovered now that a barrier separates
two neighboring seas called ‘a front” comparing to the front between
two armies. Each of two seas retains its own characteristics.?*®> Such
situation is seen near Gibraltar where Atlantic ocean and
Mediterranean sea meets.?** In the light of modern oceanography,
scientists are now in a better position to explain the above idea put
forward by the Qur‘an .%*°

3.4.13: CONCEPT OF ARCHAEOLOGY IN THE QUR’'AN

We know from different history and other sources that there were
many developed civilization on the earth which were destroyed
perhaps for natural calamities. To search for such destroyed
habitation, buildings, monuments etc there are archaeological
departments in different countries and in the present day Archaeology
has been grown up as separate subject of study. However, the Qur’an
gave indication on such a matter 1400 years ago in its different
revelations.?3® In chapter 10, verse No13, the Quran says:
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Generations before you We destroyed when they did wrong: their
Messengers came to them with clear-Signs, but they would not believe!
thus do We requite those who sin! (10:13)?37
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There are some other revelations on it: (English translation)

But how many (countless) generations before them We have destroyed....
(19:98)238

See they not how many of those before them We did destroy? —
Generations We had established on the earth, in strength such as We have
given to yotu ....... (06:06)239

But the (mighty) blast overtook them at sunrise and We turned the (the
cities) upside down and rained down on them brimstones hard as backed

clay ........ ....... (15:73-84)240

How many towns have We destroyed ( for their sins)? Our
punishment took them on a sudden by night or while they slept for
their afternoon rest. (07:04)2#

Such other revelations are available in the Qur'an such as (34:13-15),
(11, 44), (38:03), (34:42)

3.4.14: SOUND ENERGY CAN KILL MAN

The Qur'‘an mentions that some nations were destroyed for the sin
they committed sending tremendous sound. The following verses may
be considered:
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It was no more than a single mighty Blast, and behold! they were (like
ashes) quenched and silent. (36:29)242
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For We sent against them a single Mighty Blast, and they became like the
dry stubble used by one who pens cattle. (54:31) 243

Here the verses clearly mention that sound energy is sufficient to Kkill
human or destroy a nation or community.
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SECTION -V
METAPHYSICAL IDEAS IN THE QUR’AN

Nature of all physical matters lie within the scientific investigations and
also can be explained to know their reality, but metaphysical events lie
permanently beyond the scope of physical science.?** We know that
Metaphysics is the branch of Philosophy that deals with the reality and
knowledge. It deals with everything that might exist, but there is no
means of detecting the same; whereas in the physical world things are
such that we can touch, hear, see, smell and even taste. The Qur‘an
has put forward many ideas which are metaphysical in nature.
However, to get a comprehensive study of the different Qur’anic
concepts, the following matters are considered under this study of the
Qur’an.

3.5.1. CONCEPT OF ALLAH (GOD) IN THE QUR’AN

When we see our surroundings and sky over us we find the
mysterious things which we call nature. We see there are perfectly
ordered arrangement in nature. With the development of modern
science man has become able to see through telescope, microscope
etc more clearly many distant and minute objects. But the mystery of
nature cannot be discovered to the satisfaction of human mind. Man
has been searching for suitable answer of the question that who has
created all these things. Certainly there is a very wise planner or
designer behind the perfectly ordered natural creation. In fact, from
time immemorial man has been searching for the creator of the
universe. The beauty of nature, the mystery of natural laws and the
horror of natural calamities compels man to think over the force
behind all these. With the advent of religions this has been answered
as supernatural power who has been regarded as creator and sustainer
of the universe.

He is worshipped in different names in different religions such
Allah, God, etc. Though there is no scientific proof in favour of
existence of God, but there is sufficient reasoning in admitting the
existence of creator of the universe. There is very nice order in the
natural process in the whole universe which means that there is best
planner behind all the natural activities whose knowledge and power is
beyond the human limitation. The existence of Creator, as designer
(cause) may be presumed because His design could be seen by us.
This is an indirect argument to support the existence of a supreme
Creator.
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Almost every religion of the world advises its followers directly or
indirectly to believe in the existence of the Creator, Who is
Omnipotent, Omnipresent, Omniscient, Self created, and beyond all
forms of limitations. He being infinite, endless, is not tangible to any
one.

3.5.1.1: THE WORD ‘'ALLAH’ IS A UNIQUE PROPER
NOUN IN ARABIC

The word Allah in Arabic is a proper noun, but it has no gender or
plural form and is applicable to the only true God, the unimaginable
Supreme Being as defined by the Qur‘an which gives a very clear
concept of Allah, the Creator and Sustainer of the Universe. It is the
personal name of the One True God. He is the ultimate Truth (22:06).
He exists by Himself encompassing all attributes of perfection. Nothing
else can be called Allah. He has no partner (59:23). He has created
everything on the earth and the heavens and entire creation belongs
to Him (04:126). He is sustainer of all; everything in the heavens and
the earth prostates to Allah (13:15) and declares His praise and glory
(17:44), (24:41), (59:24), (57:01). He has the dominion of heavens
and the earth (57:02). When he decides any affair, He just says, be
and it is (04:68).

The word Allah is a reflection of the unique concept that the Qur'an
associated with the God. According to Qur'an Allah is the creator and
Sustainer of the universe, who is similar to none and nothing, is
comparable to Him. In the Qur‘an the term ‘Allah’ has been used as
the basic name of the Lord of the universe. No term from other
languages can be substituted to mean ‘Allah’ of Qur‘an, though every
language in the world has one or more terms that are used in
reference to God and sometimes to lesser deities. This shows its
exclusivity when compared to the word ‘God’ which can be made plural
i.e Gods and feminine i.e ‘Goddess’.

Allah is not only a concept of ritualistic worship, but the
Possessor of all the dimension of Higher Excellence with Absolute
Perfection. He is the Infinite, the Absolute, the One (Ahad) and the
Indivisible God, who neither incarnates nor has any partner and
Compeer. He is Transcendent in His Being and Immanent in the
cosmos, through His Love, Knowledge and Power. To Him belongs the
dominion of heavens and the earth. The Qur‘an proclaims:
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To Allah belong the East and the West: whither so ever ye turn, there is
Allah’s Face. For Allah is All-Embracing, All-Knowing. (02:115)245
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And He has subjected to you, as from Him, all that is in the heavens and
on earth: Behold in that are the Signs indeed for those who reflect.

(45:13)%46

3.5.1.2: ATTRIBUTES OF ALLAH

Allah has many good names besides His primary and basic name Allah.
Generally it is discussed about 99 qualitative or secondary names
available in the Qur’an. In this regard, the Qur’an proclaims:
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He is Allah, the Creator, the Originator, the Fashioner. To Him belong the
Most Beautiful Names: whatever is in the heavens and on the earth, doth
declare His Praises and Glory: and He is the Exalted in Might, the Wise.

(59:24)>47

He is the Lord of the heavens and the earth. He has knowledge
over all things and He is most wise, well acquainted, full of Wisdom
and Knowledge (43:84). He knows what is in your hearts and has
power over all things (03:29). He gives life and death to all .He is the
first with no beginning and He is the last with no end. He has created
everything, but He is uncreated and beyond all limitations. The Qur’an
proclaims:
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To Him belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: It is He Who
gives Life and Death; and He has Power over all things. He is the First
and the Last, the Evident and the Hidden: and he has full knowledge of all
things (57:02-03)?48

There are many other verses regarding attributes of Allah (English
translation) such as:

It was We who created man and know what suggestions his soul makes to
him ; for We are nearer to him than (his) jugular vein.(50:16)349

He knows what is in the heavens and on earth; and He knows what ye
conceal and what ye reveal: yea, Allah knows well the (secrets) of (all)
hearts. (64:4)?5°

With Him are the keys of the unseen, the treasures that none knowethbut
He, whatever there is on the earth and in the sea. Not a leaf doth fall but
with his knowledge: there is not a grain in the darkness (or depths) of the
earth, nor anything fresh or dry (green or withered) , but is ( inscribed) in
a Record clear ( to those who can read). (06:59)35!

To Allah belongeth all that is in the heavens and on earth. Whether ye
show what is in your minds or conceal it, Allah Calleth you to account for
it. He forgiveth whom He pleaseth, and punisheth whom He pleaseth, for
Allah hath power over all things (02:284)252

Allah! There is no god but He, - the Living, the Self-subsisting, Supporter
of all, no slumber can seize Him nor sleep. His are all things in the
heavens and on earth. Who is thee can intercede in His presence except as
He permitteth? He knoweth what (appeared to His creatures as) Before
or After or Behind them. Nor shall they encompass aught of His
knowledge except as He willeth. His Throne doth extend over the heavens
and the earth, and He feeleth no fatigue in guarding and preserving
them: for He is the Most High, the Supreme (in glory). (02:255)353
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.................................. Who knows the unseen, -from Whom is not hidden
the least little atom in the Heavens or on the earth: nor is there anything
less than that, or greater, but is in the Record Perspicuous. (34:03)%54

Everything in the earth and the heaven is under His able control. He is
no way dependent on anything and has all beauties and qualities. He
is the Evolver of Everything that constitutes the cosmos equally. He is
the Righteous God who bestows no special favour on any individual or
community on the basis of such distinction as those of the race or
colour or creed. He knows the unseen. (35:38)

The purpose of the creation by the God is to manifest his attributes.
The humankind is created for the worship of the creator and the other
livings and non livings are in the service of the man on the earth. The
Quran proclaims:
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And I created the jinn and humankind only that they might worship Me
(51:56).255

There are other verses of the Qur'an to be mentioned here as the
attributes of Allah (English translation):

To Him is the knowledge of the Hour. (Allah is the) Master of the Day of
Judgment (01:04)?5¢ where human being will face trial after rebirth.

And blessed is He to Whom belongs the dominion of the heavens and the
earth, and all between them: with Him is the Knowledge of the Hour (of
Judgment): and to Him shall ye be brought back. (43:85 )?57

To Allah belongs the dominion of heavens and the earth. He creates what
He wills. He bestows (children) male or female according to His Will

(42:49)?58

There are many other verses in the Qur'an which gives us vivid picture
about the attributes of Allah, the Supreme Creator and Sustainer of
the universe. As such the Qur’anic concept of God ( Allah) is the
Authority that which is The Absolute, The Eternal, The Alive and have
infinite attributes and the lord of Worlds and Mankind.?>°
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3.5.1.2.1 ALLAH IS ONE AND HAS NO PARTNER

The Qur’an has laid great emphasis on the Unity of God (Tauhid) and
all the social and moral rules of the humankind are outcome of this
concept. If one belives in one God, the Almighty removes all types of
superstitions, fetish and dogmas and pave the way for the opportunity
of clear understanding for distinguishing between good and evil. There
is no God but Allah, He has no partner. He is incomparable. The
concept of God having offspring or son is totally in contradiction with
Qur'anic thought of God. Perhaps the most beautiful identity of Allah is
given in the following revelations.( English translation)

Say, He is Allah, the One ; Allah, the Eternal, Absolute ;He begetteth not,
nor is He begotten ;And there is none like unto Him( 112:01-04)26°

He to Whom belongs the dominion of the heavens and the earth: no son
has He begotten, nor has He a partner in His dominion: it is He Who
created all things, and ordered them in due proportions.(25:02)21

Here the Qur'an states about the God Who is unmanifest and is not
comparable to any one. He does not take any shape, even human
shape. This clearly indicates that the God of the Qur'an is not
comprehensible in human sense and hence also the realm of science.
Thus exact nature of God is not knowable for He is beyond
comprehension.?®? Here God is not exclusively an Islamic God, but
God of every human being and of the whole universe who is all
pervading, not limited to space or time. The Qur’an states:
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No vision can grasp Him, but His grasp is over all vision; He is subtle
Well aware. (06:103)23

The English translation of a few verses may be mentioned as the
identity one True Allah. Allah has no offspring and has no partner. So
there is no in fight in the universe on the ownership or supremacy of
God ship. The Qur’an proclaims: (English translation)

Allah is He, then Whom there is no other god: - Who knows (all things)
both secret and open; He, Most Gracious, Most Merciful. (59: 22)264
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And your God is One God: there is no god but He, Most Gracious, Most
Merciful. (02:163)264@

No son did Allah beget, nor is there any god along with Him: ( if there
were many gods), behold, each god would have taken away what he had
created, and some would have lorded it over others! Glory to Allah ( He is
free) from the (sort of ) things they attribute to Him! (23:91)265

And is He, then Whom there is no other god; the Sovereign , the Holy
One, the Source of Peace ( and Perfection) , the Guardian of Faith, the
Preserver of Safety, the Exalted in Might, the Irresistible, the justly Proud
glory to Allah ! (He is He) above the partners they attribute to Him.

(59:23)260

The Qur'an put forward argument in the following verse regarding
oneness of the God.( English translation)

If there were, in the heavens and the earth, other gods besides Allah, there
would have been ruin in both! But glory to Allah, the Lord of the Throne: (
High is He) above what they attribute to Him! (21:22)267

In the Quran, the term ' We’ has been used to mean Allah in many
revelations. So, there may be a doubt in the claim of the Qur'an in the
uniqueness of Allah. It is known to all that the term ‘We’ is a pronoun
in plural form. However, in Arabic the term *‘We’ is not only used as a
plural form, but also used to mean greatness, majesty, glory, high
rank and position in singular as well.2%8

3.5.1.3: ATTRIBUTES OF ALLAH HAS NO LIMIT

Allah’s attributes has no Ilimit, His virtues are boundless and
inexhaustible. In chapter 31, verse No.27 the Qur’an states:
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And if all the trees on earth were pens and the sea (were ink), with seven
behind it to add to its (supply), yet would not the words of Allah be
exhausted (in the writing) : for Allah is Exalted in power, full of Wisdom.

(31:27)269
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The same theme has been echoed in other verses also (18:109).He is
above all human limitations (02:225).He is Omnipresent, Omniscient,
Most Gracious , Most Merciful (59:22) and Creator Supreme (15:86).
He gives life and death and to Whom the final return of the soul
(50:43), (15:23).

3.5.2. FIRST MAN AND WOMAN WERE LIVING IN
HEAVEN

From the following revelation of the Qur’an, it is evident that according
to the Qur’an, the first man and his mate were living in the heaven,
from where they were sent to the earth.The following verse indicates
about it . ( English translation)

We said, “Get ye down all from here: and if, as is sure, there comes to you
guidance from Me, whosoever follows My guidance, on them shall be no
fear, nor shall they grieve.” (02.38)27°

Allah created Adam and his mate and let them to live in paradise.
However, they were asked not to go near a particular tree. But they
violated the order due to instigation of devil and ultimately they were
expelled from the paradise.

3.5.2.1. LANGUAGE WAS FIRST TAUGHT TO ADAM, THE
FIRST MAN

The first man, Adam who was created by Allah in the Paradise was
taught names of all things before sending him to earth with his wife
Eve. So the Qur’an indicates that language for communication among
human beings was the gift of God.The Qur'an proclaims:
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And He taught Adam the names of all things; then He placed them before
the angels, and said: “Tell Me the names of these if you are
right.”(02:31)27

Here the word adam (Adam) means human being.He was the first
human being created by Allah and was also taught language to speak.
We know that a language is a systematic arrangement of words. Since
all words are actually names of certain things in parts of speech, the
names taught to Adam is the first language of mankind.
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3.5.3. SPIRIT IS THE COMMAND OF ALLAH

The Qur‘an has specifically mentioned that Allah created Adam as the
first man and breathed His spirit in him from which began the journey
of man on the earth. The Qur‘an proclaims: (English translation)

They ask you about ‘the Spirit’, Say, “The Spirit comes by the command of
my Lord, but you have given only a little knowledge” (17:85)272

The Qur'an here declares that only little knowledge is given to man
regarding spirit of man. The following revelations may be considered:

When I have finished him (in due proportion) and breathed into him of
My spirit, fall ye down in obeisance unto Him.( 15:29)273

The Qur'an mentions that man is created out of clay and water (wet
clay). Allah breathed into him His spirit to make him alive (15:28-29),
and (38:71-72). Therefore, the soul in man is divine in nature which is
distinct from matter and is not physical. Hence, it is beyond the
knowledge of physical sciences. 24 On death every living things
decays and ultimately converts in to elements of the earth forming the
biosphere. It has already been discussed that the major elements in
the human body of the earth’s biosphere are Carbon, Hydrogen,
Nitrogen, Oxygen, Phosphorus and Sulphur which return to their basic
state. The main constituent of living body is water. Since every living
thing including human being are mortal , on death the constituting
elements disintegrate but not destroyed as far as the physical laws
concerned. The divine sprit returns to its metaphysical state living
behind the body to disintegrate as per physical and chemical laws.?”®

3.5.4. THE DAY OF JUDGEMENT

According to the Qur‘an, the present life of a human is only trial
preparation for next perpetual life. The Qur‘an proclaims that there will
be a time when the entire universe will be destroyed and recreated
along with all human beings. This day will be the Day of Judgment as
mankind and jinn kind will face judgment of Allah, the Almighty. The
following verses may be considered. (English translation)

No just estimate have they made of Allah, such as is due to Him: on the
Day of judgment, the whole of the earth will be but His handful, and the
heavens will be rolled up in His right hand: glory to Him! High is He
above the Partners they attribute to Him! (39:67)276
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The Day when they will hear a (mighty) Blast in (very) truth: that will be
the Day of Resurrection. (50:42)%77

3.5.4.1. RESURRECTION OF DEAD

After the Doomsday man will be recreated to face judgment. The
following verses of the Qur’an proclaims about the same very clearly.

Every soul shall have a taste of death: in the end to Us shall ye brought
back.(29:57)*78

How can ye reject the faith in Allah? — seeing that ye were without life,
and He gave you life; then will He cause you to die and will bring you to
life; and again to Him will ye return ( 02:28)279

From the (earth) did We create you and into it shall We return you, and
from it shall We bring you once again. (20:55)?5°

They say, “what! When we are reduced to bones and dust, should we
really be raised up ( to be) a new creation. Say.” (Nay) be stones or Iron.
“Or any created matter which, in your minds, is hardest (to be raised

up)... (17:49 - 51)*8

The trumpet shall be sounded, when behold! from the sepulchres (men)
will rush forth to their Lord! (36:51)282

And verily the Hour will come: there can be no doubt about it, or about
(the fact) that Allah will raise up all who are in thr graves.(22:07)283

It is Allah Who sends forth the Winds, so that they raise up the Clouds,
and We drive them to a land that is dead, and revive the earth therewith
after its death: even so (will be) the Resurrection! (35:9)2%4

There are many other verses in the Qur'an regarding this matter.

From the above verses it is clear that according to Qur'an man will be
resurrected after death in the Day of Judgment. He knows the remains
of human body which the earth takes after death of mankind and Allah
has the system which records everything to His knowledge. And Allah
has the power to create exactly the same person even his finger prints
will be same.

Now with the development of cloning science, it is felt possible to get
new life for the extinct species.?®’
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3.5.4.2. ON THE DAY OF JUDGEMENT HUMAN BEING
WILL HAVE TO FACE ACCOUNT OF ACTVITIES
ON THE EARTH

The Qur'an declares that in the Day of Judgment all human souls will
have to face the special audit of his deeds on the earth. The following
verses of the Qur'an may be considered.

And thou wilt see every sect bowing the knee: Every sect will be called to
its Record: "This Day shall ye be recompensed for all that ye did!

( 45:2 8)286

And say: "Work (righteousness): Soon will Allah observe your work, and
His Messenger, and the Believers: Soon will ye be brought back to the
knower of what is hidden and what is open: then will He show you the
truth of all that ye did." (9:105)”"

And when the scrolls are laid open. (81:10)258

Ye did not seek to hide yourselves, lest your hearing, your sight, and your
skins should bear witness against you! But ye did think that Allah knew
not many of the things that ye used to do! (41:22 )289

The skin is the exposed portion of the nervous system. It may be
regarded as external nervous system of human being. The surface
area of the skin has sensory receptors for heat, cold, pain, pressure
etc.”®® Human organs will give witness on the Day of Judgment.

3.5.5. CONCEPTS OF ANGELS IN THE QUR’AN

The Qur‘an in many of its revelations mentions about the angels, a
divine race which are unseen to the humankind, but they also worship
Allah, the Almighty According to Prophetic narrations called Hadith the
angels were created from light (Noor) and Jinn from smokeless fire,
where as Adam was created from soil. Hazrat A’shah ( Ra) narrated
that the Prophet (Pbuh) said:

Angels were created from light, jinn were created from smokeless fire,

and Adam was created from that which has been described to you ( in the
Qur’an).( Muslim)29+
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Allah has created them for His worship and to obey His orders. The
Quran proclaims:
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Praise be to Allah, the Originator of heavens and the earth, Who made the
angels as messengers having wings two, three and four ( pairs).. He adds
to the creation as He pleases; for Allah has power over all things.

(35:01)292
8 Gll s 50350 IS 03 S < 2 5T AT 58

The angels and the spirit ascend unto Him in a Day the measure whereof
is (as) fifty thousand years. (70:04)?93

One more revelations in English translation may be considered:

Say, ‘ The angel of death , put in charge of you, will (duly) take your
souls; then shall be brought back to your Lord’ ( 32:11)294

The Qur’an indicated that the Angels were created before the creation
of man on the earth, though any specific time is not mentioned in the
Quran. The following verse of the Qur'an may be noted.( English
translation)

Behold, thy Lord said to the angels; “I will create a vicegerent on earth.”
They said: “Will Thou place therein one who will make mischief therein
and shed blood? - whilst we do celebrate Thy praises and glorify Thy holy
(name)?” He said: “I know what ye know not” (02:30)295

However, the Qur’an is silent about the source from which angels are
created. But as mentioned above from traditions of the prophet it is
known that the angels were created from light and they are neither
male nor female.

We know that light is an energy in scientific terminology. Hence the
angels in the Qur'an may have some relation with radiant energy.?®°
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3.5.5.1: ANGELS HAVE WINGS:

The Quran describes that the angels posses wings as two, three or four
pairs. The Quran proclaims:

Praise be to Allah, the Originator of the heavens and the earth, Who made
the angels Messengers with wings- two, or three or four (pairs): He adds
to Creation as He pleases: for Allah has power over all things. (35:01)297

Here the angels are described as messengers with two, three or four
wings. The wings here may means different means of transportation of
messages.?*® These may also indicate about their existence different
dimensions.

3.5.5.2. TWO ANGELS TAKE ACCOUNT OF EACH MAN
The Qur’an in chapter 50, Verse No.17 states (English translation)

Behold, two (guardian angels) appointed to learn (his doings) learn (and
noted them), one sitting on the right and one on the left. (50:17)299

One more verse in English translation in this regard:

Or do they think that We hear not their secrets and their private counsels?
Indeed (We do), and Our messengers are by them, to record. (43:80)30°

Not a word does he utter but there is a sentinel by him, ready (to note it) .
( 50:18)301

Two angels are appointed over each man to keep watch and record his
activities throughout his life on the earth. All good and bad acts are
recorded by these invisible forces through system perfect in all
respects. There may be forces of electromagnetic waves, sound waves,
light waves etc to act for this purpose as like cassette records. 3°2 This
indicates as like Closed circuit Camera angels or forces are recording
every activities of individual man.

3.5.5.3. ALLAH GIVES BALANCE AND SECURITY TO
MANKIND

The Quran has mentioned that Allah has appointed angels for security
every human on the earth. The Qur'an proclaims:

For him (each person) there are angels in succession, before and behind
him. They guard him by the Command of Allah! Verily........ (13:11)303
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Perhaps the force which keeps the balance of our body is mentioned
here symbolically.

3.5.6. THE CONCEPT OF JINN

The Qur’an is the unique scripture in the world to mention about the
creation and existence of a special type of living intelligent species
named Jinn existing before man and the Qur’an is very clear about the
existence of Jinnkind on the earth. Even there is a chapter of the
Qur‘an has been named as Jinn. Every believer in Islam has to believe
in the existence of Jinn. The Qur'an proclaims:
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And the Jinn race We had created before from the fire of a scorching
wind.(15:27).304

He created man from sounding clay like unto pottery. And He created
Jaans (forefather of Jinn) from fire free of smoke (55: 14-15)3°5

From the above verses it is clearly indicated that the origin of Jinkind
was from smokeless fire. This indicates that the Jinn may be created
from some energy and as such it may have different atomic formation
beyond the perceptive power of man.?°® It is confirmed by many
traditions of the prophet that Jinn have free will and they also live on
the earth in parallel to mankind. But they are physically invisible from
man. The Arabic word Janna means to hide or conceal. However, they
have the facility to take shape of other living being including man as
per needs.

3.5.6.1. JINN WERE CREATED BEFORE MAN

The Qur’an clearly indicates that the Jinnkind was created before the
Mankind. According to the Qur’an on creating Adam, the first man,
when Allah asked the angels to respect the Adam and bow down
before him . All angels obeyed but the Iblis (devil) as he claimed
himself to be superior being created from from fire. The Qur’an states:
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(Allah) said: “What prevented thee from prostrating, when I commanded
thee?” He said: “I am better than he: Thou didst create me from fire , and
him from clay’ (07: 12)3°7

One more revelation in English translation may be considered:

We created man from sounding clay, from mud moulded into shape. And
the jinn race, We created before, from the fire of the scorching wind.
(15:26-27)308

Moreover, as per traditions (Hadith) of Hazrat Muhammad (Pbuh)
Jinkind was created before almost two thousand years of the creation
of humankind. There are many jinn who have adopted and have been
following Islam as their religion. There are good jinn and also evil jinn

3.5.6.2. THE CONCEPT OF SATAN (DEVIL)

Satan is the evil force among the jinn which provoke man to commit
sin. It is said in different traditions of the prophet that Iblis was the
leader of the tribal group of angels called Jinn. It is already discussed
that jinn were created from smokeless fire. The jinn were dwelling on
the earth, before the advent of man, once they created chaos and
made bloodshed. Allah sent Iblis, the leader of Jinn with his group and
they fought and made the earth free from chaos ang got the status of
angel .But when Allah ordered all angels to bow down before Adam,
this Iblis refused and was got out from the heaven being cursed by
Allah. The Qur’an proclaims:
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And behold, We said to the angels: “ Bow down to Adam” and they bowed
down; not so Iblis; he refused and was haughty; he was of those who
reject Faith.(02:34)3°9
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In another verse the Qur’an clearly mentions that the Iblis was a Jinn.
So it is clear that some jinns may have the status of angels. The Quran
proclaims:
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Behold! We said to the angels. ‘Prostate to Adam’; they prostrated except
Iblis. He was one of the jinns, and he broke the Commands of his Lord will
ye then take him and his progeny as protectors rather than Me? And they
are enemies to you! Evil would be the exchange for the wrong
doers!(18:50)31°

Thus, Allah cursed iblis as to become Satan i.e an arrogant revel.
Among the jinns the followers of Iblis are all Satan. Satan is the jinn
who are disobedient to the teaching of Allah that is mischievous and
evil. However, all jinns are not Satan. Satan functions in group and
they have leader and there is innumerable number of Satans working
under him. There are many other revelations in the Qur‘an concerning
this matter. The human being is alerted time again to be aware of
Satan. The Qur’an proclaims:
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O ye people! Eat of what is on the earth lawful and good and don’t follow
the footsteps of Satan for he is to you, an avowed enemy. (02:168)3"

There are more revelations in the Qur'an regarding the concept of
satan.Thus, Satan influences human thought and awake in him the
passions to provoke him to indulge in wrong or bad activities.
However, Satan in Arabic language is a general term meaning any
arrogant rebel.
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3.5.6.3. THE QUR’'AN PROVIDES SPECIFIC INFORMATION ON
JINN

All religions have given some concept about the existence of bodiless
spirits or aliens or demons in the world. However, the Quran is very
clear about the existence of Jinkind .The Jinkind is intelligent living
creation of Allah as like Mankind, but in different shape and life
supporting zone. However, there are Jinn good or bad. The Arabic
word ‘Jinn’ has the origin from ‘Janna’ means hide.The Jinn are
physically invisible to man and they are created with free will. Jinn
have been created for the purpose to let them worship Allah as like
human being. The Quran proclaims: (English translation)

And I created the jinn and humankind only that they might worship Me
(51:56).312

Many of them hear the Qur‘an and also believe in it and worship Allah.
(72:01) and they follow the religion of Islam as the Quran proclaims
that the prophet of Islam is the Messenger for Jinn as well as men.
(06:130). The believers in Jinn also do good deeds and do justice in
submission to the will of Allah (72:14). The Jinn are unseen i.e not
tangible for man, though they are intelligent creatures.

.3.5.6.4. RATIONAL OUTLOOK ON THE EXISTENCE OF
ANGELS AND JINNS

Every Muslim must believe in the existence of Angels and Jinn, since
their existence is clearly mentioned in the Qur'an. Off course there are
many people in this world who deny the existence of another being as
Jinkind on the earth. Some even believe that jinn if any is evil form of
soul of man and angels are inclination for good in the soul of man.
Even some people say that Jinn are the bacteria and microbes that
modern science has discovered. However, different religions and folk
literature have mentions about angels, demons, devil, fairy and evil
spirits called Bhut etc. In the last centuries scientific research has been
going about the UFO popularly called aliens. Therefore, the scientific
community is also in a position so that they cannot undoubtedly deny
the existence of some living being which escape human eye.
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3.5.7. THE HEREAFTER

It means Life after Death. The concept of Hereafter has been
repeatedly mentioned in the Qur’an. It is an eternal world for mankind
when after death man will be resurrected for judgment and to stay
immortal in the metaphysical world of Hereafter. Thus, it will be totally
a different world and is unseen to the living being of this world.3!3

3.5.7.1. THE CONCEPT OF DOOMSDAY

The Qur'an mentions about Doomsday repeatedly. It is the time of the
collapse of the universe when all physical laws in the present system
will be nonfunctional and the universe shall be changed to different
existence. All will come back to Life for the Day of Judgment.

3.5.7.2. THE PARARDISE

The Qur’an in its many revelations time and again affirmed about the
existence of Paradise, that is the abode of good doers. The man and
Jinn who will do good deeds on the earth will be rewarded by providing
their permanent living place at the Paradise, where there will be
limitless happiness for ever. The Qur'an proclaims:

(O Prophet!) Announce glad tidings to those who believe in this Book and
do righteous deeds (in accordance with its teachings), that for them are
gardens beneath which rivers flow. Their fruits will have such
resemblance to those of the earth that whenever they will be provided
with those fruits they will say : “It was this which was granted to us on
the earth before.” For them there shall be pure spouses, and there they
shall abide for ever ( 02:25)314

There are many other revelations on paradise as described in the
Quran

3.5.7.2.1. THE WIDTH OF THE PARADISE

The Paradise is very very large. The Qur'an has given some idea about
its vastness. The Qur‘an proclaims:
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Be quick in the race for forgiveness from your Lord and for a Garden
whose width is that (of the whole) of the heavens and of the earth,
prepared for the righteous people, - (03:133)3'5

There are other revelations concerning this.

3.5.7.3. THE HELL

Like Paradise, Allah has made ready a place called Hell where the
wrong doers will be placed there to get punishment after their
judgment on the Day of Judgment. The Qur‘an declares (English
translation)

And surely, Hell is promised place for them all. It (Hell) has seven gates,
for each of those gates is a (special) class (of sinners) assigned. (15:43-

44).316

3.5.8: EVERYTHING ON THE EARTH AND HEAVENS
PRAISES ALLAH

The Qur‘an declares that every thing in the earth and the heavens
praise in the of Allah but man cannot realize the same. Even, the
Qur’an claims that everything in the universe bows down before Allah,
the Creator of the universe. The Quran proclaims: (English translation)

The seven heavens and the earth, and all beings therein, declare His
glory: there is not a thing but celebrates His praise; and yet ye
understand not how they declare His glory! Verily he is the oft forbearing,
Most Forgiving!(17:44)37

There are many other verses such as (24:41), (13:15), (55:29),
(61:01),(62:01) (16:49) in this regard.

3.5.8.1: EVERYTHINHG IN THE HEAVENS AND THE
EARTH PROSTATE TO ALLAH

The Qur’‘an proclaims very nicely:
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And the herbs and the trees - both (alike) bow in adoration. (55:06)318
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One more revelation in English translation:

Seest thou not that to Allah bow down in worship all things that are in the
heavens and on earth,- the sun, the moon, the stars; the hills, the trees, the
animals; and a great number among mankind? But a great number are
(also) such as are fit for Punishment: and such as Allah shall disgrace,-
None can raise to honour: for Allah carries out all that He wills.( 22:18)319

3.5.9 : THE DIVINE DATABASE

The Qur'an mentions that every action of the heavens and the earth
including all living and non living is recorded in a Divine Database or
Universal Database. The Quran proclaims:
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Allah doth blot out or confirm what He pleaseth: with Him is the Mother
of the Book, (13:39)32°
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Verily We shall give life to the dead, and We record that which they send
before and that which they leave behind, and of all things have We taken
account in a clear Book (of evidence). (36:12)321

The mother of the Book referred above is as if a huge computer server
for the entire universe from where all information are processed or
regulated.Such idea has been reflected in other verses such as
(06:59), (55:29), 27:75), (50:04), (57:22) and (21:47) etc.
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
