The structure of an argumentative essay should

take the form of – introduction (which should around

ten percent of the entire essay). Body (it should

constitute eighty percent of the piece) and the

conclusion (again, ten percent of the essay). The

introduction should function at the hook which draws

the reader in and holds his attention, the body

should include cogent and coherently linked

paragraphs and the conclusion should re-state the

argument and offer a substantial ending to the

piece.
