Case Studyon Recent Stock Market Crash :
The recent bloodbath on Dalal Street on 7th
April, 2025 followed global market turmoil
triggered by US President Donald Trumph’s
tariff increase and China’s retailatory measures
undertaken. This ongoing exchange of trade
rstrictons has generated significant concerns
regarding international trade and economic
development. The Federal Reserve Chairman
Jerome Powell noted that the tariffs exceeded
antcipated levels and cautioned about their
potential effects on inflation and economic
expansion, contributing to the unclear prospects
for the US economy. The comprehensive nature
of these tariffs caught market participants off-
guard, leading to substantial declines across
international financial markets. The Nasdaq
moved into bear market territory by declining
over 20% form its latest high point. The Indian
stock market reflected the broader international
decline with significant drops acrossAsian
markets starting from Hong Kong’s Hang Seng
index droping over 13%, Tokyo’s Nikkei 225
declining nearly 8%, Shanghai SSE Composite
index falling over 7%, and South Korea’s Kospi
decreasing more than 5%. European markets
also expreienced significant selling pressure,
declining by upto 6%.
