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CHAPTER-V 

ANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATION OF DATA 

  In the preceding chapters, Introduction, Theoretical framework of the Study, Review of 

related literature, Methodology is presented. The present chapter deals with the analysis 

and interpretation of collected data by the investigator to fulfill the objectives specified in 

the previous chapter.  

5.1 A Brief Outline of Analysis 

The analysis and interpretation of data is divided in to Two Sections viz. Section-I and 

Section- II. 

Section-I deals with the History of the Kaibartta in Assam, Section-II deals with, the 

Present Status of the Kaibartta in Barak Valley, Educational and Socio-economic status 

of the Kaibartta in Barak Valley and Problems of the Kaibartta community in their 

Educational Attainment.                                

5.2 SECTION-I 

This section deals with the theoretical analysis based on the verbal communication with 

the respondents by the investigator and the information collected through the two tools. 

So on the basis of their Oral History, facts, views, and comments, of the respondents as 

well as various books, journals and web sites the analysis of the history of Kaiabartta in 

Assam and Barak Valley is done. 

5.2.1 History of the Kaibartta in Assam 
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In this very section the researcher has discussed about the History of the Kaibartta in 

Assam. A detail discussion in this regard is given in the Chapter-II (Theoretical 

Framework of the Study).  The researcher has given the information regarding the origin 

and history of the people of the Kaibartta community in Assam as well as in Barak 

Valley. The researcher personally visited different Villages/Areas while administering the 

tools and interacted with the people of the Kaibartta community and noted down the 

views, comments and also consulted various books, journals, research studies etc. for 

information regarding the history of the Kaibartta community.    

5.2.2 History of the Kaibartta in Assam and Barak Valley 

 Presently the people of Kaibartta community are scattered all over India even in 

Bangladesh also. They have a long history in Assam. In the period of Pre-partition of 

India also they were living in Assam but their number was very less, and in the Post-

partition India especially in Assam, Tripura and West Bengal their number have been 

increased and presently they are the largest group in Assam among the sixteen notified 

Scheduled Castes having a population of 581,559 that is (31.8% according to 2001 

census) of the total SC population in the state. 

The primary occupation of the Kaibartta has been that of fishing since their earliest days 

but cultivation is also found among them. Therefore, by profession (traditional) the 

people of Kaibartta community are divided into two groups Fisherman and Farmer / 

Cultivator (commonly known as Halia Kaibartta and Jalia Kaibartta). Anthropologically 

the Kaibartta belongs to the Dravidian origin and Hindu by religion.   

  Among the Kaibarttas, there are different clans like Kashyap, Sandilya, Maudgalya, 

Bharadwaj, Alamanya etc.  Like wise, there are different surnames also among them e.g. 
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Das, Das Chaudhury, Cahudhury, Das Mazumdar, Mazumdar, Adhikari, Pandit, Biswas, 

Sarkar, Nag, Paramanik, Kazi, Paul, Roy, Goswami, Khasnabish, Bhuyan, Baishnab, Das 

Gupta etc.  

  To talk about the migration of the people, Sri Udayon Misra, in his book, (“Nation 

Building and Development in North East India” page: 11-12) has written, “After 

independence, as a result of division of India, millions of refugees came to Assam, 

Tripura and other areas of the North East. These people were mostly peasants, middle 

class traders and job seekers. Assam or the North Eastern region, being backward and 

poor, was not prepared to absorb such a huge influx. The development of industry, trade 

and agriculture were not commensurate with the sudden rise of population in the decades 

of independence. Pressure on land and jobs, on petty trade and commerce accompanied 

by conflicts between the Indian big bourgeoisie and rising regional bourgeois and petty 

bourgeoisie interest of Assam and the North East, and above all the growing fear of being 

overwhelmed and losing one’s identity, pushed the North Eastern region in to turmoil.” 

Thus, along with the people of various religions, castes and Varna and the people of 

Kaibartta community also came as refugee from East-Pakistan (now Bangladesh) and 

settled in different areas of India. Many of them took shelter in different refugee relief 

camps and returned when the situation improved and some of them settled here 

permanently.  

 Hence, like other group of people a large number of people of Kaibartta community also 

had to leave their native place only to save their lives. In all the three districts of Barak 

Valley, viz. Cachar, Karimganj and Hailakandi there are a large number of Kaibartta folk 
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who has migrated after partition of India in 1947. The reason behind the migration of the 

huge number of people, mainly the Hindus was that the there was internal disturbances 

and there was no law and order in the then Pakistan. So due to the fear of insecure future, 

the Hindus had no alternative but to search for a secure place and for their future 

generations and fortunately or unfortunately this safe and secure place was found within  

the boundary of independent India. But such people were also there who did not like to 

give up their fore- fathers land and other properties. So, they remained there. 

But specifically during the partition of Pakistan (East and West) in 1971, the minorities 

of that country’s population mainly, the Hindus realised that the situation has become 

worse, even more dangerous and consequently, gathered lots of bitter and frustrating 

experiences which finally bound them either to surrender or die or to leave the 

motherland forever. Because, there was an indirect (sometimes direct also) threat from 

the people other religious group, specifically the Muslims of the then Pakistan and their 

supporters. The majority of other religious group started to capture the land and other 

properties forcefully as well as to misbehave with the Hindu women and girls (even 

rapped). The people who were the native citizen but supporters and patronizers of the 

Pakistani force, also forcefully snatched the land and properties of the Hindus. The 

inhuman treatment compelled the Hindus to leave their motherland and thus the 

unfortunate people of Kaibartta community also crossed the border and entered in India. 

Resultantly, the landless, penny less Kaibartta took shelter in India (especially in Barak 

Valley  and other parts of Assam, Tripura and West Bengal) and started their new 

struggle for their survival. 
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After independence (partition of India) those (Kaibartta) came from Bangladesh (in 

India) are scattered in a large number in the areas of West Bengal, Jadavpur, Taliganj, 

Dumdum, Beleghata, Baubazar, Birati etc. Beside these, in Agartala, Kamalpur, Udaypur, 

and DharmaNagar of Tripura and in Tinsukia, Hojai, Gauhati, Goalpara, Karimganj and 

Cachar of state Assam, people of Kaibartta community are found large in number.In 

Barak Valley mainly (Cachar, Karimganj and Hailakandi) the people of Kaibartta 

community have migrated from East Pakistan (now Bangladesh) after partition of India 

and scattered mainly in the areas  of Anandapur, Kalyanpur, Santoshpur, Swastipur, 

Phakua, Nagendra Nagar, Kalibari Bazar, Nabingram, Rakesh Nagar, of Sonbeel area 

under Karimganj district. In the villages like Dudhpathil, Kathigorah, Shilkoorie, 

Irongmara, Ratanpur, Harintilla, Harinagar, Baghmara, Silkoorie, Boalmara, Das Para, 

Amtala, Salemabad, Hawaithang, Tarapur, College Road, Ashram Road, Vivekananda 

Road, Rongpur, Topoban Nagar, Kalibarir Char of Cachar district and in Alambag, Bakri 

Hawar, Panchgram, Manacherra, Hailakandi proper etc. of Hailakandi district, people of 

this community are found in noticeable number.

the respondents of the present study) of Barak Valley 512 (54.87%) of respondents use 

Kerosene as a source of lighting in their houses, of which 285 (56.54%) people belong to 

Cachar district, 158 (53.37%) people belong to Karimganj district and 69 (51.87%) of the 

people belong to Hailakandi district. 

  The table also shows that out of the total respondents of the present study, 421(45.12%) 

of them are getting the electricity facility in their houses, of which 219 (43.45%) of the 

respondents belong to Cachar, 138(46.62%) belong to Karimganj and 64(48.12%) 

respondents belong to Hailakandi district. 

 The very table also reveals that among the total respondents of the present study, no 

respondent was found who use solar as source of lighting.

even today and Society pay due regard to the Kaibartta.   

Thanvi, Daulat Raj. (1992) found that the social status and mobility of the youth of the 

weaker sections were still in the transition period. Fifty-nine percent students felt that 

they were victims of social discrimination in spite of welfare programmes, constitutional 

security and several educational efforts after independence. 57.74% respondents were of 

the opinion that there was unequal distribution of government loans /grants. 

 Sharma, G.K. (1991), found that seventy-five percent of the students had good relations 

with urban students.
