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4.1 Introduction:  

Data analysis is the ordering of data into constituent parts in order to obtain 

answers to research questions. And interpretation takes the results of analysis, makes 

inferences and draws conclusions about the relationship. Thus, to interpret is to explain, to 

find meaning. Analysis and Interpretation of Data is an obligatory part of any kind of 

research. It is the most significant and useful step in educational research, which brings 

out results for taking up both short term and long term interventions in order to restructure 

and reform a system. The literary meaning of analysis according to the Encyclopedia 

Dictionary and Dictionary of Education is the study of a literary work for highlighting its 

special features in matter of style, composition, ideas, aesthetic appeal and moral or 

philosophical values. (Biswas & Aggarwal, J.C). Thus, it is the computation of certain 

indices along with searching of patterns of relationships that exists among the data 

groups.  

In the present study data has been analyzed and interpreted according to the 

objectives and hypotheses of the study. 

LEVEL OF ADJUSTMENT 

4.2 Objective-1 to study the level of adjustment of scheduled caste and non- 

scheduled caste students at secondary level in Assam. 

To achieve the prescribed objective designed in the study the researcher has 

developed one adjustment inventory. Adjustment inventory was comprised of five different 

areas that were—health, home, school, social and emotional. This adjustment inventory 

was applied on 700 students including both 350 scheduled castes and 350 non-scheduled 

castes students of rural Kamrup district of Assam. Among 350, 175 were boys and 175 

were girls from the both group. After the collection of data from the sample student’s data 

has been analyzed and interpreted as the follows.

The above table-4.1 shows that scheduled caste and non-scheduled caste students 

of rural Kamrup district have different level of adjustment in the school. The data reveals 

that among scheduled  caste students 51.7% are highly adjusted,43.4% are average 

adjusted and 4.9% are poor adjusted and among  non-scheduled castes 65.4% are highly 

adjusted, 32.6% are average and only 2% are poor adjusted, which shows that non-

scheduled castes students are better adjusted than scheduled castes students at 

secondary level in rural Kamrup district of  Assam. Regarding the level of adjustment we 

can say that there may be so many variables on which adjustment of the school students 

dependent. A study conducted by M.V.R Raju and T. Khaja Rahamtulla on adjustment 

problems among school students found that adjustment of the school children is primarily 

dependent on the school variables like the class in which they are studying, the medium of 

the instruction present in the school, and the type of management of the school. Parental 

education and occupation of the school children also significantly influenced adjustment.

The above table-4.2 reveals that there is a small gap among boys and girls (both 

scheduled castes and non-scheduled castes students) regarding level of adjustment in the 

school. It is observed from the revealed data that among boys 58.9% are highly adjusted, 

37.7% are average adjusted, 3.4% are poor adjusted and among girls 58.3% are highly 

adjusted, 38.3% are average adjusted, 3.4% are poor adjusted, from the data it can be 

conclude that boys and girls are almost equally adjusted at secondary level in rural 

Kamrup district of Assam. Here we can mention some studies that are  found supportive 

to our result- Dutta (1978) found that boys and girls were equally adjusted in their 

environment irrespective of their academic achievement; boys and girls were equally 
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adjusted ; high achievers boys and girls were better adjusted emotionally than low 

achiever boys and girls; there was significant effect  of gender on educational adjustment; 

girls were better adjusted educationally as compared to boys and also high achiever boys 

and girls were better adjusted educationally as Compared to low achievers boys and girls.  

Krishan (1983) found that there was no significant gender difference in school adjustment 

problems and also that high achieving high school student were significantly more 

adjusted than low achieving high school students.

The above table-4.3 shows that scheduled caste boys and scheduled caste girls of 

rural Kamrup district of Assam have different level of adjustment in the school. The data 

reveals that among scheduled caste boys 47.4% are highly adjusted,47.4% are average 

adjusted,5.2% are poor adjusted and among scheduled castes girls 56.0% are highly 

adjusted, 39.4% are average adjusted , 4.6% are poor adjusted, which shows that 

scheduled caste girls are better adjusted than scheduled caste boys at secondary level of 

rural Kamrup district  in Assam. Bhagia (1960) revealed that girls exceed boys significantly 

in their adjustment to general environment organizational aspect of social; rural school 

pupils exceed urban school significantly in adjustment to their teachers, mates and self; 

private school pupils were significantly better than government school pupils in their 

adjustment to teachers.

The above table-4.4 shows different adjustment level of non-scheduled castes boys 

and non-scheduled castes girls in the school of rural Kamrup district of Assam. The data 

reveals that among non-scheduled  caste girls 60.6% are highly adjusted, 37.1% are 

average adjusted and among non-scheduled castes boys 70.3% are highly adjusted, 

28.0% are average adjusted , which shows that non-scheduled castes boys are better 

adjusted than non-scheduled girls at secondary level in rural Kamrup district of  Assam.

From the above table-4.5 it can be observed that among scheduled caste boys 

47.4% are highly adjusted, 47.4% are average adjusted, 5.2% are poor adjusted and 

among non-scheduled castes boys 70.3% are highly adjusted, 28.0% are average 

adjusted, 1.7% are poor adjusted, from the data we can say that there is a big gap 

between non-scheduled castes boys and scheduled caste boys regarding adjustment 

level at secondary level in rural Kamrup district of Assam. Non-scheduled caste boys are 

better adjusted than scheduled caste boys. There may be various reasons of poor 

adjustment capacity among scheduled caste boys like caste system may affect on their 

adjustment level, illiteracy of parents, lower level of intelligence, home environment and 

health may also affect on their adjustment capacity.

The above table-4.6 shows that scheduled castes girls and non-scheduled castes 

girls of rural Kamrup district has different level of adjustment in the school. The data 

reveals that among scheduled  caste girls 56% are highly adjusted, 39.4% are average 

adjusted, 4.6% are poor adjusted and among  non-scheduled castes girls 60.6% are 

highly adjusted, 37.1% are average adjusted, 2.3% are poor adjusted, which shows that 

non-scheduled castes girls are  quite better adjusted than scheduled castes girls at 

secondary level in rural Kamrup district of  Assam. From the revealed data again we can 

interpret that like the scheduled caste boys scheduled caste girls are also lower adjusted 

than the non-scheduled caste girls; here may also caste systems, emotional level, home 

environment, social environment etc  may affect the lower adjustment level of scheduled 

caste girls.

In the above table-4.7 different adjustment level in different area of scheduled caste 

and non-scheduled caste students has been shown. The above data shows that 48.0% 

among scheduled caste and 63.7% among non-scheduled caste are highly adjusted in 

health area, among scheduled caste 50.0% and among non-scheduled caste 62.6% are 

highly adjusted in the area of home. Again 54.3% among scheduled caste and 65.1% 

among non-scheduled caste are highly adjusted in school area, 51.7% of scheduled caste 

and 57.1% of non-scheduled caste are highly adjusted in the area of emotional and in 

social area 44.9% among scheduled caste and 52.6% among non-scheduled caste are 
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highly adjusted. If we go through the data we can easily point out that non-scheduled 

caste students are better adjusted in all the areas. Poor adjusted students are found more 

among the scheduled caste students than non-scheduled caste. Data also reveals that 

scheduled caste and non-scheduled caste students are better adjusted in the school in 

comparison to other areas of adjustment and students are quite lesser adjusted in the 

social area among the both groups.

The above table-4.8 shows that boys and girls (both scheduled caste and non-

scheduled caste) of rural Kamrup district of Assam at secondary level have different level 

of adjustment in different areas. Data reveals that 60% among boys and 51.7 % girls are 

highly adjusted in health area, among boys 54.0% and girls 58.5% are highly adjusted in 

the area of home. Again 60.3% among boys and 59.1% girls are highly adjusted in school 

area, 59.4% of boys and 49.4% of girls are highly adjusted in the area of emotional and in 

social area 52.9% among boys and 44.6% among girls are highly adjusted. From the 

revealed data it can be said that boys are better adjusted than girls in the area of health, 

emotion, social and school and data shows that girls are better adjusted than boys in one 

area that is home. Again we can mention from the gained data that there is a very slight 

difference in school adjustment of boys and girls at secondary level in rural Kamrup of 

Assam. In the above table when the adjustment is divided in 5 different areas researcher 

has found difference among boys and girls regarding adjustment but the researcher has 

found in the table no-4.2 that boys and girls (including both the scheduled caste and non-

scheduled caste students) are almost equally adjusted. We can mention about one study 

that shows reverse result of our study Mahmoudhi, A. (2010) has attempted to see 

whether male and female adolescents differ in their adjustment level. In this study, 100 

adolescent students studying in standard ix were selected from Mysore. To collect the 

data Bell’s adjustment inventory were used. Mahmoudhi reported that gender had no 

differential influence over adjustment scores in home, health, emotional and social areas

The above table-4.12 shows that scheduled caste boys and non-scheduled caste 

boys has different adjustment level in different areas.

level of self-concept of scheduled caste students was found to be lower as compared to 

that of the non-scheduled caste students.(iv)It was found that the scheduled caste 

students found aspired to low level occupations compared to this non-scheduled castes 

counterparts . (v) The level of academic achievement of scheduled caste students was 

found to be lower as compared to that of the non-scheduled caste students.

But both the 

correlation comes under the category of low correlation. Hence we may conclude that 

adjustment and intelligence capacity of SC boys and SC girls are almost two independent 

variables. They are not related to each other. Further we may conclude that SC boys and 

SC girls having higher level of adjustment capacity may not have the higher level of 

intelligence and higher level of intelligence may not have the higher level of adjustment 

capacity at secondary school of rural Kamrup, Assam.

The above table-4.64 reveals that correlation between adjustment and intelligence 

of non-scheduled caste boys and non-scheduled caste girls are quite different. Correlation 
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found between these two variables among non-scheduled caste boys and among non-

scheduled caste girls are found as.40 and .63 respectively. So we can conclude that 

moderate correlation is found among non-scheduled caste girls and non scheduled caste 

boys regarding the adjustment and intelligence. Further we may conclude that there exists 

correlation between the above mentioned variables to some extent.

 The above table- 4.65 reveals that correlation between level of adjustment and 

level of intelligence of scheduled caste boys and non-scheduled caste boys are slightly 

different. Correlation found between both these variables among scheduled caste boys 

and among non-scheduled caste boys are .37 and .40 respectively. Though there is 

difference of correlation between scheduled caste and non-scheduled caste boys but both 

the correlation comes under the category of moderate correlation. From the revealed data 

it can be said that non-scheduled caste boys have slight better correlation than scheduled 

caste boys between these two variables. Hence we may conclude that adjustment and 

intelligence of scheduled caste boys and non-scheduled caste boys are dependent on 

each other to some extent. Further we may conclude that there is a change of having 

better correlation between adjustment and intelligence than scheduled caste boys.

The above table-4.66 shows that correlation between level of adjustment and level 

of intelligence of scheduled caste girls and non-scheduled caste girls are different. It is 

observed from the table that Correlation between both the variables of scheduled caste 

girls and non-scheduled caste girls are .24 and .63 respectively.  From the revealed data it 

can be said that   among scheduled caste girls there exist low correlation and among non-

scheduled caste girls there exist moderate correlation between adjustment and 

intelligence. So, we may draw the conclusion that the non-scheduled caste girls 

possessing higher level of adjustment are also having higher level of intelligence capacity; 

on the other hand the scheduled caste girls possessing lower level of adjustment are 

having lower level of intelligence capacity.
