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CHAPTER - III 

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 

3.1 Introduction 

A literature review is an evaluative report of studies found in the literature related 

to selected area. The review describes, summarizes, evaluates and clarifies the 

literature. It gives a theoretical basis for the research and help to determine the 

nature of research. It is a selected to a limited number of works that are central to 

area rather than trying to collect a large number of works that are not as closely 

connected to topic area.  

A literature review goes beyond the search for information and includes the 

identification and articulation of relationships between the literature and field of 

research. While the form of the literature review may vary with different types of 

studies, the basic purposes remain constant. Thus, review of related literature forms 

the foundation upon which all works can be built.  

The present chapter review the earlier studies related to the problems selected by 

the present investigation. The review of related literature collected are categorized 

into three levels — 

1. Studies Conducted in National Level. 

2. Studies Conducted in Abroad. 

3. Studies Conducted in North-East Region. 
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3.2  Studies Conducted in National level 

BAPUJU (1974), analysed the working of the special standing committees on 

tribal welfare in Zilla Parshad of Visakhapatnam, Andhra Pradesh. According to 

the Statute the Standing Committee is only an advisory body to the Zilla Parishad 

and it has no powers to initiate or administer policies. The Zilla Parishad delegated 

only the power to review and sanction the tribal welfare schemes of Zilla Parishad 

and Government implemented tribal areas committees role in changing the 

conditions of the tribal people is limited by the statute itself. The task of tribal 

people is limited by the statute itself. The task of tribal uplift is a complex one, 

which involves in the participation of various departments including education. The 

composition of the Committee predominantly with tribal members is an act of 

breaking the past and introducing a new turn in the history of tribal welfare of the 

district since the government and Zilla Parishad launching several programmes for 

the emancipation of this downtrodden masses, the tribal members of the Standing 

Committee should try to follow the stock of the present trend to break through the 

vicious circle of backwardness that struck the roots of the tribal community since 

the long past. 

In his study it is found that majority them have focused their attention on tribal 

education, culture, beliefs, customs and religious practices. While few others 

studies have dealt, with the tribal welfare and development in India as the main 

theme. 

BEHARI, K.B. (1985), made a study of Harijan and Tribal welfare department 

high schools in Orissa in respect of student achievement.  
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The major objectives of the study were: 

(1)  to investigate the socio-economic background of the students of the Harijan 

and tribal welfare department high schools in comparison with education 

department high schools, 

(2)  to evaluate the extent of stagnation of students in these two types of schools 

and  

(3)  to evaluate the student achievement (attitude, scholastic achievement, 

personality characteristics, interest and level of occupational aspirations) of 

students of Harijan and tribal welfare department high schools taking the 

students of education department high schools as the criterion. 

The major findings of the study were: 

1. SC and ST students in Harijan and TWD schools in comparison with SC and 

ST students in education department high schools came from lower socio-

economic status though in occupation there was no significant difference. 

2. Per capita expenditure for SC and ST students in H and TWD  school was 

higher, 

3.  Stagnation was higher in the case of the SC and ST group of students. 

4.  Other caste student’s performance was better in annual examination results in 

both types of schools,  
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5. SC and ST students showed unfavorable attitudes towards school, classmates, 

teachers, curriculum and science teaching in those classes where their number 

was smaller than that of other caste students, 

6.  SC and ST students showed marked developed personality characteristics in 

comparison with other caste students in H and TWD schools, except in 

punctuality, there was no marked difference in self confidence. 

7. SC and ST students of H and TWD schools showed greater interest in artistic 

and social service area. Comparing SC and ST students with other caste 

students in all schools taken together, the SC and ST students showed 

superiority in level of intensity of interest in outdoor and social service area 

and inferiority in music, drama, artistic and social service area and  

8. Comparison of level of occupational aspiration revealed that SC and ST 

students in H and TWD schools were inferior in comparison to other caste 

students in the same schools ; all SC and ST showed the same result, though 

other caste students in ED high schools and SC and ST students in the same 

schools showed superiority, but not significantly. 

CHANDA AND SONI, L. (1982), strongly felt that tribals are inarticulate and 

helpless. Through the reports of various tribal research institute organisations, we 

rarely get a true picture of the recent state of socio-economic condition of tribal of 

Vidarbha region and moreover whatever type of information we use to get they are 

also not analytical having aside few tribal groups who are somewhat called well-off 

in their economic position, bulk of tribal population in Maharashtra as a whole are 
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still living at below subsistence level. Moreover, they are not in position to find out 

an alternative way to come out from their poor socio-economic condition. The 

development and welfare activity of the Government is very slow and 

disproportionate and the basic facilities which have been provided to them by the 

Government are very insufficient in comparison to the numerical strength of tribal 

population in a articular area. Surely, in course of our 30 years of Independence, 

this is no doubt a very poor achievement. Welfare work among the tribals in 

Vidarbha region has not progressed to the extent desired. It is perhaps due to lack 

of workers willing and ready to go and to live among the tribes and to do welfare 

activities among them. Maharastra Government, Central Government as well as 

other types of research organisations should come forward immediately with some 

welfare schemes and to do some welfare activities for those poor tribal 

communities, who are lingering behind. 

CHANDHARI, B., DEOGANKAR, S.G. (1983), had study which dealt with 

Tribal Development in India. It covered different aspects of the tribal development 

and studied the problems of development of tribal areas. The study revealed the 

difficulties being faced by the policymakers and administrators. 

CHAVARE, D.S. (1991), study was conducted on the problems of dropouts at the 

primary schools of the Pune Municipal Corporation. The objectives of the study 

were to review the progress of the primary schools of the Pune Municipal 

Corporation, to study the various problems of the primary education, to study the 

problems of dropout and to suggest measures for solving the problems. The 

interview tools were used for parents, teachers’, heads of the institutions in the 
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area. The major findings were that all the teachers in the selected three schools 

were trained and qualified but there was inadequate equipments, unsatisfactory 

seating arrangements ant lack of drinking water. The majority of guardians was 

illiterate and had no time to attend to their wards and watch progress.  The 

objectives of the study were also to investigate the enrolment, retention and 

stagnation of the students at primary schools, to ascertain the extent to which the 

minimum learning outcomes were developed in the pupils of the project schools 

exposed to the PECR package of materials in comparison with those who were not 

and to investigate the relationship of pupil factors, schools factors and socio-

cultural factors for achievement in terms of minimum learning outcomes with 

regard to language, mathematics and environmental science. The overall outcomes 

of the study were that the certain variables were significantly related to 

achievement of pupils at the primary stage, the specific variable project and non 

project were related to achievement in all subjects expect to achievement in 

language I and the data indicated that there was a sudden slump in achievement of 

children in all subjects as they entered class III which continued through class IV.  

CHOUDHURY, S. S. (1985), investigated education and social change among the 

scheduled tribes of North Bengal. The objectives of the study were: to ascertain the 

spread of education among the population under study with special reference to the 

nature of progress in education among the ST’s of North Bengal along with the 

differential rate of progress, if any and to examine the effect of education on 

sociability, occupation, family, marriage, religion and political life. 
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The major findings were: 

1. In comparison, the indigenous scheduled tribes were more advanced than the 

migrant STs in education. 

2. Migrant ST’s at the village were alarmingly backward in education in relation 

to migrant ST’s in the tea estate and indigenous ST’s in the village. 

3. The spread of education among ST communities was uniform at the tea 

garden, somewhat uneven among migrant ST’s in the village, and most 

uneven among indigenous ST’s. 

4. The ST females of the tea garden and of the indigenous village category were 

educationally at the same level, though far below the national level according 

to the census of 1981, but the ST females of the migrant village category 

were shockingly backward. 

5. While seven out ten  ST’s were cultivators and three wage earners, nine out of 

ten ST’s in the tea gardens were wage earners, 

6. Educated ST’s had more modern attitudes towards sociability of occupation, 

family, marriage, religion and politics as compared to the illiterates, 

7. Educated persons of the three categories, viz. 

DAS, B.C., (2009), the study was conducted with special reference to DPEP at the 

primary stage in the national level. The major objectives of the study were to study 

the meaningful experiences and perceptions of education functionaries, teachers, 

community leaders and tribal parents about DPEP intervention and school 
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functioning, to ascertain the availability and utilization of infrastructure facilities in 

DPEP schools working for tribal population, to study the effectiveness of DPEP 

intervention in terms of universal enrolment, attendance, achievement, retention of 

tribal children, teachers’ competencies in relation to quality improvement in 

teaching-learning activities and school management, to study the community 

participation and to develop future scenario of educational expansions for tribal 

children. The major findings of the study revealed that most of the schools had no 

adequate school campus, classrooms, playgrounds and games materials etc., and 

also more numbers of non-tribal teachers, less- availability of tribal teachers and 

inadequate lady teachers. The study also revealed that the question papers prepared 

and supplied by the DPEP were not satisfactory in terms of content, even there was 

no proper coordination among the project staff, district inspectorate and block 

education functionaries. The implications made by the investigator were that the 

policy makers, programme implementers, administrators should make provisions of 

minimum facilities for primary schools. In tribal area context the minimum 

facilities for providing a quality education must include adequate classroom 

facilities, adequate number of tribal teachers, proper sitting arrangement of 

children, availability of chalkboards, adequate text books and writing materials for 

children, playground, hostel facilities for boys and girls, proper sanitary, library 

facilities, boundary walls etc. They must provide onsite support to the teachers on 

mastering the required skills and competencies in utilizing the facilities. The 

parents and the community members must come forward to co-operate the teachers 

and develop the sense of education. 
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DAS, S.R. (1979), in his study explained that the tribals, in an ideal sense, are 

often described as nearly self-sufficent in economy, social relation, and in contents 

of their culture, but in actual situation it is seen that they have relations with 

neighbouring castes and comminutes. The relationship at different levels of social 

actions where tribals and other castes participate is described. The field 

investigation was earned out in Koraput district of Orissa where the main ethnic 

groups are the Gadabas (a tribal group), Harijan, Ganda Rana, Mali, Dora and 

other castes. The prolonged contact of Gadabas with caste groups has made them 

conscious of their position and as a result they are adapting various ritual and 

cultural modes of the non-tribals to elevate their position and improve their social 

ties with Hindus. 

FATMI, S. M. B., (1986), conducted a study of achievement related motivations 

among tribal and non-tribal high school students. The major objectives of the study 

were: to study the achievement related  motivations among tribal and non tribal 

students and to examine the impact of certain personal, family and social factors on 

those motivations. The major findings of the study were that racial background, 

sex, religious background and caste status influenced achievement related 

motivations, non-tribal, girls, caste, Hindus and forward and backward caste groups 

were superior in achievement related motivations, the area of residence and socio-

economic status were important factors of achievement related motivations, rural 

non-tribal, urban tribal, high and middle socio-economic status groups were high 

on achievement related motivations. The study also revealed that the family had 

little to do and ordinal position had almost nothing to do with achievement related 

motivations. 
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JADHAV, N.L. (1983), studied educational development of Trabals of Nasik 

District (1948-1980). The study was conducted on the geographical and historical 

perception background of the tribals in the district, their social, religious, cultural 

background and their morals, their economic conditions and backwardness and 

ultimately the educational progress.  

The major findings of the study were: 

1. Education in tribal areas had immensely expanded during the period 1970 

to 1980. Primary schools had been opened in villages and habitats on 

implementation of the policy of universalizing primary education. 

2. Out of the 500 teachers 401 were inclined to work in tribal areas. However 

it was found that, initially, they were willing to stay in tribal areas, but 

later on like to go elsewhere. Lack of social perception atmosphere and 

difficulty in children’s education were the important factors affecting 

them. Some teachers also pointed out lack of accommodation as a 

prominent difficulty. 

3. Most of the teachers were aware of the need to see that children did not 

drop out. They employed contact with parents, better school atmosphere, 

games and sports and cultural programmes as methods to attract children 

to school. In some schools, agriculture as one of the subject of work 

experience, attracted children to schools. 

4. Most teachers had cordial relations with the people around. Most teachers 

had to participate in activities like family planning programmes, adult 
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education and distribution of nutritional food to children, in addition to 

teaching in schools. 

5. Despite the large number of students teacher- students relationship was 

cordial.  

6. Children and parents expected that vacations be adjusted to seasonal 

requirements of the area. 

7. The study also found that the syllabi of schools needed to be oriented 

towards the needs of the tribals. Tribals had their own dialect. As such, 

elementary education needs to be imparted in their language, the state 

language be gradually and steadily introduced. 

8. Most of the tribal students are irregular in schools due to problems of 

food, clothing, shelter and communications. 

KALIA, S.L. (1961), made a conceptual study and attempted to test the concept of 

Sanskritisation and proposed the idea of tribalisation. It found in the study that non-

tribals living in the predominantly tribal areas are troubling themselves by 

accepting non-vegetarian food, alcoholic drinks and above all accepting the several 

religion functions of the tribals. 

MANE, A. G. (1981), in his study explained that the Gonds are found to be 

distributed in Madhya Prades, Orissa, Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, 

Gujarat, Karnataka and West Bengal. The highest concentration in 1961 and 1971 

is found in Madhya Pradesh 78 per cent, Orissa 10 per cent, Maharashtra 7 per 

cent, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Gujarat, Karnataka and West Bengal combinedly 
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show 40.5 per cent. They are in four endogamous tribes viz., Raj Gond, Madia, 

Dhurve and Khatulwar gonds. They enjoyed the status of rulers even before the 

present century. Gondi is widely spoken and remained the mother tongue of 

primary importance among them in the hilly and forest tract. It is mainly spoken in 

the proper Central Provinces and neighbouring tract of the Central. They think that 

the education is merely an entertainment for them. Monogamous marriage is 

common among the Gonds but polygamy is not altogether unknown. Family is 

patrilineal and partrilocal. 

MISHARA (1993), observed that social change is taking place in different 

directions and different degrees in tribal societies in India. Further, according to 

him there seems to be some resistance to change by the tribals because of certain 

factors. It was rightly pointed out that the protectionistic policies, uneven 

development and tribal exploitation, forest policy, displacement and alienation, 

educational policy, political socialization etc. have promoted primordial loyalties 

among the tribals to make them apprehensive of the rest of India. 

MISHRA, ET. AL (2012), As regards implementation of developmental 

programmes and their impact on the living conditions of tribal people, there are 

several studies, examined the implementation of programmes in North-Eastern 

region, conducted a study on implementation of programmes for dispersed tribals 

in the country, studied the implementation of programmes in Orissa, evaluated the 

impact of programmes on Sugali tribe in Kurnool district Andhra Pradesh. 

MOHAPATRA, S.N., MISHRA, B.C. (2000), the study was conducted to figure 

out the tribal education in South Orissa at the level of secondary education stage. 
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The main objectives of the study were to describe the approaches and policies 

relating to tribal welfare and education, to analyse the research literature for 

understanding the educational impact on schedule tribes, to analyse the research 

literature for understanding the problems of education, socio-economic structure of 

tribals, to understand the nature and causes of dropouts at the secondary level of 

education among the tribals of the state. Tools like information schedule, 

questionnaires, interview schedules, informal discussions with various authorities 

and field notes were used in the study. The major findings were divided into two 

sections, viz, problems of tribal education at the secondary level and development 

of secondary education among scheduled tribe students. The study revealed that the 

schools managed by TW Department were better equipped with teaching materials 

than the non-tribal schools but the teachers did not use properly those materials 

available in the schools. The study also investigated that a large number of tribal 

parents (73%) were found to be illiterates being pre-occupied mostly with different 

types of labour for which they did not like to contact the teachers to discuss about 

the education of their children, consequently a large number of drop out of students 

occurs at the level of secondary stage. The investigator also made an implication of 

the study that as the most of the parents were illiterate which might result in an 

indifferent attitude towards education, attempts through non-formal education 

should be made to provide them functional literacy and occupational skills and also 

positive attitude towards education can be developed through NFE. Since the tribal 

students were found to be economically poor, more efforts need to be made to 

increase the economic conditions of the students studying at the secondary level by 
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way of mid-day meals, uniforms etc., also the supervisory authority must see that 

the stipends are given in time. 

MONDAL, P. (2000), studied regarding the tribal students 

The objectives of the study were: 

1. To assess the level of achievement of students in relation to the available 

resources. 

2. To compare the achievement of students of ashrams and day school located more 

or less in the same surroundings. Compare the administrative set up of the above 

two categories of institutions. 

Finding of the study: 

1. The study has found that accessibility is to be enhanced in the aim of tribal 

schools. 

2. Achievement of students differ from both schools. 

3. More number of tribal schools are to be opened to achieve the goal of education 

for all. 

MUKHOPADHYAY, R., GHOSH, S., (2008), conducted a study on the quality 

of Indian tribal literacy. The objectives of the study were: to examine the current 

quality of Indian tribal literacy, to identify the crucial factors responsible for poor 

position of the tribal literacy, to establish two factors, poor or inadequate 

accessibility of the tribal children to primary schools and high incidence of child 

labor, responsible for poor position of tribal literacy and to suggest means for 
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eradicating those two responsible factors. The findings of the study were: at the all 

India level, literacy rate was much lower for the tribal population i.e. 30% approx., 

there were wide variations across states in the literacy levels both for the general 

and the tribal population. In general, were substantially much more illiterate both in 

absolute relative senses. In case of rural literacy, patterns of performance of the 

state were same when compared between general population and tribal population. 

Female literacy is much more rampant compared to male illiteracy both for tribal 

and general community, the study revealed that Andhra Pradesh, Bihar and 

Rajasthan have come out as worst performing states in the tribal literacy. 

NEGIS, S. S., ET AL., (1988), book on “Tribal Welfare Development 

Administration” dealth with all aspects of development of tribals including their 

problems and constitutional provisions. The study revealed the planning of various 

issues in connection with development of Indian Tribals. Study also found that the 

tribal development of India and strategies and programmes.. 

PANDEY, M. R., (1981), conducted a study on social aspects of academic 

achievement and aspirations of scheduled tribe students. The objectives of the 

study were : (a) to analyse the socio-cultural factors which determined the 

academic achievement of ST students, (b) to find out their academic aspirations 

and to analyse them in the context of socio-cultural background, (c) to analyse their 

occupational aspiration in the light of their academic aspirations and achievement 

and  social environment, (d) to identify teacher taught relationship and analyse it in 

the context of tribal students, socio-cultural background, academic aspirations and 

achievement and (e) to identify interaction patterns among tribal and non-tribal 
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students and to analyse them in the context of tribal students academic achievement 

and social environment.  

The major findings of the study were: 

1. The tribal students were not able to avail properly of educational 

opportunities provided by the formal educational set-up due to their socio-

cultural backwardness and the gap between the school environment and 

family background. This led to low academic achievement by ST students. 

2. Their poor economic condition forced them to do manual labor which 

caused for low academic achievement. 

3. Their bitter and negative interaction pattern between non-tribal and tribal 

students was also responsible for poor academic achievement. 

4. The teacher taught relationship in the context of tribal students in class and 

out of the class was reportedly not very congenial and teachers showed 

indifference to tribal students. 

5. The analysis of occupational aspirations revealed that their selection area 

was becoming gradually more extended variegated and modernized.  

From the findings of the study the investigator also suggested that there 

should be some special type of educational system to provide tribal students 

better educational opportunities and thus accelerate the process of socio-

economic development. In the new set-up there should be greater 

representation, rather majority representation of tribal teachers and in the 
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parents also there should be tribal representation. The educational 

development should be governed and managed. 

RADHAKRISHNA, A. ET AL. (1989), Various studies have been made on the 

tribe’s economy of Andhra Pradesh. In their study, regarding the tribal economy in 

the Andhra Agency they explained the conditions of tribal economy, stages of 

development as well as their exploitation. The study is conducted on the 

indebtedness in a tribal society. According to them indebtedness is a major problem 

of the tribal people. They also explained different ways by which the tribals are 

exploited by the moneylenders. 

RAMAIAH, P. (1988), study described the role of Integrated Tribal Development 

Agency and Girijana Co-operative in the developments of tribals. The study also 

pointed out the importance of agriculture and forestry in the economy of tribals of 

Andhra Pradesh. 

RAO, GOPAL (1981), attempted to study the impact made by the extension staff 

of the Girijan Development Agency (GDA) on the tribal farmers of Srikakulam 

District of Andhra Pradesh. While implementing the agriculture and animal 

husbandry programmes launched by the agencies. The author observed that in spite 

of the heavy expenditure on the schemes and development of more contingency 

administrative and extension staff. But failed to realized the benefits by the tribals 

to the desired extent. According to him the factors inhabiting the diffusion of farm 

innovations among the tribals are target-oriented planning of development 

programmes rather than clientele-oriented, ineffective use of extension methods, 

lack of missionary zeal among the extension workers, inadequate knowledge of 
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extension staff of the cultural background of the people for whose benefit they are 

working. He further suggested that in order to make the development programmes, 

meaningful and successful among the tribals, there should be close contact between 

the extension workers and their clients. Otherwise, the entire development 

programmes involving millions of rupees in the tribal areas will become an 

exercise in futility. 

REDDY, M. (1979), discussed the problem of structural and functional identities 

of the ethnic groups inhabiting the hill tracts of Visakhapatnam district in coastal 

Andhra. He opined that social mobility and changing affiliations of these sub-tribes 

in the context of inter-ethnic relationships are of anthropological interest from both 

theoretical and practical points of view 

  REMESAN, P.V., (1994), took up a study on problems in educational 

development of tribals in Wayanad district of Kerala. The objectives of the study 

were to understand the educational problems among tribals, to study the interaction 

sociability between tribal and non-tribal students, to understand the impact of 

present school environment on the tribal students, to analyse the reasons of drop 

outs, to understand the habits and to study their participation in the co-curricular 

activities in the schools. The major findings of the study were that 99 % of the 

students speak tribal dialect in homes, at the same time they used their mother 

tongue in the classroom interaction , interactions  sociability between tribal 

students and non-tribal students were normal, one of the main causes for tribal 

students’ regular absenteeism was lack of awareness of parents, most of the 

teachers had not attended any in-service programme related to tribal education, 
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sociability culture and language, poverty, lack of awareness of parents about 

education liable to infectious diseases, family problems and sociability, lack of 

awareness of students were main causes of drop-outs of tribal students. 

ROY, S.C. (1972), in one his studies on tribals took a humanitarian interest 

especially in the Mundas of Chotanagapur. He studied their language and also 

published a monograph on Mundas and their country. As regarding the strategies 

and programmes for tribal development in India, the studies at macro level. 

ROY BURMAN, B.K. (1987), investigated the role of the State in the 

development of tribals. The study listed out different state policies and 

programmes for the uplift of the tribal people 

ROY-BURMAN, ET AL. (2002), focused their attention on tribal development 

strategies in A.P. In these studies it was observed that the results achieved under 

TSP strategy were not commensurate with the expectations as well as investments 

made so far. Further, it was found in the study that there had been too much 

emphasis on quantitative investments made so far. Further, it was fund in the 

study that there had been too much emphasis on quantitative investments rather 

than qualitative achievements. 

SATYANARAYANA, P. (1973), study reviewed the tribal welfare programmes 

and their impact on the tribals. Satyanarayana (1976) tried to study the social 

welfare of the agency people of Andhra Pradesh. The study further spelt out the 

effects of the Government programmes for tribal development. 
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SEETHARAMU, A.S., DEVI, U, (2010), the study was conducted on school 

drop-outs in rural areas of Karnataka state selecting 80 schools and 62 villages. The 

major objectives of the investigation were to diagnose problem of participation in 

school, to compare factors favorable for school participation in low and high drop-

out areas as well as different regions of the state, to analyse the problems of drop-

outs in the context of school and family variables, to study the relation between 

child labor and drop-outs behavior and to analyse the problem of drop-outs in the 

context of the larger environmental and socio-economic settings. The major 

findings of the study were that the drop-out behavior was highest at the first 

standard stage. Of those who drop out from primary schools, over 43.0 percent did 

so at the first standard itself. That was they drop out before completion of the year 

in which they were enrolled. Another 25 percent drop out at the second standard 

stage. As such two out of every three children who left school did so in the first 

two years itself. Another 24 percent drop out at the third and fourth standard stage. 

As such nearly 92 percent of children who left school did so within the first four 

years of primary schooling. The investigation also revealed that on a sex wise 93.3 

percent of girls dropped out before the completion of lower primary stage, 90.8 

percent boys did so at the same stage. 

SINGH, L.N., (1979), Study was conducted on the sociability personality of the 

tribal students. The major objectives of the study were to make a comparative 

analysise of some sociability personality dimensions- intelligence, anxiety, 

extraversion achievement, motivation and academic achievement of tribal and non-

tribal undergraduate students and to find out the sociability social relationship 

between the personality dimensions and academic achievement of both the 
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samples. The major findings of the study were that since the emphasis was laid on 

the Santhal community, the community students were significantly higher in 

anxiety, lower in intelligence, achievement motivation and academic achievement 

than non-Santhals, extraversion was negatively but not significantly related with 

academic achievement of Santhals, whereas it was positively and significantly 

related in the case of non-Santhals. 

SRINIVAS, N. (2010), study was conducted on primary education of tribal 

children in Khammam district of Andhra Pradesh. The major objectives of the 

study were to study the socio-cultural and economic status of the tribal students, to 

study the sociability, perception of the society and academic achievement of the 

tribal students, to find out the relationship between the socio-cultural and economic 

status, sociability, perception of the society, and academic achievement of the tribal 

students, to find out the significance of difference in socio-cultural and economic 

status, sociability, perception of the society and academic achievement of the 

students in relation to their sex, socio-economic and cultural status, family type, 

size of the family, place of living (rural, urban and suburban). For the collection of 

the data the investigator used questionnaire, academic achievement tests and status 

scale tools. The major findings of the study were that the males had better socio-

cultural, sociability, academic achievement and economic status than the females 

and also small family size had better than the large family size. The study also 

revealed that the urban students had better socio-economic and socio-cultural status 

than the rural students in the district. The study also revealed that the rural students 

had better sociability than the urban and suburban students and urban students had 

better than the suburban students (rural>urban>suburban). 
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SRIVASTAVA, N. N., (1983), conducted a study of scientific attitude of science 

and arts students of SC and ST vis-à-vis non-scheduled caste communities. The 

main objectives of the study were to find out the differences if any in scientific 

attitudes among the students belonging to scheduled caste, scheduled tribes and 

non- SC/ST, to study the difference if any in scientific attitudes among students of 

arts science departments, to study the difference, if any, in scientific attitudes in 

terms of level of education, namely, higher secondary and TDC and to study the 

difference, if any, in science attitudes in terms of sex. The major findings of the 

study were- the mean scores of science students on the scientific attitude scale were 

higher than those of the arts students, irrespective of their caste, sex and education, 

the study also revealed that boys scored consistently higher than girls on scientific 

attitude scale when: (a) groups of all boys were compared with all the girls, (b) 

boys of three year science were compared with girls of degree III year science. But 

girls scored consistently higher than the boys on scientific attitude scale when 

following groups were compared: (a) boys (non-ST/SC) vis-a-vis girls (non-

ST/SC) of higher secondary and degree II year of arts and science faculties, (b) 

boys (non-SC/ST), (c) boys (non-SC/ST) of higher secondary science vis-à-vis all 

girls (non-SC/ST) higher secondary science. Higher secondary girls belonging to 

SC/ST or no SC/ST of science or arts faculties and higher secondary boys 

belonging to non-SC/ST of science faculty scored consistently higher scores on 

scientific attitude scale than their counterparts of III year degree course. SC/ST 

boys of higher secondary science and ST/SC girls of degree III year science 

faculties scored consistently higher scores on the scientific attitude scale than their 

respective counterparts on non-SC/ST girls of degree III year science faculties and 
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non-SC/ST students had a more positive scientific attitude than their counterparts 

belonging to SC/ST.  

SUJATHA, K., (1994), the study was conducted on educational development 

among tribes in sub-plan areas of Andhra Pradesh.  

The objectives of the study were: 

1. To study the qualitative and quantitative aspects of educational development 

in the tribal sub-plan area. 

2. To study the educational status in the sub-plan area. 

3. To examine the social perception and educational background of their 

attitude towards tribal children. 

4. to study the parental views, perceptions and aspirations regarding education 

and the development programmes and 

5. To examine the educational perceptions and interdepartmental coordination. 

The major findings of the study were: 

1. there is an urgent need to consolidate educational developments for tribal 

context. 

2. Education need to be integrated along with other economic programmes at 

threshold level. 

3. Streamlining the academic achievement and differential measures need to be 

adopted.  
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develop these people. The tempo of change, however, slow, makes suggestions 

about the development of natural and human resources. He shows particular 

concern of the communities which are faced with extinction.  

VERMA,(1985) made a study of the factors that affects the academic development 

of the tribal students in high school and in junior high schools in Uttar Pradesh. His 

study provides a comparative study between tribal and non-tribal students in both 

the categories of schools in the state. The study brought out that the main 

achievement of Scheduled Caste students is significantly lower than the tribal 

students and students from the other castes. Scheduled Tribes students belong to 

higher socio-economic strata as compared to scheduled caste students. 

YADAPPANAVAR, A.V. (2003), the study was conducted on the tribal education 

in Visakhapatnam in the state of Andhra Pradesh. The major objectives of the study 

were to assess the existing pattern of education and educational facilities available 

to the scheduled tribes, to find out the bottlenecks, problems and constraints 

coming in the way of successful implementation of educational development 

programmes in the district and to suggest suitable corrective and measures for 

effective implementation of the educational programmes in the study area for 

achieving the desired results. The tools used for the data collection included 

household schedule, observation and unstructured interview. The major findings of 

the study revealed that the enrolment of girls compared to boys were low, the rate 

of absenteeism, wastage and stagnation amongst girls were also higher than the 

boys. So it was confirmed that there was problem of discontinuing of study among 

girls before reaching the fifth standard. As per as stagnation was concerned it was 
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observed from the study that more than 50 percent of the students admitted in the 

1st standard had not reached the V standard of the primary school. The study also 

revealed that there were inadequate schools in the area, lack proper sanitary, hostel 

facilities, single teacher, problems of transport for interior village schools, social- 

evils etc were the main causes which affected in the process of education. 

3.3 Studies conducted in Abroad  

BISWAS, N.B (1989), conducted on the curriculum for the primary education 

development in Bangladesh . The major objectives were to study the status of the 

primary education  and  other problems . The tools used for the study were 

checklists, questionnaires interview schedules and school information blank. The 

findings were that there were gap between the framing of the objectives by the 

National Educational Commission and the  National Curriculum and the Syllabus 

Committee, textbooks and question settings  and other allied problems of the 

schools. 

CROOKES, W. (1897), in his study described the culture of the tribes like the 

Bhutias the Gujjars, the Jharus and the Khagas. The study brought out the tribals 

reciprocal interaction with economy and social life. 

ELWIN, (1951), study on the savars dealt with the religious aspects of the 

primitive tribes that led them to develop the concept of Spiritualism. The myths 

and legends which were rightly observed by him as tribal puranas, brought a 

turning point in the history of tribal studies. The census operations of the 

Government of India also intensified the schemes of tribal studies during the 1961 
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census which are still continues and have brought out monographs on tribal culture 

in different parts of India.  

FRANCO, (2003), in his study, stress was given on the importance of health and 

education. His work in Peru showed that a large number of people who suffer 

capability of poverty were not identified as monetarily poor. Hence his conclusion 

was that monetary poverty which is a measure govt. usually misses out very large 

numbers of people suffering important types of deprivation. He recommended that 

programmes aimed at reducing capability poverty should involve less focus on 

monetary transfers or income generation and more public education and health 

programmes  

FURER HAIMENDORF, C.V., (1941), one of the eminent Anthropologists, first 

studied the tribal problems of Hyderabad. Haimendorf explained the primitive 

economy of the chenchus and related in to their seasonal nomadism, Furer 

Haimendorf, C.V. (1945) then described the fortunes of the primitive tribes. His 

monograph in two volumes is on the Reddys of the Bison Hills, written in 

collaboration with his wife Elizabeth. Furer Haimendorf, C.V. (1948) presented the 

first full-length account of the present culture of Rajgonda. Later he wrote on the 

Pradhans, the guards of the Gowdas (1950-51). With the inspiration and 

encouragement of Haimendorf, several scholars did research on these tribes. 

Mention among them may be made of Gulam Ahamad Khan (1942) who wrote a 

long paper on the chenchus, P.C. Reddy’s (1940) study on the tribes, Haimendorf 

(1947) attempted a study of the tribal problems of Hyderabad. He studied the 

primitive economy of the chenchus and related it to their seasonal nomadism. He 
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also studied the Reddis of Bison Hills (1945) and presented a full-length account of 

the culture of Raj Gonds (1948) and made another study on the Pradhans, who are 

the guards of Raj Gondas (1950-51). 

NURUL ISLAM ,  A. K. M (1983), conducted to study the various factors 

affecting in the growth of the primary schools in Bangladesh. The major findings 

were  that the poverty and illiteracy of parents  and  lack of proper facilities were 

the main factor which affect the growth of the primary schools in the country. 

VEERLE AND SARAH, (2008), tried to propose an expanded understanding of 

poverty as a hindrance to the access in education. The study was conducted in 

South Africa. They argue that absolute notion of poverty must be complemented 

with idea of social exclusion and capabilities to explain enrolment and dropout 

patterns in different categories of school. The exclusion perspective focuses 

attention on dropout in the basic education and points to the relative notion of 

poverty and to how the learners experience poverty in the context of school and 

peer pressure. In their study capability approach indicates that even if one has 

resources and equality he/she might still get drop out.  

3.4  Studies conducted in the North-East Region 

AGARWAL, A.K., in his study ‘Autonomous District Councils in Mizoram’ has 

evaluated the working of the District Council and Regional Councils of Mizoram 

focusing attention mainly on the function so far performed by way of enacting 

legislations on various matters; and examines the revenue mobilization and 

expenditure incurred; and them concludes that the majority tribes controlling the 
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Council did not cater to the needs of the small tribes. However, in spite of financial 

hardships from which the Mizo District Council and Regional Councils suffered, 

they have done well in codifying customary laws and legislating on most of the 

subjects within their jurisdiction. The councils have also done well in organizing 

village councils.  

BAREH, H. (1996), study was conducted on the progress of education in 

Maghalaya, the major objectives of the study were to envisage on the proper 

treatment of the methods of teaching and study from the utilitarian and uniform 

development of the mental faculties and operative skills in the state, to study the 

trends and transitions in the recent development in education, to study the role of 

Khasi and Garo educationalists in the state. The author conludes that there are 

various factors which affects the educational progress in the region. 

BARUA, A.P. (1971), the study was conducted on wastage in Sibsagar and 

Golaghat sub-divisions in Assam. The major objectives of the study were to 

compare the wastage and stagnation in the primary stage of the sub-divisions and to 

find out the factors affecting the wastage and stagnation. The major findings were 

that the wastage at primary stage for boys and girls in Golaghat sub-division was 

80.38 and 78.39 percent respectively, the level of educational wastage was affected 

by three factors viz. dropouts and stagnation and transfer of the students was 

comparatively small, stagnation in the class was of much more importance, the 

main causes of wastage were poverty, ignorance of guardians ,lack of medical 

facilities, retention, poor physical condition of the school, family environments etc. 
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BARUA, N. K. (1981), conducted to study on primary education Assam. The 

major objectives of the study were to investigate the historical development of 

primary education in Assam, to analyze the factors which influenced  the 

development of primary education during the different stages of the period, to the 

problems faced in different stages and regions of the state for the extension of 

primary education and the measures taken to overcome the same, to assess the part 

played by different agencies  of the government, local bodies, private enterprises 

etc, to evaluate the overall impact of primary education at different periods and to 

suggest measures for improvement of primary education in the state in the future. 

The major findings were the discussion of population problems, tribal dialects 

inaccessibility in the field of education. 

BHATTACHARYEE, T. (1986), ‘Sociology of Karbis’ is a comprehensive study 

of the Karbi society. The study covers habitats, history, social system, political 

system, economy, education, religion, folk-tales, legends and cultural life. The 

author concludes that if the Karbis maintain the basic character of their resilience 

and evolutionary intents, they are likely to survive as a distinct ethnic group in this 

complicated geo-political region, i.e. the North-East India. 

CHAND, J., (1985), made a comparative study of various Naga Tribal Pupils in 

relation to their self-perception, socio-economic status, vocational, educational 

aspirations and academic achievement. The major objectives of the study were, to 

trace the differences in the self perception of pupils belonging to Angami, Ao and 

Sema tribes, to find out the differences in self-perception among pupils belonging 

to high, middle and low socio-economic status of Angami, Ao and Sema tribes, to 
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study the vocational choices and reasons of choices of the pupils of the three Naga 

communities, to study the academic aspirations of the pupils the three tribes of 

different socio-economic status and to study the academic achievement of pupils of 

the three tribes of high, middle and low socio-economic status. The major findings 

of the study were that Sema pupils were found to be significantly different from the 

Angami and Ao students in respect of self-perception, the pupils belonging to the 

Angami and Ao tribes appeared to be similar. The boys belonging to Angami and 

Sema tribes were found to be significantly different from the girls of the same 

tribes but no such differences were found between Ao boys and girls on self 

perception. The Angami and Ao pupils belonging to high, middle and low socio-

economic status groups were not found to differ significantly on self perception but 

Sema pupils belonging to the low socio-economic status groups were found 

significantly different from Sema pupils in high and middle socio-economic status 

levels as regards self perception. While Sema pupils were found to be significantly 

from Ao pupils as regards to their vocational choices, they were found similar to 

the Angami pupils, also Ao pupils appeared similar on the same variables. The 

vocational choices of girls belonging to the three tribes were not found to differ 

significantly from one another. The socio-economic status did not influence the 

vocational choices of Angami and Ao pupils belonging high, middle and low socio-

economic status groups but influenced those of Sema pupils.  

CHAUBE, S. K. (1998), In his study, entitled ‘Self-Management of Tribal 

Communities and Parliamentary Democracy’ examines the rational of an 

Autonomous District Council in the light of Nehru’s vision of integrated India 

characterized by multi-ethnic, multi-religious, multi-linguistic and multi-cultural 
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groups; and observes that the question of self-management is a question of 

autonomy. The nation-builders of India who were confronted with the problems of 

integration of different autonomies-including the tribal autonomy-took the position 

that democratization, including extension of franchise, would enable the tribals to 

unite with people of the rest of the country on an equal footing. He further contends 

that the Panchayat is not a substitute for the tribals in self-management process. In 

his view what is more important is that the tribals get a say in determining the 

course of development that they are being directed into or is taking place in their 

names,  that is, Autonomous Council. 

DAS, R. C. (1974), conducted to study the impact of school conditions on primary 

education. The objectives of the study was to ascertain whether there was any 

impact of the physical conditions of the primary school on the retentivity and 

regular progress of children. The study traced that there was significant relationship 

between efficiency and physical facilities in schools. The physical conditions 

definitely have the impact on the education. Better physical conditions increased 

the retentive power and provided congenial atmosphere for the education of the 

children. 

DAS, R. C. (1975), conducted a comparative study of educational wastage in urban 

and rural areas in Assam. The major objectives of the study were to investigate the 

variation of educational wastage at the primary stage of education in urban and 

rural plain areas of Assam. The major findings were the total dropout in urban, 

suburban and the rural areas were 63.2, 70.8 and 77.9 respectively. The study 
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showed that the wastage and stagnation in rural areas was higher than the suburban 

areas whereas it was less in the urban areas. 

DEVI, K. G. (1983), conducted to study the dropout at primary school in Manipur 

specially at Impal town. The major objectives were to find out the dropout at the 

primary school in Manipur, to ascertain accurately the incidence of dropout at the 

primary level of education at Impal town and of the state, to study the variations in 

the magnitude of the problems under the various situations, to identify the causes 

and their relative importance and to suggest feasible remedial measures in the light 

of findings. The major findings were there was no uniformity in the rate of dropout 

for the whole primary course and the girls had higher rate of dropout than the boys 

on the contrary boys had the higher rate in stagnation than the girls. 

DOLEY, D. (1993), in his study ‘Legislative Enactment, by the Autonomous 

District Councils in North-East India’ reviews the evolution of the ADC, structural 

pattern, powers and functions, enactments of legislations and concludes that 

protection and preservation of traditional customs, usage and rights are not enough 

to fulfill the tribal aspirations. Without economic development, living with old 

traditions and customs does not mean anything to them. Hence, powers to ADCs to 

undertake measures for development are necessary. 

GANGULI, J.B. (1993), reviewed the development and functioning of the 

Autonomous District Council (ADC), examining the ‘tribal response’ to ADC, the 

interface between the bureaucracy and the ADCs, financial resources and 

development and observes that originally, the model of ADC was structured as a 

local self-governing authority endowed with the powers and responsibilities of 
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preserving tribal identity and customary laws and protecting their rights to their 

lands etc. The emphasis was on protection and on development. The paradigm of 

development of tribal areas was evolved later as part of the plan model formulated 

by the Planning Commission for the country and he concludes that there is no 

matching provision for transferring more powers to the ADC to raise revenue. 

Consequently, the ADC looks to the State Government for providing funds to 

enable it to discharge these functions of development. 

GASSAH, L.S. (1991), in his study on ‘Self-Management Among Tribals in 

Meghalaya’ focusses attention mainly on the traditional system of self-management 

of the Khasi, Jaintia and Garo tribes of Meghalaya, the impact of the Autonomous 

District Councils on the traditional leadership (headship) system and on the relation 

between the state and the District Councils and then concludes that the district 

councils in Meghalaya have not been able to play the role they have been expected 

to. They have been facing administrative, financial, and to some extent executive 

problems for proper implementation. They have not been able to mobilise enough 

co-operation with grass root traditional institution. 

GOPALAKRISHNAN, R. (1991), study on ‘The North-East India: Land, 

Economy and People’ attempted to develop a ‘geographical perspective’ for an 

understanding of the North-Eastern region of India. The author meticulously shows 

the ‘evolution of territorial administrative complexes, since 1826 to the present 

time and in this context he shows how geographical features influence socio-

political aspirations of various collectives of this region which eventually shaped 

compartmentalization in the forms of political units or states. Another geo-
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demographic factor – migration has disturbed the socio-religious profile of the 

region particularly of Assam, Tripura and Meghalaya. 

GYANESWAR, S. S. (1992), conducted to study the stagnation and dropout in the 

state of Manipur. The objectives of the study were to see the overall rate of wastage 

in terms of stagnation and dropouts in different classes among the boys and girls 

belonging to scheduled caste and scheduled tribes comparing the rural and urban 

areas in the state. The used tools included the headmasters’ inventory of pupils’ 

dropout and the interview schedule. The major findings of the study were that the 

rate of stagnation amongst the pupils of rural areas was higher than the urban 

pupils. The rate was higher in scheduled caste in comparison to scheduled tribes. 

HAKSAR, NANDITA (1998), in her study on ‘Law and the Self-management of 

Tribal Societies in North-East India” critically reviews Nehru’s vision of 

development in tribal areas and examines the Constitution and tribal Self-

management system, criminal justice system, impact of law on tribal self-

management systems and contends that the entire self-management system of tribal 

peoples of the North East has been undermined. However, it is still not destroyed, 

thanks to the tremendous vitality of the people. 

KAR, K., (1993) conducted on the primary education in Goalpara district of 

Assam. The main objectives of the study were , to assess the development of 

primary education , to find out the different problems of primary education and to 

suggest the remedial measures and to study the impact of socio-cultural 

phenomenon in the district in the field of education. The major findings were that 

the progress of primary education after the independence period was phenomenal. 
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There were no formal educational institutions before the arrival of the British. The 

Christian Missionaries started the education though the numbers of the students’ 

enrolment were very small. In the post independent period the tress was given on 

the primary education like other regions of the state. The study also revealed that 

the administrative set-up of primary schools were more or less satisfactory. 

Vocational education was also given importance and the medium of instruction was 

given through the mother tongue in the district. 

LYNDEM LASO, (1985), conducted a critical study on development plans and 

programmes in primary education in the state of Maghalaya since independence. 

The major objectives were to trace the development of primary education in the 

Meghalaya. To find out the present position of the implementations of plans and 

programmes launched by the government of Meghalaya for the primary education 

development and to suggest on the basis of the findings for the further 

improvement in the field of primary education in the state The major conclusion 

were  the progress of school establishment, strength of the teachers, enrolment of 

the students, implementation of several developmental programmes to achieve the 

universalisation of elementary education. It was highlighted that though progress 

was made in different areas still a lag is found in the private aided schools in the 

state. 

NIEPA, (1979), conducted a study of universalisation of elementary education in 

Assam. The objectives of the study were to examine the administrative set up and 

to suggest elementary education in relation to the UEE programme in Assam. The 

major findings were the identification of enrolment, dropout, absence of directive 
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principle, lack of teacher-guardian relationship regularly, shortage of buildings, 

conditions of the road communication which hampered in successful 

implementation of the programme. 

PATASKAR, H.V. (1966), Commission on the ‘Hill Areas of Assam’ observed 

that “the district councils’ own efforts to raise funds from the resources available to 

them have been on the whole unimpressive”. The Commission noted that in 

proportion to their own resources the average expenditure of the District Councils 

(during 1960-65) has been as follows : 

 (1) The Garo Hills 32 p.c. 

 (2) The Mikir Hills 44 p.c. 

 (3) The North Cachar Hills 57 p.c. 

 (4) The United Khasi and Jaintia Hills 63 p.c. 

 (5) The Mizo Hills 99 p.c. 

PATHY, J. (1998), in his study on ‘Tribal Self-Management and Global Politico-

Cultural Developments’ provides the fundamental features of tribal self-

management system and discusses the forces threatening the “sustainability of 

customary tribal self-management system” and contends that “the Sixth Schedule 

of the Indian Constitution is the only powerful legal instrument towards tribal self-

management and ethno development”. Further, he says “unfortunately, however, 

through a series of amendments over the years, the Autonomous District Councils 

have been more or less reduced to mere administrative entites”. Further Pathy 
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predicts that “the future of tribal self-management systems, in the final analysis, 

depends on the process of developing power over nature and human resources” and 

suggests that “their management must move from the world system to the state and 

from there to regional and local communities”. 

RALTE, LALLIANI, (1992) conducted on the primary education in Mizoram in 

the post independence era. The objectives of the study were; to review the pattern 

of educational growth from 1947 to 1979, to examine the enrolment, strength of the 

teacher, facilities in the state and also the expenditure pattern, to analyse the 

achievement in Mathematics, English and General Science of the students in 

primary schools. In the study interview schedule, questionnaire and achievement 

tests tools  were used . The findings were that the primary education developed 

during the post-independence period. The girls participation increased in the 

primary education, wastage was more than the boys, the study also revealed that 

the examination in Mathematics, English and General Science was not satisfactory 

in the state. 

SINGH, B. (1998), studied the working of the North Cachar Hill District Council 

and Karbi Anglong District Council and observed that the financial positions of 

this District Council are not at all satisfactory in terms of amount of revenue 

collections and grants-in-aid from the State Government. 

THAKUR, T. (1973) conducted a case history of the model of primary school in 

Assam. The objectives were to see whether the expectations of the model school 

scheme were fulfilled or not and whether the scheme was functioning satisfactory 

or if some general norms could be established for a model school. Interview 
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schedule was used for teachers, headmaster, ex-headmaster, administrators 

supervisors etc. The major findings were to show the significant improvement of 

the retention in the academic environment, the criteria selection were not sound and 

the teachers’ training programmes were defective and also the grants was 

inadequate to convert a school into a model one.  

YOGI, A.K. (1991), studied on, ‘Development of the North-East Region -  

Problems and Prospects’ deals with the development of an area as cumulative 

outcome of several processes which operate continuously embracing political, 

education, social and economic facts and factors. The development of the North 

Eastern region has been a more complex problem because of its strategic location, 

typical topography, existence of a multiplicity of ethnic, linguistic and tribal  

groups etc.  
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
