Chapter 4
Nominal Morphology

4.1. Noun Structure

Structurally, nouns in Anal can be defined as a class of word that can be postposed
by morphemes for gender {-pa, -pu, -nu, etc.}, plural { -hin}, and cases {-tuy, -ki, -
ha, etc.}). Nouns in Anal can be divided into different types: (i) basic nouns, (ii)

compound nouns and (iii) derived nouns.

4.1.1. Basic nouns
Basic nouns are nouns which can occur independently of their own without any
affixation i.e., either prefixation or suffixation. The basic nouns in Anal are

discussed in the following sections:

4.1.1.1. Mono-morphemic nouns
In mono-morphemic nouns, there is only one morpheme containing one syllable or
several syllables. However, most of the nouns are mainly consisting of either of

one-syllable or two syllables. The examples are given in the following:

4.1.1.1.1. Monosyllabic and mono-morphemic nouns

4.1.1.1.4. Trisyllabic and mono-morphemic nouns

Names of the men folk and villages in Anal community are mostly trisyllabic in

nature as can be seen in the following examples:

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4.1.2. Compound nouns

Compound nouns in Anal are formed by combination of two independent
morphemes. Most of compound nouns in the language consist of noun + noun,
noun + adjective, noun + verb etc. The possible combinations of compound nouns

which are found in Anal are illustrated in the following examples:

4.1.2.1. Noun + Noun

Like many other south Asian languages, the noun + noun compounds are the most
common compounds in the language. In this type of compound, the noun (N),
should be the nucleus of the compound and the noun (N), isemployed to modify

and delimit the meaning the noun (N); as can be seen in the following examples:

(1) muk + bul > mukbul ‘inkpot’
ink bottle

2)  kon + in > kon-in ‘tin roofed house’

3) ce + in > Ce-in ‘brick house’
brick house

4) bu + bel > bu-bel ‘cooking pot’

4.1.2.2. Noun + Adjective

In this type of compound, the noun (N) functions as the nucleus of the compound
and adjective (ADJ) functions as modifiers. It is interesting to note that the
adjective may precede or follow the nucleus of the compound nouns as it is

evident from the following examples:

(6) covan + pal'ru > covan-pal'ru ‘dove’

(7)  dukon + pihol > dukoy-pihol  ‘big river’
river big

4.1.2.3. Noun + Verb

In this type of compound, the noun (N) functions as the nucleus of the compound
and verb(V) functions as modifier. It is worth mentioning here that unlike noun +
noun compounds, noun + verb compounds are not frequently found in the
language. In other words, this type of compound are very rare in the language as
many other Tibeto-Burman languages of the region do as can be seen in the

following examples:

(14) bu + ca > bu-ca ‘supper’
rice eat

(15)  luypom +  porenu> lunnam-parenu ‘knitted shirt’
shirt to be knitted

4.1.3. Derived nouns
Derived nouns are nouns which are derived from the verbs. In Anal, derived nouns
are mainly derived from verbs by prefixing the morpheme i- to the verbal roots.

Consider the following examples of derived nouns in Anal:

4.1.4. Semantic subtypes of nouns

Nouns in Anal can be semantically divided into two subtypes viz. (i) common
nouns (ii) proper nouns. Common nouns consists of nouns that denote kinship
terms, body parts, fauna, flora, nature related objects, location, direction, time,
instruments and handcrafters. However, proper nouns includes personal/human

names and place names etc. as can be seen in the following examples:

4.1.4.1.The common noun

Kinship terms

In Anal the possession is indicated by the pronominal prefixes of the personal
pronouns. The pronominal prefixes are the subject agreement form of the three
personal pronouns, however, the alternative expressions like /nu/ ‘mother’, /pa/
‘father’, etc., do not show a particular possessor as can be seen in the illustrated

examples below:

4.1.4.2. Proper nouns

Personal/human names

In Anal, there is a system of addressing and identifying the particular persons. The
proper names starting with k"i-, to-, san-, pe-, {'um- are considered to be the names

of women as can be shown in the illustrated below:

naming the female child as can be visible in the following:

4.2. GENDER

4.2.1. Gender-marking with human nouns

Like other Tibeto-Burman languages, Anal doesn’t have grammatical gender. In
other words, the gender distinction in the language is determined on the natural
recognition of sex i.e., all the male comes under the masculine and all the female

comes under the feminine.
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In Anal, different strategies are used to express gender distinction in the case of

human nouns as illustrated below:

4.2.1.1. By using opposite lexical items
In Anal, some of the opposite lexical items are used to denote male or female
nouns. It is observed that some of the nouns in the language are lexically marked

as masculine and feminine as evidenced by the use of kinship terms as such:

pa ‘father’ nu ‘mother’

Capa ‘son’ Calo ‘daughter’

4.2.1.2. By adding pa/pu and nu

Gender distinction for human beings is also made by adding the morpheme pa/pu
for ‘male’ and nu for ‘female’. It is interesting to note that these gender markers
are quite likely derived from the lexical items pa ‘father’ pu ‘grandfather’ and nu

‘mother’. However, the further investigation is required to ascertain the issue.

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It is observed that the root # in Anal basically means elder kin who may be either
male or female as illustrated above. Similarly, ne is used to denote the younger kin

who may be either male or female as stated above.

In case of the professional terms as well, the male and female gender are indicated

by adding morphemes pa and nu respectively as shown below.

The proper names of first to fifth male child can be addressed by using the
morpheme pu except in the case of first son as it is marked by #e as can be seen in

the following examples:

the morpheme nu as can be seen in the following examples:

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4.2.1.3. By adding pu and pi

The name of the occupation particularly the teaching profession is made male and
female distinction by adding morphemes pu and pi respectively. Interestingly, the
female marker pi is not very productive as it is rarely used to express female
gender in the language. It is observed that the female marker pi may be borrowed

from Manipuri as can be seen in the following example:

4.2.2. Gender marking with non-human nouns

With all the non-human nouns in Anal, female gender is usually marked by the
morpheme nu probably derived from the lexical item ‘mother’; however, the male
gender is marked by different morphemes such as pa, kuy and patal as discussed

below:

4.2.2.1. By adding pa and nu
In non-human animate nouns as well the morphemes pa and nu are used to

indicate male and female gender respectively as can be seen in the following

examples:
Generic name Male Female

It is observed that the strong or wise wild animals like tiger and fox are considered
as superior animals. Therefore, the same markers for human being i.e., pa and nu
are also used to express male and female gender in the case of above non-human

animate nouns.

4.2.2.2. By postposing patal and nu
With almost all the non-human nouns both animate and inanimate nouns including
animals, birds, insects, trees etc., the morphemes patal and nu are used to express

male and female gender as can be seen in the following examples:

Another important feature prevalent to Anal is that the plants bearing fruits are
treated as feminine gender indicated by the morpheme nu whereas the plants
which are not bearing fruits are treated as masculine gender by adding patal to the
generic name of the plants. The similar case is found in Tibeto-Burman languages

like Manipuri, Kokborok, and Chothe etc.
avat"abi ‘papaya’ avat"abi-patal avat"abi-nu

P'ihe ‘mango’ "ihe-patal P"ihe-nu

It is to be noted that the gender morphemes patal and nu are productive as they are
used to mark male and female gender for the non-human nouns irrespective of

animate and inanimate ones as illustrated in the above examples.

4.2.2.3. By postposing kuy and nu

Unlike the gender distinctions of other birds, the domesticated birds like hen and
duck are made male and female by adding the morphemes kuy for male gender
and nu for female gender instead of patal and nu as described below. It is worth
mentioning here that the marker kupy is not productive as it is used only in the

specific birds as mentioned above.

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It can be stated from the above example such as yanu ‘female duck’, the female
indicator nu is being dropped evading the repetition of nu, in the underlying form

yanu-(nu).

4.2.3. Lack of gender distinction in pronouns

Indo-European languages like English, Sylheti, a dialect of Bengali language etc.
make use of gender distinction in third person personal pronoun; conversely most
of the Tibeto-Burman languages typically lack gender distinction in pronouns.

Likewise, Anal pronouns do not show gender distinction as can be seen in the

following table.

4.2.4. Noun-nominal modifier agreement in noun phrase

One of the interesting phenomena in Anal is that some human nouns agree in
gender with nominal modifiers in a Noun Phrase as in (16a) and (17a), however
non-human nouns do not show gender agreement with nominal modifier as in
(18a) and (18b). It is important to note that the similar case is found in Manipuri as
well (Yashawanta, 1985). Furthermore, it is found that Anal modifiers can proceed

or follow the noun.

In the above examples, the noun sinpa-cara ‘boy’ agrees with the modifier ruycin-

'ra ‘beautiful’ particularly with the male marker #'r2 and the noun sinnu-éara

‘girl” agrees with modifier ruycin-ni particularly with the female marker ni. Thus,

the interchanges of modifiers cause ungrammatical as in (1b) and (2b).

4.2.5. Neuter gender

There is no gender distinction in inanimate nouns. That means they are not

classified either masculine or feminine. Consider the examples below:

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4.3. Number

Number is not grammaticalized in almost all the Tibeto-Burman Languages,
except a few Kuki-Chin languages. Since Anal belongs to one of the Kuki-Chin
languages of South-East Asia, the agreement between the verbs and their
arguments is maintained as far as number distinction is concerned. It is worth
mentioning here that the presence of agreement between verb and its argument for
number is one of the typological features of the Kuki-Chin languages shared by

Anal as demonstrated in the following examples:

(19) amahin pal-ko-je
they brave-SIM-PL

‘They are brave.’

(20)  amahin la sa-je-na-ka
they song  sing-PL-IRR-SIM

‘They will sing song.’

Anal has two number systems, viz. (i) Singular and (ii) Plural. It is worth
mentioning here that the unmarked form of nouns in Anal does not indicate
singular rather the singularity is marked by the numerals as such ‘one child’. In
other words, the unmarked nouns are considered as neutral as neither singular nor
plural. As earlier mentioned that singularity is expressed by numeral ‘one’ as such
ak"e amodcara: one child, ak"e paha: one bird and so on, however, the plurality is
expressed by the plural morphemes -hin or -rul. In Anal, the plural morpheme -
hin is used to express plurality of kinship nouns particularly the organization of

menfolk or womenfolk in Anal society. Consider the following examples:

Like many other languages of the world, plurality in Anal can also be expressed

by means of numerals or quantifiers as evident from the following examples:

4.3.1. Pluralisation of personal pronouns

In Anal “hin’ is the plural marker of the personal pronouns in Anal.

As Anal is one of the Tibeto-Burman languages, it has the characteristic features
of Pro-drop languages. Therefore, subject of each sentence can be dropped. But
there is strong agreement system with subject and verb in Anal language as far as
number distinction is concerned. Examples are given below in connection with the

above statement:

4.3.2. Pluralisation of demonstrative pronouns

Like personal pronouns, the demonstrative pronouns in Anal are also pluralised by
suffixing plural morpheme -Ain to the singular forms which remain unmarked,
such as (i) ama-hin-he ‘these’ (ii) ama-hin-le ‘those’ as exemplified in the

following examples:

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4.3.3. Pluralisation of kinship terms

The plurality of the kinship terms in Anal is expressed by suffixing /-hin/ to the

singular forms of kinship terms. Consider the following examples:

pu-hin ‘grand fathers’

pi-hin ‘grandmothers’

Capa-hin ‘sons’

cala-hin ‘daughters’

ne-hin ‘younger daughters-in-law’
pa-hin ‘fathers’

nu-hin ‘mothers’

However, the plural morpheme is not used if ‘two’ or ‘a higher’ numeral follows

the noun or noun phrases. In such cases the idea of more than one is expressed by

numerals. Consider the following examples:

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4.4. Numerals
The vast majority of the three hundred or so modern Tibeto-Burman languages
have decimal numeral systems (Mazaudon, 2008). Likewise, the numeral system
of Anal too is of decimal type. In other words, the ten is the basic numeral which
plays significant role to build the whole numeral system of Anal language. It is
important to note that vigesimal system i.e., twenty based system is totally absent
in the language. Numerals in Anal may be classified into seven categories:

a) Cardinal

b) Ordinal

¢) Fractional

d) Multiplicative

e) Distributive and

f) Restrictive and

g) Approximate

4.4.1. Cardinal numerals
Structurally, Cardinal numerals in Anal can be sub-classified into two types: (i)

Basic numerals and (ii) Compound/Derived numerals.

4.4.1.1. Basic numerals
The Basic numerals from one to nine except ten in Anal are bound roots which
always take numeral formative prefixes or attributive prefixes in the form of o-,

pa-, and ta-, as can be seen in the following examples:

It is worth mentioning here that one to nine except ten are bimorphemic, i.e., ten is
the only monomorphemic basic numeral in Anal. It is also observed that numeral
roots like ni ‘two’, [i ‘four’, ya ‘five’, ru ‘six’ and ku ‘nine’ seems to be Proto-
Tibeto-Burman numerals as *nyi, *li *pa, *ru, *ku respectively (Benedict 1972,
Matisoff 2003). PTB numerals *g-ni-s, *g-sum and *b-liy as reconstructed by
Matisoff (1997:119).

4.4.1.2. Compound/Derived numerals

Compound numerals in Anal are formed by the juxtaposition of two or more free
numeral morphemes. Like many other Tibeto-Burman languages, Compound
numerals are very productive in the language having different relationships
between the juxtaposed numeral ones. Compound numerals are primarily
classified into three types: (i) additive numerals (ii) multiplicative numeral (iii)

multiplicative cum additive numerals.

The numerals from 11/eleven to 19/nineteen are truly additive numerals in the
language; they are formed through the summation of basic numerals from //one to

4.4.2. Ordinal numerals

In Anal, the ordinal numerals are derived from cardinal numerals through
affixation particularly prefixation and suffixation except in the case of rolsa “first’.
More specifically, when a cardinal numeral is prefixed and suffixed by /va-/ and /-
na/ respectively, however, the rolsa ‘first’ is merely a suppletive form as can be
found in many other Tibeto-Burman languages namely Manipuri, Dimasa,
Kokborok, Chothe, etc. The following examples illustrate how ordinal numerals

are formed in the language.

4.4.4. Multiplicative numerals

Multiplicative numerals in Anal are generally used when a question arises “how
many times or how many folds” as many other Tibeto-Burman languages of the
region do. Multiplicative numerals in Anal are formed by prefixing the morpheme
trum- to the corresponding cardinal numerals. It is to be noted that the formation
of multiplicative numerals by prefixing #7um to corresponding cardinal numerals is
very productive. However, the meaning or the origin of #7um remains unclear in

part of the present study. The multiplicative numerals in Anal are shown below:

4.5. Case marking and postpositions

As in many other Tibeto-Burman languages, case relationship in Anal is expressed
by means of postposition except in the case of genitive one. More specifically,
case markers are attached to noun phrases exclusively: nouns and pronouns. There
are eight case markers in Anal to show the relationship between the noun phrases
with other constituents in a sentence. Morphologically, all the case markers in

Anal are bound morphemes presented in the form of suffixes.
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Generally, case markers are not marked for the number, and gender of nouns.

Structurally, Anal has eight types of cases as illustrated in the following table:

It is worth mentioning that the
instrumental marker -fup in Anal is homophonous with the ergative case marker as
has been found in many other Tibeto-Burman languages namely Chiru, Rong,

(Lepcha), Thado etc (LaPolla, 1995).
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Therefore, the syncretism of ergative and instrumental case marker is one of

typical features of in Anal and many other Tibeto-Burman languages. As in

ergative case, the instrumental marker is also randomly dropped as can be seen in

the following examples (63)-(65).

4.6. Pronouns

There are no gender distinctions of any kind in Anal pronouns however the
singular-plural distinctions are found in pronouns. Pronouns in Anal are sub-class
of nouns nevertheless, they are distinguished from the nouns by the criterion of
person i.e., pronouns can be used in all three persons whereas nouns always use in

the third person. Pronouns in Anal may be classified into the following types:
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a) Personal pronouns

b) Demonstrate pronoun

c) Reflexive pronoun

d) Interrogative pronoun

e) Indefinite pronoun

4.6.1. Personal pronouns

Generally, personal pronouns can be categorized in three persons viz., ni ‘I’, nay

‘you’ and ama ‘he/she’. Like many other Kuki-Chin languages, the inclusive-

exclusive distinction in personal pronouns is present in the language particularly in

first person personal pronoun. It is also worth mentioning here that the presence of

inclusive and exclusive distinction is found only in first person plural forms

however the first person singular pronoun does not make inclusive-exclusive

distinction as can be shown in the following table:

In addition to the above, the demonstrative in Anal can also be used in the
following structure i.e., the third person personal pronoun is followed by the noun

and followed by either proximate or distal determiners as exemplified below:

(121) ama-t"imbu-he ‘this book’

s’/he-book-PRX.D

(122) ama-t"imbu-he 'ra-ka
s/he-book-PRX.D good-SIM
“This book is good.’

(123) ama-t"imbu-le ‘that book’

s’/he-book-DST.D

(124) ama-t"imbu-le 'ra-ka
s/he-book-PRX.D good-SIM
‘That book is good.’

Plural demonstrative pronouns are also formed by suffixing plural morpheme -A4in
to the singular forms which remain unmarked, such as (i) ama-hin-he ‘these’ (ii)

ama-hin-le ‘those’ as exemplified in the following examples:

(125) ama-hin-(l)e ni ko-in va-je
DEM-PL-DST.D I 1SG-house ~ COP-PL

‘Those are my houses.’

(126) oama-hin-he salkari pihol  af'um va-je
DEM-PL-PRX.D cart big  three COP-PL

‘These are three big carts.’

(127) ama-hin-he pemin P'ra-ko-je
DEM- PL-PRX.D story good-SIM-PL

‘These are good stories.’

(128) oma-hin-hele sinpa ron-ka-je
DEM-PL-DST.D man tall-SIM-PL

‘Those are tall men.’

(129) ama-hin-le 'ra  timbu va-je
DEM-PL-DST.D good book COP-PL

‘Those are good books.’

4.6.3. Reflexive pronouns
Reflexive Pronouns in Anal are formed by suffixing -da to the pronominal prefix

for corresponding personal pronouns as illustrated in the following table.

Person Non-reflexive Reflexive
SG PL SG PL
1* person | ni ni-hin ka-da ka-da-hin
oni-hin
2" person | nay non-hin | 2-da a-da-hin
3" person | ama ama-hin | va-da va-da-hin

From the above illustration, the plural forms of reflexive pronouns are made by
adding general plural morpheme -hin to the singular reflexive forms. It is also
interesting to note that the reflexive forms of first person inclusive and exclusive
are represented by the single form ka-da as many other Kuki-Chin languages do.
The formation of reflexive pronouns in Anal is demonstrated in the following

examples.
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(130) ama wvo-da vo-t"uny-va

she  3sG-self 38G-cook-COP
‘She cooks herself.’
(131) ni ko-da naca-ka-niy
I 1SG-self trust-SIM-1SG
‘I trust myself.’
(132) ni ko-da t'im  pa-ko-nip
I 1SG-self book read-SIM-1SG

‘I will read myself.’

(133) ama wvo-da Ci-na-ka
he 3sG-self g0-IRR-SIM
‘He will go himself.’

(134) ama-hin va-da-hin P'rip-va-je
they 38G-self-PL  come-COP-PL

‘They come themselves.’

It is worth mentioning here that the reflexive pronoun always precedes the verb as
many other OV languages do. It is also observed that the reflexive pronoun cannot

precede the subject argument in Anal as exemplified above.

4.6.4. Interrogative pronouns
Structurally, the interrogative pronouns in Anal can be classified into two: (i) basic

and (ii) derived.

4.6.4.1. Basic Interrogative

The basic interrogative pronouns in Anal are underived ones. It is also interesting
to note that basic interrogative pronouns in Anal are limited in nature as many
other Kuki-Chin Languages of Northeast India do. The basic interrogative

pronouns in the language are shown below:

da ‘what’

oku ‘who’

ok'o ‘which’

aja ‘how much’
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4.6.4.2. Derived Interrogative

Some of the interrogative pronouns in Anal are derived from the basic ones by
adding various case markers. Like many other Tibeto-Burman languages, derived
interrogative pronouns are extensively used in the structure of Anal sentences as
many other Tibeto-Burman languages of South Asia do. The derived interrogative

pronouns of Anal are shown below:

da-ki ‘why’
what-GEN

ok'o-ha ‘where’
which-LOC

It is important to note that the case marker -ha can be optionally used to form
interrogative pronoun ak"o-ha ‘where’ in informal speech as can be shown in the

following examples:

oku-kuy ‘whom (recipient)’
who-DAT

oku-to ‘whom (goal)’
who-ACC

da-tun ‘how’

what-ERG

One of the interrogative pronouns in Anal is also derived from the basic
interrogative pronoun by adding morpheme -#'ra as illustrated in the following

example:

da-t'ra ‘when’
The uses of interrogative pronouns in the sentence structure of Anal language is
illustrated in the following examples:

(135) ak"o-ha ci-le
where gO-INT

‘Where will you go?’
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(136) ni daki  Ci-ka-nipy

I why  go-SIM-1SG
‘Why should I go?’

(137) ak'o Pimbu-(De  t'ra-ro-ka
which book-DST.D  good-better-SIM
‘Which book is better?’

(138) ama daf'ra 'rip-na-ka
he when come-IRR-SIM

‘When he will come?’

(139) datuy in-ha ci-le
how house-LOC  go-INT

‘How will you go home?’

(140) aku Copa va-ti
who son  COP-2SG

‘Whose son are you?’

(141) 2-mi oku-va
2SG-name what-COP

‘What is your name?’

4.6.5. Indefinite pronoun

Like many other South East Asian languages in general and Tibeto-Burman
languages in particular, Anal does not have distinct form of indefinite pronouns,
indefinite pronouns in the language are usually derived from interrogative
pronouns 2ku ‘who’ da ‘what’ by adding the morpheme ra to the same as can be

seen in the following examples: it is used only to form negative indefinite
oku-ra ‘none/nobody’

da-ra ‘nothing’

Interestingly, some of the indefinite pronouns in the language are formed by
means of compounding. The structure of compound indefinite pronouns in Anal is

illustrated in the following way:
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(142) Wh+N+NUM
oku-mi-k'e ‘someone’

who-man-one

(143) Wh+QUAN
da-cori ‘something’

what-few

(144) Wh+N+NUM
da-vomo-ak'e ‘anything’

what-thing-one

One of the indefinite pronouns in Anal is formed by reduplicating the numeral

followed by morpheme so ‘meaning not known’ as described below:

(145) K'e-k'e-so ‘anyone’

one-one-UM
(146) o2ku  kolom va-pisote
who pen 38G-lost

‘Whose pen is lost?’

(147) amahe oku  t'imbu-va
this who book-cop
‘Whose book is this?’

(148) 2ku  amocara-va
who  child-cop
‘Whose child?’

(149) a2ku  a2-bun
who  28G-beat
‘Who beat you?’
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
