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'Magic is a word that describes the inner nature of the beings that
make up the universe-the spiritual part of all things. The spirit
forms a hidden dimension to the ordinary. Everyday world that we
inhabit. Most of the time we are unaware of it (hence magic often
being called "the occult"- literally "concealed") and when something
uncanny happens, we tend to put it down to coincidence. What we
call coincidence today would be interpreted very differently by
people of cultures other than our own, or by people from varying
times in the past. Unfortunately, magic is often used as a derogatory
term used to encompass all that orthodox religion disapproves of or

prohibits and is therefore frequently viewed in negative terms."”
