“In the Brahmaputra valley the
Kacharis call themselves Bodo or
Bodofisa (sons of the Bodo). In the
North Cachar Hills they call
themselves Dimasa, a corruption of
Dima fisa or "Sons of the great
river""/ They were known to the
Ahoms as Timisa, clearly a erruption
of Dimasa, so that this name must
have been in use when they were still

in the Dhansiri Valley.”*
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“The named their capital as
Hidimbapur in order to perpetuate the
account, that, the ruling aristocracy
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of the kachharies had discended from
the traditional priences, Hidimba. The
episode relating to the marriage of
Hidimba with the second Pandava,
has been given in the preceding
chapter. Ghotatakach was born of the
union, and he was said to be the
clainant of the dominion of Bharat
at the commencement of iron age.

Whereas, from Hidimachha, the word
contracted into Dimachha, and

“According to R. N. Mosahary,
whatever may be the views of scholars
and historians on the origin of the
name ‘Kachari’; a popular saying is
still current among the Bodo folks in
the plains of Assam, and the saying
runs thus :

Pra aris, korosaris
Jong Pari Lari Lari

The meaning of which is ‘we are sea
race, we are first people here and
have been contineously here’.
Mosahary suggests that in the remote
past the Bodos called themselves ‘Pra
aris’ and ‘Korosaris’. The term ‘Pra
aris’ means the people who dwell on
the sea-coast or river valley, while
the term °‘Korosaris’ suggests elder
ones or the original inhabitants of
the river valley which obviously refers
to the Brahmaputra valley. The term
'Korosari' must have eventually
corrupted into 'Kosari’  or

'Kachari'”’**
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“For the propagation and due

veneration to the vedic religion he

undertook various measures for

construction of temples, excavation of

tanks, appointments of sevaits with

adequate grants of Devottara and

Brahmottara lands.
