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“The process of Hinduization had,
probably, already commenced at
Maibong, at least among the royal

family and the court.”’
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“At Khaspur it (Hinduization)
proceeded rapidly, and in 1790, the
formal act of conversion took place;

the Raja Krishna Chandra and his
brother Govinda Chandra, entered the

body of copper effigy of a cow.”?
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“In the typical Kachari village as a
rule neither idol nor place of worship
is to be found; but to the Kachari
mind and imagination earth, air, and
sky are alike people with a vast
number of invisible spiritual beings,
known wusually as 'Madai’, all
possessing powers and faculties far
greater than those of man and almost
invariably inclined to use these powers
for malignant and malivolent, rather

than benovalent, purpose.” “
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“The Kacharis conceived her as a
tribal goddess. They later introduced
Hindu rituals to worship her perhaps
to elevent her status as Hindu

Goddess.”®
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“After celebration of the
Hiranyagarbha mahadana Krishna
Chandra dreamt a dream sometime
in 1806 that he should construct a
temple for worshiping one of the
terrifying forms of devi.

...The Dimasa Kacharis it appears,
introduced the worship of Kachakanti
in 1806 following a dream of
Krishnachandra a stated here and
might have introduced the annual
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human sacrifice to propitiate her.
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“In fact, Kachari King's inclination
to Vaisnaba saints was first noticed
when a royal messenger was sent to
invites Sankardeva, the founder of
neo-Vaisnavision in Assam to visit the
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Kachari Kingdom.
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“In erlier times the whole Dimasa
land was divided into twelve religious
daikhos; the people believed that Gods
and Goddesses residing in a
particular daikho protect the people
of that area and control teir
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destiny.
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
