Chapter- 6
LITERARY STUDY OF SOME SELECTED SAUDI POETRY

A) <lai swsdl (Does the sun arise) by Sheikh Ahmed bin Musharraf
Some of couplets from this poetry are given below:
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“I am in the villages of Najd and you are in a country surrounded by enemies on
every side.
They are attacking in its corners and streets and they are not afraid of any one’s
whip.
How many times they sat behind Muslims Observatory and how much they
damaged in this way by robberies.
There is no religion except jihad texture and no security only after swords are open.
The kingdom is not a kingdom until the whites are being turned into red with blood.
And there is no glory but that is possessed by courage in battle fields.
So tell the leader of Muslims, go to him or send this message with any passenger.
Tell him, if you feel the laziness that if the time is not in favor of harmony then fight
against it.
Write the poem that promotes the courage up and calls to praise and good qualities.
The poetry of the poet is like the description of the experienced doctor. When he
says anything the world sings it and the wise and great people enriched by it”.
The Study of poetry:

In 1275A.H. Ahsa was corrupted by Bedouins and the people were very much
troubled, so Ahmad bin Musharraf wrote this poem provoking Faisal bin Turkey to
punish them.

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As far as Ibn al Musharraf is concerned, we have already talked about him in
chapter 5, and this poem has been written in his collection (p. 45) without a title,
later it was released with a title from the first line which is does the sun arises.

Ibn Musharraf started his poem with love poetry imitating the poem of
ancient Arab poets and that is also the method of first generation poets of this era
like Ibn Musharraf, Sheikh Abdul Latif bin Abdur Rahman, Mahmud Sami al Barudi
,Ibn Uthaimin and others and that’s because they imitated the ancient poets and
chosen their method.

This method has been found opposition from obstetricians in the days of the
Abbasid, where Bashshar avoided it and Abu Nuwas attacked but remained
following the days when poets even Shawqi , who excelled in Al Naseeb, although
not very much.

Ibn Musharraf began his poem with three inquires that clarify the light which
shine glitter of sunlight through the clouds and moon in the dark layers and then
answer those inquiries that is only the face of Salma preeminence .

Salma here is comfort and reassurance that the poet has felt in Najd and
wanted to find his own origin Ahsa , but who will give it to him ? It's Imam Turki bin
Faisal.

Ibn Musharraf, didn’t feel any embarrassment to this poetry because it was
found in the poetries of Prophet like the LAMIA of Kaab and MIMIA of Hassan, may
ALLAH pleased with them.

The poet concludes from the love poetry to description of Al-Ahsha and the
Bedouins looted it, then he speaks about the kings of Al-Ahsha and why they are
ignorant. This is because of neglect, or weakness or the desires have deceived them
and made them looted by foxes after they were lions every one fears them and
respects.

Then he described the reasons for which the governance will be settled and
people will feel good and the most important of that is courageous leader and
punishing the spoilers strongly and then kindness that attracts the hearts and unites
them.

Then the poet reaches to the core of theme and that is inciting the king Faisal
bin Turkey to discipline those spoilers from the Bedouins:
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“So tell the leader of Muslims, go to him or send this message through any passerby.
Tell him, if you feel the laziness that if the time is not in favor of harmony then fight
against it”.
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Then he warns Imam of weak opponents that could be the cause of the
greatest calamities and so he should stand up to discipline these people and take
them back to obedience seeking the reward from Allah.

The poet remains repeating photos of courage and heroism in his verses,
trying to reach the same Imam what he wants.

And he remembers that generally people hate war, so he reminds the Imam
that, this war is for the sake of Allah. From here it is clear that the result of this war is
good, because it’s for the sake of ALLAH. The second one is that it’s also praise
worthy. So he has to be ready for holy war and go to holy war with determination
and close the doors of cheatings and then the poet ends his advice by guidance of
God fearing and seeking the help from Him.

Then the poet ends his poem by taking pride in his poetry. And this is very
much found in his poetry. Sometimes he prides of his personality and family
background like Mutanabbi and perhaps he walked on the same way of Mutanabbi.
We can see the pictures of his poetry are very much same with that of Mutanabbi
and then the poet prays Allah for Muhammad-peace be upon him.

B) 23all 3 Jall (The splendor and glory) by Muhammad bin Uthaymeen, as reflected
in the following couplets of his poetry:
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“Abdul Aziz to whose glory and strength everyone from Arabs and non Arabs

bow down.

He is the lion of lions. He is a gentle and noble man.

They are really the attraction of the world and its beauty and the long pillar

on which it stands.

Without any doubt and lie Abdul Aziz is the sun of the kings on the earth.

He had led the world from very low point to higher points.

The fighters in the war said to us that we will go there anyhow. So he walked
in the midst of the people leading his army.

Even he surpassed the walls and if there was not that power of crash the
enemies would not be caught there.

But that was the determination of brave hero who by his power saved Islam
and his ancestry.

He made the people dead and others like drunk. The night become old
before morning, if you have wisdom you will not be able to get away from horror.

They were taking him as he is meritless and unfortunate. And Allah has
escaped the people by him.

Allah has punished them on the hand of God fearing person.

in the beginning of the night in enjoyment and playing and in late night in
war”.

The study of poetry;

In 1331A.H. the King Abdul Aziz conquired Al-Ahsa and the rest of the eastern
region from the hands of the Turks. At the time the poet was in the Gulf and was
pleased with this victory, and wrote this poem congratulating King Abdul Aziz on this
victory.

As far as Uthaymeen is concerned, we have already talked about him in
chapter 5, and as far as his poem is concerned, this is his first poem about the king
Abdul Aziz and his sons.

Perhaps Ibn Uthaymeen saw in this victory of the country escape from two
evils which hurt the people of Al-Ahsha for a long time, namely: the Turkish rule,
which killed the country and the people, then messes of Bedouins with the stability
and peace of the country.

It is here that he saw the victory of the army of King Abdul Aziz in Al-Ahsa like
an army victory in the Battle of Mutasim in Amuriyah. And he has resorted to
simulation Abi Tammam in that poem, which was written congratulating Mutassim.

This shows emulated in more than one subject of a poem by Ibn Uthaymeen
and the first one is beginning of poem:

The splendor and glory are in charming swords and not in stylization in letters
and speeches. He ruled the pasts and his decisions are tilled now followed by the
wise people if they feel any problem in taking decisions.

The sword is more credible in giving news than books. In its current there is a
boundary between seriousness and fun. The whiteness of sword not the blackness of
letters is capable to wipe out the doubts.

The poem began praising the King Abdul Aziz saying in the beginning of the
praise that,higher place is not built but only with such qualities that brought the
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courage, generosity and wisdom, which states that a man must prepare for every
order.

He then described the army, and his vigorous walking that surpassed the
horses and camels, and the determination of a leader who walks to the war, even
crawling on the knees.

He then moved to the description of the attack, which was in the night and
blissful victory by God as respite for believers and punishment for offender’s and
sinners.

Hence lbn Uthaymeen advised the people to thank God and then the king
Abdul Aziz, who rescued them from where they are in distress and shortness
dragged by Turk and the Bedouin. Then the King Abdul Aziz came spreading security
and stability like he did in Najd.

He then returned to the praise of King Abdul Aziz and advised him of
choosing good consultants and preferring the rule of Sharia and then forgiveness to
those who have no helper rather than ALLAH and then respecting the true good
Islamic scholars,and those who have taken religion as a bridge, he warns them to be
careful.

Ibn Uthaymeen when finished his advice, said, he is saying this and he knows
that the king posses good thought, deed knowledge and better sense which make
him in no need of mentor’s advice.

Thus he concludes his poem taking pride of his poetry and prayer on the
Prophet peace be upon him.

C)- Uk 2 (Conquering Riyadh) by Khaled Faraj

Khalid Faraj has many poems in the history of the House of Saud in general
and the biography of King Abdul Aziz in particular in his collection, including:
1 —The history of Najd from the time of Muhammad bin Sud al Awwal to 1348A.H.
2 — Golden epic and the poet expressed the most important events in the biography
of King Abdul Aziz (from opening the garden in 1319A.H to the time of composing
the poem in 1369A.H) where fifty years have been passed on conquering Riyadh.
In the collection there are many poems about the events from the life of King Abdul
Aziz.

The saga that we are going to choose from, which are called by the poet (the
best stories) and in which he had written the biography of King Abdul Aziz.
He said in the beginning of the preface,
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“The age is the largest travel
Sermons and the highest considerations
Nights are only some lines.
In the weave of the length of the day
Filled with the aging of the time
Pages full of news for the wise and clever people.
As to opening garden has its importance in the biography of King Abdul Aziz in
particular and the history of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in general , we chose to
give selected text from this epic.
The poet began talking about conquering Riyadh first vision,

King Abdul Aziz was with his father and his family in Kuwait and the rivalry
has been strengthened between the emir, Sheikh Mubarak al-Sabah and Ibn Rashid,
so there was the war of Al- Sharif in which Kuwaiti army defeated badly.

The young Prince Abdul Aziz bin Abdur Rahman was seeing the opening
garden as hope which has been dominated his thinking. And he sensed this in Sheikh
Mubarak so encouraged him taking revenge from Ibn Rashid.

The young prince went out with forty men calmly the conditions, and horrors
threatened them until the victory and the King Abdul Aziz Riyadh on the fourth day
of Shawwal 1319 A.H. conquered Riyadh after killing prince Ajlan”.

In the preface he says;
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“See ulna in the hands of hardworking.
Start a fire in the wind-blown

Got winning Ibn Rashid, Ibn Sabah
And with Abdul Aziz hurt and curb will be there

unjust”.

Describing the killing of Ajlan and taking oath by the people of Riyadh accepting the
Abdul Aziz, as their king, says:
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“Night of the domination is the great night,

That was 3rd of Shawwal
Quantitative heroes came in.

To effectively one of the greatest acts

How burgles him and he is a high fence?

Some slaves went to the door asking him cows,

Opened the way after some conversation,

They known him after some time,

The wife of Ajlan is his guest,

He went amidst the disappointment and hope,
Drinking coffee in the light of the day,

The sun arises from behind the hill,

Ajlan appeared amidst the campus,

The lions of the forest run to him,

Catching his legs with the clothes,

The fires of soldiers like rains,

His legs released from the hands secretly,

When he saw the death in darkness,

He was about to escape but Abdul Aziz attacked,
He made him drinking a bitter glass of death,

He become in pairs after he was one,

And the men’s cure in the revenge,

Then there was the declaration of Al Saud regime,
People came to him approving,

In the light of the day, everyone was happy,
There was the king and the slaves,

He after taking promises, called them to make boundaries”.

D) Jlll u (I am and the night) by Mohammad Hassan Awwad
We already talk about the poet Mohammad Hassan Awwad in chapter 5 and

we have mentioned that he was the first out of the poets of his country who

protested against the system of parameter and rhyme. We mentioned that he
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claimed all Arab poets in this kind of free verse, which is based on the system of the
TAFILA.

As for what will be the difference in it in rhyme only, like Al Muwashah or
free poetry and the like, the bulk of the poets has participated with him and that is a
breach in the system of parameter and rhyme approved by the moderates of Arab
writers, hence there are many this type of poetry and by the poet Mohammad
Hassan Awwad (I am and the night) is also of this type he partially used this and
maintained parameter .Moreover, the example of the creative (romantic) incursion
in which to indulge in prayers and intermingling with them trying to escape from
reality and escape from life and people .

This poem is composed of twenty-two passage included nine; first ones to
poets thought to the night .The poet describe his feelings and senses with the night.
Therefore, he asked the night whether it had been aware of what they called, but he
remembered that the night is an object does not change overnight in five sections.

And thus the poet remains in his interview with the night even he finished
this, left the opportunity to the night to respond to the poet in six sections followed
by an interview with a clear conscience that pays for the night in five sections.

Then the poet goes back to the idea of conversing with the voice of his
conscience, saying: “You are whom you want to remain universe solemn and terrible
darkness”.

Indeed, in this poem there is a bit of a fun not melt with some exaggerations
and exceeding in the sections he didn’t check them.

Some couplets of his poetry here are mentioned;
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“Do you like me? Dear Darkness

Feel grief, and hide the love

Wear salience and go higher to creatures.

A moment of content at the peak and the eye of god fearing man in the courage,
The idea of old man, and the spirit of the small,

Or you bewitching hidden danger,

A rose does not mean the mystery of human beings? Far for good as they claim,
empty of the Spirit as they sing,

It demerits you to ask the great glory,

O night this is what seniors have said,

About your huge secret, and modernists,

Are you aware of what o night what they speak?

No, you're not aware of, and did not yield what comes to their mind inspiring
You are a creature which cannot wonder”.

E) 4w oY) (Mother is School) Sheikh Abdullah bin Khamis

This poem was written by Ibn Khamis when the society was more
conservative about the education of the girls. Even some of them were denying
education to the girls. This was not a matter of a particular society in the kingdom of
Saudi Arabia.

The poet began his poem taking pride in his society that climbs ladder
sophistication in the trust and confidence and determination strong after it was
humiliated submissive watched people walking around it as it stood in its place to
look into its feet.

So the poet is optimistic about bright future that will restore what was old
glory while ancestors were Imams and teachers of the world in knowledge, so he is
wondering how this became in that situation of ignorance and backwardness .

The meaning in this section is semi- repeat of what was in its predecessor,
and in the third section the poet directs speech to the Prince Fahd bin Abdul Aziz,
while he was the minister of education and speaks to him . The poet demands that
the laws preventing girls on education must be vanished,because girls are the
teacher in their homes.Then he denies those, who refuse to teach the girl but

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exaggerate and makes it a reason for the unwillingness of young people in marriage
and he suspects that is true.

He increases his exaggeration and asks how a scholar will ready to marry an
illiterate girl?We forgive these exaggerations, because he was going to convince the
public of the value of girls' education in the midst of enthusiasm

The children coming from this if they are able to take information they will
not be able to be educated.

It is understood that he means by Al-Adab here morality and good qualities,
which the ancient people call morality of the self. The oldest women in illiteracy in
the Kingdom had brought up in a good manner and memorized verses of Holy Quran
and the religious teachings that ensure them with a degree of civility.

The poet fears that some ill thinking people will think that he wants to invite
the application of some latecomers to women's equality, and mixing with men and
removal of veil, so he denies such a conjecture, and calls for balance so there is no
excess or negligence.

In the last section he induces Prince Fahd bin Abdul Aziz, then Minister of
Education to advance education through able teacher at the hands of the righteous
of them as a result valid generation will be brought up.

It is a poem of Ibn Khamis; in which he says:
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“0 assistant of science is there a law prohibits education for the women

She is in herself a school, will generate a malignant or good

God forbid us that she remains a puppet for the fun of us chosen.

When our youngsters are given education, they have declared war against the
women.

Everyone started guessing in his own way and the new generations live a useless life.

| do not call for education to get her out, alongside men.

The principle of Islam is to have balance between who denied it and who
exaggerated it.

O the helper of knowledge from the ills we really lack good teachers.

The generation will be educated only by the experts and not by those who dictate or
write.

The houses of the knowledge are not a shop filled with pillars and veiled.

Build it for the higher status the youngsters will go for t willingly”.

F) dast) >3 (» (From the revelation of Kaaba) by the poet Hassan Abdullah al-
Qurashi;

Hassan al-Qurashi is among those poets who are known to their abundance
in production and no one except Zamakhshari is above him, but both of them are
known for emotional poetryand especially love poetry; even we prefer to call them
love poets.

If we say that the poet Al-Qurashi is a love poet then we don’t mean that he
is regulated only in this field, but that of his masterpieces in the history and in Islam
and a bit too much, and that the poem in question (from the revelation of the Kaaba)

However, Al-Qurashi when writes to talk about Kaaba or the memory of
immigration or so, he does not learn on the history and events, but he feels the
effects placed in the depths of his feelings and emotions so his poetry come with
integral thought and a deep sense of mixed conscience so spirit and the sense of a
way of blending which make up the elements of an entity no element dominates the
others.

Sometime the words are weak used by Al- Qurashi so they become unable to
carry his thoughts but he suddenly uplifts it due to his command on his thought and
the words.

The poet began his poem with four inquires in three consecutive verses. He
wonders about the dawn shining in his feeling and that magic which was covering his
conscience and that guidance which God made him to heal people, and then the
memory that radiate in life as radiating dawn.

However he with these inquiries intended to veneration and aggrandizement
, but he answers them as the banner of God manifested and made beats in the
hearts of ages with glory and greatness , goodness and bliss were poured on
believers and threw away the torment to ungrateful nonbelievers.
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And he likes pulling the reader in terms of his feelings on the other hand by
delaying an active verb (Shagani) even repeat in the third line from the second
syllable, so came after desire. It creates happiness and cheerfulness with its all high
meaning of greatness which is exposed in the slogan of Allah Akbar in the campus of
old house where the hearts have desire and the spirits come seeking satisfaction and
comfort in the shadow of Allah’s house. The faith enlightens the eyes. Why not and
this is the anthem of lovers and satisfaction of God seekers. Its fragrances are above
the imagination of the poets.

And the poet emphasises in his reflections to deep into it. And he has shaken
away everything but one thing is the strong hopes in the creator of this universe that
he rescues him from the dirty effects of the materials and fill his heart with the light
of faith and certainty so his soul become purified.

It is a poem of the poet in which he says:
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“Is there any shining morning in my conscience and any magic lighting in my
heart, any guidance sponsors the echoes of the skies to cure for thirsty man?

Here you want any memory of the Messenger of Allah, inciting happiness and
pleasures.

It is the banner of God is manifested like the good news shaken the gardens
of the ages.

Bliss in the hands of the believer and the ungrateful bottom land of hell.

It attracted me while my eyelids were about to close and there was in the
heart fear of the Almighty.

My spirit the presents of thirsty hopes and my heart is full of smells.

Greatness of the scene has pushed me in the shadows of cheering and
zooming.

In the campus of holy house slogans were for Almighty.

Ever strange is going to take his shelter particularly who has been worried of
thoughts.
